Lesson XII. Dec.21. Luke 24: 44-33,

JESUS' PARTING)WORDS,

/EXPLANATORY.

l. Tum Scumary or INsTRUCTION.
Luke, not being an apostle or an eye
wilness, sums up in a few words at the
cloee of his book the story given more in
detail by some of the other evangelists,
But he knew, and records it in his story
of the Acts of " the Apmllf-u. that forty
days intervened (Acts I: 3).

44. These are the words which I spake
unfo you. See Luke 18: 33; Mark 1uU:
33, These strange events which have
staggered your faith should be the
means of strengthening it, because they
are the fulfilment not only of what 1
told you beforehand should take plme
but of what was foretold ares before in
the Scriptures. Which were writien in
the law of Moses. The Old Testament
Scriptures are full of Christ. He is the
focus on which are concentrated the rays
from all the ages of revelation.

45. Then opened He their understand
ing.

procla ming the Gospel. Thus alone
would they understand, God's plan of
salvation. “ Chbrist’s scholars never learn
above their Bibles in this world; but they
need to be learning still more ‘and more
out of their Bibles, and to grow more
ready and mighty in the Scriptures,” The
means by which Jesus opened their
understanding is reported r John 20:

The idea contained in Luke 1: 2, “which
from the beginning were eye'witnesses
and ministers of the word,” is here found
once more. The word *“ witness " after
wardé meant “martyrs” (which is, in
fact, the (ireek word itself); for Christ's
witnesses died to support their testi-
mony. The Gospels are the summary of
this witness of the Apostles. Matthew
was one of the witnessas ; Mark's Gospel
is supposed to be fhe preaching of Peter,
and Luke the presching of Paul, who
learned directly from Jesus Himself
(Gal. 1: 11, 12), and John was another of
the witnesses. Thege (iospels were
written many years Sfter the apostles
began to preach, and are the story that
had been told many hundreds of times
by these witnesses.

I'he bishop says |

The great lion-faced orator, Daniel
Webster, when asked why he did not
dance, replied: “I bave not brans
enough.” Thackeray, the great novelist,
has written : “ When a man confesses
bimself fond of dancing, [ set him
down as a fool.” Alfred Cleveland
Coxe, Episcopal bishop of New York has
said : ‘¢ Alas, that women professing to
follow Christ and godliness should not
rally for the honor of their sex and drive
these shameful dances from society.”
Gail Hamilton has written : “ The thing
is, of its very nature, unclean and cannot
be washed. The very pose of the parties
suggests impurity.”

Bushop Vincent also quotes one of the
most fairminded of Congregational pas-
tors in England, who says :

“ Fashionable dances as now carried on
are revolting to every feeling of delicacy
and propriety and are fraught with the
greatest danger to millions.”

In his own opinion and of his own |
