OONMFORT FOR THE UNSREING.
The "*Blind Room” in the Library of Con-
gress at Washiogton.

Copyright, 1901, the Christisn Herald, N, Y.

In the Congressional Library at Wash-
ington, the large room is set aside for
the exclusive use of the blind. This is
the best equipped single gathering place
for the sightless in this ocountry. This
boon to the blind, provided by a thought-
ful paternal government, is called by
those who use it *‘the national headquart-
ers of the unseeing.”

The room in question is situated om
the first floor of the buge building, and [as
pear the entrance as possible. It was
opened about two years ago snd was in-
stantly popular. All the blind folks of
Washington caused themselves to be led
there, snd from that day to this very fow of
the local ‘‘unseeing,” who are able to get
sbout, have missed their daily hour in
quarters of which they will never know the
real beauties. They have been told over
and over agsin, how the walls and ceiling
are covered with decorations by famous
American artists ; of how the color scheme
is the outcome of good taste and of wrtis-
tic eyes; of how even the colors of the
furniture and the hangings are in perfect

harmony with the decorations. Bat
_these beauties they cam never enjoy
through the sense of sight. The imaging-
tions only can furnish them pleasure in
the art beauties of the room, for many of
them know mot even what red, or blue er
color of any sort is like, Baid one of them
tome: *I know a black light and a white
light, that is all, for I know when I am in
the glare of the sualight and when I am in
in s darkened room. But as for the
rainbow and its colers, what like may that
be?
In addition te the local blind, the steady
patrons of the blind room, there come
yearly s thousand or more visitors from all
over the United States. Here they know
they will meet others afflicted like them-
selves, and the natural sympathy of misery
draws them here ~where -afflictions can be
understood by experience.
