Now is the time of the year when
the base ball scout comes into his
own and, unlike the old:time prophet,
is bonored in fis own country for the
good he may be able to do the home
team by digging up some youngster
who will plug up a hole in the line
up of the team and develop into one
of the real stars of the game. And
the scouts are getting busy.

Major league teams have struck
their stride now and the managers are
able to pick out, without much trou-
ble the men who simply won't do.
Then the call goes out for the scout
to get busy and he packs his grip,
says goodby to the home folks and
departs for the bush leagues where
the stars of tomorrow are develop-
ing,

To the outsider the base ball scout
is something of a mystery. The aver-
age fan probably hears of him once
or twice during the season, but just
how he goes about his work the fan
doesn’t know and the good scout, who
knows his business, usually works un-
der cover.

For sake of citing an example we
will say that the manager of the home
team is tipped by a friend in some
small town of a young ball player
who is setting his league on fire. The
manager hasn’t time to run down the
tip as he is too busy at home bossing
his team. Here is where the scout
comes in,

The manager wises the scout to
what he has heard and the scout goes
to the city or town where the report-
ed phenom is playing. The scout
doesn’t announce his arrival from the

housetops and he avolds mewspaper
men, because bush league clubs have
been known to frame, when they knew
a major league scout was in the
grand stand watching one or two of
the players. ' On the other hand the
news that a scout for a big team was
to watch him play that day has been
known to give a youngster such a bad
case of rattles that his game fell off 50
per cent. These are things the good
scout guards against.

He picks the man he is after from
the score card and he studies his ev-
ery movement, noting how he stands
at bat, how he handles himself on the
bases, how he works in the field and
whether he is a brainy ball player or
merely @ mechanican, Major leagues
demand brainy ball tossers nowadays.
It all they desired were men who could
cateh and throw a ball, they wouldn't
need to go off the lots of their home
cities. Base ball reguires quicker
thinking than many better recognized
lines of endeavor, and the men who
think are the¢' men who are drawing
the big pay.

Maybe the scout doesn’t get a favor-
able impression of the youngster the
first day. Zach Wheat, the Brooklyn

star, was passed up by four or five
major league scouts until one of
Brooklyn's flying squadron copped

him on a good day and discovered the
latent possibilities of the youngster,
Wheat only hit a trifle over .240 in
the Southern league in 1908, but after
going to Brooklyn he walloped the
pill for a grand total of something
better than .320, and his hitting and
flelding up to date this year has been
one of the sensations of the older or-

This is merely cited to show that
baseball scouts, llke other humans,
are prone to error. Four or five good
men had watched this youngster and
decided he wouldn’t do. Then an-
other happened along, saw something
in the player which his predecessors’
bad overlooked, and grabbed him.
Now he s a star who s touted as a
second Ty Cobb.

Oftentimes the scout for a big
league club works blind. He may de-
cide to take a look over the players
in one of the Pacific Coast leagues,
and he sets sall for the coast. And
believe me, some of the grandest ball
tossers the big leagues have known,
have been uncovered on the coast. If
he 18 working without a lead the scout
will make his headquarters in one
city and watch every team in every
game. M he finds one youngster who
shows possibilities, that youngster’'s
name and club address Is filed away
for future reference, or if the club
back home I8 in pressing need for a
player, the youngster may find him-
self sold to the big league and on his
way to report at hes/’quarters on short
notice.

Then again there are club owners
in the smaller leagues who act as
scouts in a sort of unofficlal capacity
for big league club owners. Down
fn Texas John MecGraw has one club
owner who is always on the lookout
for promising material for the Giants.
As a result, McGraw got Fletcher, an
inflelder; and Drucke; a pitcher, from
the Texas league, and theése two
youngsters have been pronounced by
experts to be among the best young
men in the game. The friendly club
