Toronto, May 27.—Although thé 
South American mediators and the 
American and Mexican delegates, ac­
companied by the members of their 
party came here today from Niagara 
Falls, the .seat of their mediation con­
ference, to the guests at a garden par­
ty in honor of the Duke of Connaught, 
Governor-General of Canada, develop­
ments of the past twentyfour hours 
called for a short conference on tliu 
Mexican problem. This was between 
the mediators and the American dele­
gates, both of whom had received in­
formation since their meeting yester­
day at Niagant Falls which they de­
sired to communicate to each other, 
Tho mediators intimated to the repre­
sentatives of the United States on the 
way hereofrom Niagara Falls that it 
might be well to hold a conference, 
but did not definitely arrange for it 
until after their arrival here. It last­
ed for an hour, but had to be broken 
before they had finished their conver­
sation on account of the social affair 
they came to attend.

As the result of the meeting some 
matters had been cleared up on which 
there had been no actual disagree­
ment. and tvhich might never have 
brought about an impasse in the nego­
tiations looking to a solution of the 
Mexican imbroglio, but which had not 
been understood in the same light by 
both the American and the Mexican 
delegates.

Act. Montreal, May 27—The C. P. R. Pa­
cific steamship lines on June 11 will 
Inaugurate a service between Vancou­
ver and Mahilla in competition with 
the America’s lines running from San 
Francisco. Mr. C. E. Benjamin, gen­
eral passenger agent of the C. P. R. 
Pacific steamship lines, announced 
this today on his arrival from a trip 
from the west.

The Empress of Russia will be the 
first steamer to sail on the new sched­
ule, and she will endeavor to cut ten 
days from the present schedule for 
the voyage. The fastest American 
lines allow twenty-eight days, and the 
C. P. R. will try to reduce the time 
to seventeen days, reaching Hong 
Kong two days later. The Empress 
of Asia will also bo put on the line.

Mr. Benjamin says tho discovery of 
oil near Calgary has given rise to a 
situation which may rival the famous 
gold strikes in the Klondike. He re­
gards the reported oil wells as genu­
ine. "Everybody in the west has 
gone crazy over the oil strike," he 
says, "business in every town in the 
oil region has increased at an incredi­
ble rate.”

Regina, Sask., May 27.—The remark­
able fact that It was the Orange Order 
which supplied funds which enabled 
Mme. Tremblay to take her case to 
the Privy Council in an effort to es­
tablish her married status was made 
known this afternoon by Judge Scott 
of Halton, Grand Master of the Grand 
Orange Lodge of British America, in 
his address at the opening of the ses­
sions of tho Grand Lodge here this 
Afternoon.

According to Judge Scott, the 
Orange Order contributed the sum of 
$4,000 to assist the woman In taking 
her case to the “foot of the throne.” 
II is probably the first case on record 
in which the Orange Order has co-op­
erated with a Roman Catholic to main­
tain their doctrine of equal rights and 
civil liberty.

This case, which has been attracting 
wide attention, embodies the whole 
difficulty with regard to the marriage 
laws of Quebec, and the decision of 
the Prlviy Council in the case will, it 
is expected, settle the question of 
what effect the religious laws of Que­
bec have on the civil marriage law.

Mexico City, May 27—Reports reach­

Livermore Falls, Me., May 27.—Lyn- 

coln G. Wyman, aged 51 years, emp­
tied a double barrelled shot gun into 
the face and chest of Constable How­
ard P. Berry here Tuesday, as the 
officer was attempting to arrest him 
for non-payment of his dog tax. The 
constable had just killed the dog and 
this had aroused Wyman to insane 
fury. Immediately after firing Wyman 
retired inside the house where he 
shot himself through the head with a 
revolver. His dead body was found 
shortly afterward when Sheriff Stev­
ens of Androscoggin County, and a 
posse arrived.

Berry went to the Wyman farm at 
South Livermore in an automobile, 
the car being driven by J. H. Crosson, 
proprietor of a local garage. The ma­
chine drew into the yard and Wyman 
went to the door.

"You have shot my dog, you 
Wyman said, according to Crosson's 
account of the affair.

"Yes," answered Constable Berry, 
“and I have come to take you over to

Wyman reached behind the door for 
hi s shot gun and Berry started toward 
the automobile. He was about 16 feet 
away when the infuriated man fired. 
Berry returned Die shots with his 
revolver but believed he missed. He 
received the second charge in the face 
and fell. Then Wyman, white with 
rage, turned to Crosson.
