Japan In the Peace Conference what 
aha wlU seek and what ah# will 
are matters to which American i 
men are already siring their attest- 
tlon, because the United State# has a 
peculiar interest la affairs that con* 
cern freedom of the seas, a# applied 
to the Padfio Ocean, as well a» the 
territorial and trade adjustment» In 
the Far Beet

As a beWgereot, Japan ha» cut a 
relatively small figure in the war. Be­
yond the capture of the German port 
of Talngtnu, the taking of a few small 
German islands In the PeoSfie and the 
sending of a force of destroyers to the 
Mediterranean to assist the Alhee In 
their anti-submarine campaign, Ja­
pan has not been a nanti or a military 
participant. But along the Unes of 
trade Jppan is now cutting a larger 
ligure in the Far Bant than ever be­
fore. The world war has been profit­
able to hèr and has cost her veryTittle 
In a military or naval sense. In tact, 
Japan has profited largely at the ex­
pense of her ally, Great Britain, as a 
result of which there la a feeling that 
is bound to manifest itself at the Peace 
Conference.

Brillai merchants have been crowd­
ed out of China, since the beginning of 
the war, in a manner exasperating and 
humiliating to English pride and Eng­
lish trade. To be sure, the opportun­
ity was there and, from the business 
.standpoint, Japan probably cannot be 
blamed for taking advantage, of it. 
British ships, British capital and Brit­
ish resources of all kinds were so 
heavily involved in the War that the 
l'ai Eastern trade of that empire could 
not be maintained as before. Never- 

unce cordial relations be- 
tut t n lungland and Japan have been 
cooled as a result. England, freed 
from tile burdens of war, will Imme­
diately seek to regain the trade she 
bas lost, whilo Japan will spore no ef­
fort to retain it. There will be the 
sharpest kind of commercial rivalry.

If the league of Nations and t-he 
freedom of the teas seek to establish 
t.viue and economic equality among all 
rations, both Japan and England will 
be affected by such action, and the 
bearing of peace settlements upon the 
Far East will become of thq utmost 
importance. Thus far Japan has 
giwn uo hint of what she expects or 
asks. On the score of war service# 
le will not be entitled to make large 

..vmands, but under a rule of Justice 
and equality for all nations, such as is 
demanded by President Wilson. Japan 
may be expected to assert herself 
strongly. Where trade is involved, it 
is assured that Japan will find herself 
faced by Great Britain at every turn.

The Future of Teingtau.

The future of the port of T iugtas 
will undoubtedly be settled 
Peace Conference, tor It is one of the 
issues of the .war. Japan took it away 
from Germany and h as given the 
promise that it shall ultimately be re­
turned to China While In some quar­
ters there has always been skepticism 
as to Japan’s real Intentions concern­
ing Tsingtau, it Is felt here that tlio 
Peace Conference will strongly insfist 
that the seaport be given back to 
China, in whoso possession it rightful ! 
I y belongs. Japan may wish to use 
Tsingtau ae an asset for trading at the 
peace table, but its future seems to be 
cleanly marked out particularly in 
view of the fact that Groat Britain is 
nnfikely to rally to the side of Japau 
in the coming negotiations.

Reports from the Far Blast indicate 
a projected alliance botwreen Japan 
and China, it being stated that both 
will make a demand in the Unfit peace 
treaty for the removal of all race re­
strictions. As 
concerning race restrictions, there is 
no indication; but any alliance be­
tween Jfipan and China will he sternly 
banned, if the President succeeds in 
establishing the League of Nations 
along the lines projected by him. A 
cardinal principle of the League, as 
laid down by the President, is that 
there shall be no private understand­
ings x>r alliances between any of Its 
members; that all shall be treated 
alike In whatever treaties and agree­
ment» are made ; that everything shall 
be In the onen. with no secret pacts.

China and Japan will both be ex­
pected to enter the Ledfcue of Nations. 
Both have been belligerents In the 
present war—China only nominally, 
but nevertheless a belligerent—and 
both will have their representatives el 
the Peace Conference In Paris. Mo 
combination for trade advantage# be­
tween the two can be permitted by a 
League of Nations, nor is It to be ex­
pected that the Allies, particularly 
Great Britain, would assent to any 
such proposition, even If the League 
should toll of realization. Both Ja­
pan and China will undoubtedly he 
caUed upon to lay their cards on the 
table when their peace delegatee meet 
with those of other countries, and will 
be told at that time bow any. projected 
alliance between them win he re-
