Yebruary 14; and further that Mr. Wil
kins be reminded that'at a meeting
held in the Mayor’s office on October
29 last, with Mr. Wilkins present, a
resolution was adopted appointing a
committee composed of the Commis.
sioner of Public Works, the Comptrol-
ler and A. O. Skinner, to receive and
repont on any additional accounts
which Mr. Wilking might present, and
that no such accounts have so far been
presented. This motion carried.

It was stated last night by members
of the Parade and Band Committee
that an account for $2,374, for grants,
bands, prizes, had been found correci
by the committee and handed into the
city on August 19th, 1919, and that
among these items was a grant of $300
to the Polymorphian Club; further,
that at a meeting of the Ceentral Com-
mittee held during the last week in
August, Mr. Wilkins presented a bill
from Manchester Robertson Allison,
and one from the Christie Cempany,
and on motion these were ordered to
be paid. It was understood by the
