Wil Ask No Favors from United Stater.

Taking up the reference that Mr. Borden
made o the joint high commission mnot
being mentioned in the speech from the
throne, Sir Wilfrid said that the commis-
gion stood where it nvas in 1899. ‘It was
adjourned subject to the call of the two
chairmen of the commission.

“I can only say,” said the premier, “to
my honorable friend that it is not the in-
tention of the Clanadian government to go
to the United States for any favors of any
kind whatever. We will be always ready
to meet them to receive their advances,
but so far as Canada is concerned we have
nothing further to ask from our neighbors.
We want to be on good terms with them,
we ave ready to meet them, but the offer
o negotiate must come from them. We
will not take the initiative. It' must come
from them.”

Treaty-Making Power.

Touching the treaty making power, Sir
Wiltrid said that the subject was not a
new ome. It had been discussed various
times in the. house and first came up in
1870. He believed that the time had come
when Canada required greater powers as
far as treaty making was concerned for its
natural development. The proceedings in
the Alaska boundard showed this.

. Mr. Borden said that power to negoti-
ate treaties was not demied us. Sir Wil-
frid wwas surprised at ithis statement, be-
cause it had never been asked. In the
case of the Alaska boundary the nego-
tiations weve carried and the treaty rati-
fied without the consent of Canada.

After referning to the development of
@anada, Sir Wilfrid Launiér touched upon
Mr. Borden's reference to ithe tariff. The
Montreal Star, ‘the organ of the Counserva-
tive party, had explaimed what the oppo-
| sition wanted, namely, ‘the same taniif as
existed - in, the United States. Canada,
waid Sir Wilfrid, would have mone of this.
It caused factions, combines and anarchy.
To adopt ithe combines, trusts and mono-
polies of the United States would be erim-
inal. To follow such a policy would be
disastrous,

The workingmen were refusing to per-
mit any one entering the militia in the
States. And Canada was asked to follow
Anis example. e was an admirer of tihe
United States, but he would not go. there
for examples as to taniff arrangements or
imstitutions of any kind.

“We have,” declared Sir Wilfrid, “bet-
ter institutions and a better fiscal policy
of our own than have the United States
(Cheers).. Canada waould continue to pur-
sue that policy which had done so much
for the welfare and the prosperity of the
Canadian people.” (Cheers).
