Advices have been received from Europe 
confirming .the contradiction of the Em­
press Carlotta’s failing health, but bearing 
testimony t#e worse mental malady than 
usual. Her insanity bas become a kind of 
childishness unaccompanied by any vio­
lence. She still remains at the Chateau ol 
Turvuereu. Her mind is overcast, dis­
dainful and sometimes imperious, but quiet 
and gentle, and as nearly ail Her caprices 
are satisfied she1 has no reason to feel tor­
mented. She lives very retired aud almost 
alone in two rooms of the chateau, where 
she takes upon herself the care of her little 
housekeeping. The only person with whom 
she will converse—and to whom she is 
much attached—is a learned doctor of her 
courL She receives him every morning 
for half an hour, and is very calm alter 
each interview, while to the twenty-nine 
other members of her family she shows no 
favor whatever. She dines always alone 
and standing, and fetches her own plates 
from the adjoining room; she arranges her 

dishes and clears the table. The 
Empress is always chilly and insists on 
having a blazing fire. She lights and 
attends to it herself, and is also fond of 
having a number of candles burning, in 
order to prevènt an aceident, a guard with 
lock and key was placed before the fire ; 
this precaution annoyed her greatly, and 
she complained to all the servants and 
wanted the key.

The elec­
trical instrument used was one of the 
most powerful ever known, consisting ■ 
of one of Bunsen’s bqjtery attached to 
Rich’s induction coil of the largest size., 
It was operated by Professor Menden­
hall, an eminent electrician, while 
Professor Wormly and Professor Hold- 
erman and Denig conducted the expe­
riment. Two currents of electricity 
were used—one placed at the lower ex­
tremity of the body and the other, drawn 
along the arm, neck, face and breast. 
The effect was wonderful ; the eyes 
opened, the face drew up as if in pain, 
the mouth jerked to one side, the arm 
.raised as if to strike and the fist clench­
ed. The limbs also raised, and the toes 
and fingers worked, and once the body 
almost turned to one side. The arms 
were next laid baa-e and a current of 
electricity introducéd. The whole sys­
tem seemed to respond and the move­
ments ofthe body were at times violent, 
At four minutes to two o’clock, the elec­
tricity was removed and faint actions 
of the muscles could even then be ob­
served. The body was afterwards left 
until ten minutes after three, and the 
electricity was again applied, and the 
muscles of the body still re|ponded as 
before, but with less force. The breast 
was then opened and a current passed 
into the heart, but it gave no response. 
It was carried into the hands and feet

The question of the treatment ol 
emigrants and other steerage passengers 
in the Atlantic steamers has re­
cently been agitated by the New York 
press, on account of' some alleged dis 
closures made by a correspondent of the 
London A'eios and published in one of the 
métropolites journals. It will be remem­
bered that the story as told by him reveal 
ed a truly shocking state of affairs both in 
respect to the miserable accétnnrodations 
provided and the ill treatment, extortion 
and privation oj food by the officers of tbe 
steamers connected with the “ White Star 
Line.” This story wbieh very justly , ex­
cited indignation has been productiye of 
considerable enquiry, and it also; appears 
has caused the proprietors of tbe line to 
take action to justify themselves. A late 
New York paper says .—

The company ordered an investigation, 
when it was found that the steward had 
exacted one shilling from each passenger, 
and as it was not paid the rations were 
withheld. During the investigation the 
passengers were kept at a hotel atthe com­
pany’s expense, and upon the steward's 
conviction the passage money was refund­
ed. The complaint also included inferior 
accommodations, and it was made against 
the “ Republic,” the best ship of the line. 
The oldest ship, and the poorest one on 
their route, ,is the “ Atlantic ” An in­
spection ol her appointments refutes the 
general charges, which, the company as 
sert, were made at the instigation ol envi­
ous companies. The “ Atlantic” is 437 
leet long. The steerage, which is lighted 
and ventilated precisely like the saloon, is 
on the main deck. The dining arrange­
ments are similar to those of the cabin, the 
tables beingjittended by a steward and his 
assistants. There are three compartments 
for passengers ; one for. males, another for 
families, and the third for unprotected 
females. Appearances sustain the agent’s 
denial that they have bad accommodations, 
and the action taken in the dishonest 
steward's case is an evidence ol their in­
tention to act justly
