From and after the passing of this Act, the Act 
intituled “An Act respecting Game Laws of Upper 
Canada,” chaptered 61 in the Consolidated Statutes 
for Upper Canada, shall be and the same is hereby 
"No Dear or Fawn, Elk, Moose or Cariboo shall 

be hunted, taken or killed between the first day of 
January and the first day in September in any year.

No Wild Turkey, Goose, Partridge or Pheasant 
shall be hunted taken or killed between the first day 
of February and the first day of September in any 

No Woodcock shall be taken or killed between 
the first day of March and the Fifteenth day of Joly 
in any year.

No Quail shall be taken or killed between the first 
day of February and the first day in October in an/

Wild Swan, Goose, Dock, Widgeon or Teal 
shall be hunted, taken or killed between the first 
day of April and the first day of Aug. in any year.

No person or persons shall have in their posses- 
sion any ot the animals or their hides, or any of the 
birds hereinbefore mentioned, within the periods 
above respectively prohibited, without lawful ex- 
cuse, the proof thereof to be on the party charged, 
iior shall any sale of any ot the game mentioned in 
thio Act take place, save within fourteen days from 
the termination of the several periods hereinbefore 
respectively fived for the killing thereof, nor shall 
any possession for the purpose ot sale be deemed 
lawful save within such period of fourteen days.

Every offence against any provisions of this Act 
shall be punished summarily on information and 
conviction before a Justice of the Peace, by a fine 
not exceeding fifty dollars nor less than five dollars, 
in the discretion of such Justice, with costs, or in 
default of paymeni by imprisonment in a common 
gaol for a period not exceeding two months or by 
imprisonment in any common gaol lore period not 
exceeding three months without fine ; one half of 
the fine to go to the Municipality and the other half 
to the informer.

obstructions was the great trouble exper­
ienced in steering some of the iron-clade, or 
indeed make them obey the helm at all. 
The Ironsides was the most unwieldy. The 
Keokuk, though unfitted as it afterwards 
proved, to stand the terrible impact of the 
shot thrown at her from the splendidly 
mounted batteries to which she was exposed, 
seemed the beet capable of regulating her 
movements, and was ‘thus able to pose 
nearer to Sumter than any other vessel. 
The Ironsides, it will be remembered, ie not 
one of Mr. Ericsson’s Monitors, but ie buit, 
as far as her hull is concerned, nearly on the 
plan of the Warrior and La Glorie. The 
Keokuk is a lighter draft vessel than any of 
the others, and is constructed on a new plan 
invented by Mr. Whitney, of New York. 
The vessels strictly known as the Monitors 
were only moderately successful in govern­
ing their speed and motion, but withstood 
the fire from the Forte with a success which 
will almost establish their claim to impreg­
nability. The first difficulty with the Iron­
sides was manifest before the firing had com­
menced, as in passing up the channel the 
bow swung on the port side, and she could 
only be brought to regain her steady course 
by stopping her engine for a few minutes. 
In the midst of the most terrible fire it was 
found necessary to throw out the anchors 
to prevent the ship from shoaling, and 
on getting in motion it waa but a short time 
before the ahebor had to be thrown ont a 
second time to render her manageable. She 
finally, after firing one broad-side at Fort 
Moultrie, was compelled to retire, as she 
was entirely helpless, moving causelessly 
one way and another, and sometimes touch­
ing bottom, and as the enemy noticing her 
condition, took particular pains to bestow 
her a large portion of their fire. She was 
invulnerable, however to the best directed 
missiles.

All the while the Monitors were contend­
ing against obstructions in the stream, and 
their own inability to control their motions, 
they were receiving a concentrated fire that 
would have destroyed the best woodeu fleet 
the world has known in the time that would 
have been taken in passing through it. 
Some of the finest English guns of the larg­
est calibre, which have run the blocade, and 
the heaviest guns cast at Richmond have 
been placed by Beauregard in the most ef­
fective positions, and probably all the effect 
to be obtained by the best use of modern im­
provements and inventions in artillery prac­
tice, had been accomplished in the fortifica- 
tions, in the midst of whose fire the moni­
tors where compelled to remain. Probably 
there was never so terrific an “iron hail" in 
modern warfare as those which was with- 
stood by these vessels. The shot came some­
times faster than one could count—in tons 
with crashing weight, and with the severest 
force that could be imparted by the greatest 
velocity. It is stated that during the fierc­
est of the firing a hundred and fifty shots 
were sometimes estimated in a single minute 
and it is believd that from three to four 
hundred rounds were fired by the enemy in 
the short space of half an hour. It was 
the elimix of all the forces that science and 
ingenuity have evoked from the elements 
for the purpose of warfare. It was the 
first great trial between perfected artillery 
practice on shore and the most formidable 
inventions of the time upon water. It was 
emphatically a battle of iron. There were 
very few men engaged and very few lives 
lost. The ponderous shots of four hundred 
and fifty pounds were lifted to the muzzle 
of the guns by machinery, the guns were 
managed by machinery, the turrets swept 
around at the bidding of powerful en­
gines.

After enduring the fire for half or three 
quarters of an hour, in which five of the 
iron-clads were disabled in such a manner 
as to render some of their machinery un- 
managageable, or to render them useless for 
offensive purposes, the fleet finally retired.

An eye witnee on board the flag-ship 
Ironsides gave the following graphic account 
of the engagement aa witnessed from that 
vessel :

Six bells had just struck when a dull 
sound, like that of a sledge hammer upon an 
anvil, was heard on the bow-port side. It 
was the hostile greetings of Fort Sumter, 
now within 1,200 yards of us. A second 
and a third more violent than the first, 
shook the sides of the ship. Soon came the 
whizzing and humming of rifled and round 
shot and shell overhead. Still the succes­
sive discharges could be distinguished. The 
several reports had not yet been drowned, 
so to speak in a continuous roar.

But, Hark ! There is a reverberation as 
though of numerous simultaneous thunder 
claps. Now a fierce unceasing roar, vibrat­
ing the air with a violence that causes even 
the solid mass of our ship to tremble. A

grew restive. The enemy’s 
were continually playing upon us. W had
not yet returned a single shot. There was, 
indeed, something grand in this scornful 
disdain of the rebel fire; but our gunners 
chafed under it At last, at 4:30, while 
swinging on the starboard side, our port, 
broadside came to bear fully on For* Moul- 
trie, and Commodore Turner would not let 
this opportunity slip: “Open port holes,” 
“Aim,” “Fire,” followed by a severe con- 
cussion of the air, and the first and only of­
fensive effort of the Ironsides in the action 
was made. Shortly after, the strong ebb 
tide rendered it utterly impossible to make 
headway with the ship, and the order wee 
given to drop back. Never was a command 
more reluctantly given or obeyed. Deep 
chagrin settled upon all Still no other 
course was left, and we slowly steamed back 
after signalling to the Monitors to withdraw 
from the action and follow the flagship, and 
anchored under the guns of Fort Wag- 
goner.

“ Trustees S S No 1cal cruisers from ite ports, it ought justly toThe first four Monitors had reached the 
converging point of the fire of Cumming's 
Point battery, Forte Sumter and Moul­
trie, and Battery Bee. One after another 
had steadily steamed, withot firing a shot 
to the verge of the concentrating ranges. 
The enemy evidently reserved their main 
fire work at close quarters ; but when the 
Weehawken reached within 600 yards of 
Fort Sumter, a long, broad brilliant flame 
suddenly leaped from its side, with all but 
stimultaneous intense glares from Cumm- 
ing’s Point and Moultrie, followed almost 
instantaneously by immense volumes of 
smoke and a rain of projectiles that fairly 
hid the turrets of our craft with countless 
spouts of water thrown up by striking shot 
and shell.

Again and again this appalling scene was 
enacted in all its dire sublimity. As the 
forts and batteries, like so many vomiting 
craters of volcanoes, sent forth one torrent of 
destruction after another, my heart failed 
and panged with the fear of seeing the little 
Monitors shivered into atoms. But when, 
in response to a signal to the flag-ship, they 
commenced replying to the enemy with the 
thunder of their huge batteries, and the 
combat was no longer one-sided, my confi­
dence revived;

Meantime the Ironsides had vainly tried 
to keep up with the Monitors ahead. At 
3:37 we were started by the command “stand 
by the starboard anchor followed soon by 
“let go the starboard anchor.” The ship 
had again being disobeying the rudder, and 
threatening to swing on our port side. The 
enemy at once noticed our embarrassed po­
sition, and improving the fixed mark afford, 
ed by the stoppage, diverted their long 
range guns for a while from the Monitors 
upon us, Bang, bang, their shot went 
against the sides, almost faster than we could 
count. Happily the anchor straightened the 
course of the ehip, and in a few minutes we 
are again under weigh.

Charleston.
FULL ACCOUNT OF THE ATTACK

AND REPULSE OF THE IRON. 
CLAD FLEET.

We have just come to realise the results 
of perhaps the most desperate, while at the 
same time, perhaps, one of the shortest 
naval contests recorded in history. The at­
tack of the iron-clads upon Charleston for 
which we have been so anxiously loooking 
for many weeks, has at last taken place. It 
was very near the anniversary of the first 
battle of the first humiliation of our flag in 
this war, and has ended in another defeat, 
which, though not nearly so disastrious « 
it might have been, either of low of life or 
of permanent damage to our naval force 
will full with sickening effect upon the 
country, and may, perhaps, prove the end of 
any attempts for a long time to come towards 
the capture of the city that has been fore- 
most in the rebellion. It was decided on 
Wednesday that another attack at present 
would be inadvisable, as its success would be 
impossible. It is probable that both the 
fleet and the few land forces that were to 
co operate with the expedition will return to 
Pert Royal as soon as practiceable, to await 
the planning of some new enterprise against 
the enemy.

But before the reader can understand the 
results, the history of the fight must be re- 
lated. The fleet was ior a week quietly as- 
sembling at the place of rendezvous in theI 
North Edisto river, which is midway be­
tween Charleston and Port Royal. The 
weather rendered it impossible to do any­
thing in the way of active preparation for 
the attack before the 5th instant, when the 
work of buoying out the harbor was accom- 
plished by the iron clad Keokuk, Capt. 
Rhind, assisted by the Bibb, under C. D. 
Bou elle, assistant to the United states coast 
survey, and the buoy schooner Admiral Du- 
pont with the pirates of the squadron. The 
Bibb was under the weigh at seven o'clock 
and took the lead. By noon the range of 
the bar had been marked out by the Bibb, 
and the schooner, and early in the after­
noon Acting Engineer Platt, of the Bibb 
went on board the Keokuk, and steered her 
for the bar. This was crossed by Pumpkin 
Channel, which is a new channel formed 
I the action of the tides, north of the 
main one, which was obstructed by the stone 
fleet is better known as the old channel and 
i- a foot deeper. It was expected that the 
Keokuk would be fired upon, but she threw 
ever the buoys in their appointed places and 
sounded the channel for several hours, with 
no hostile demonstrations from the shore. 
During the night the Patapseo crossed the 
far and remained there to guard against 
the possibility of an attempt by the enemy 
to remove the buoys. The Catskill and 
Passiao also remained close to the bar during 
the night. On Monday morning Admiral 
Dupont, with his staff, Fleet Captain C. R. 
P Rodgers; Lieutenant A. G. Mackenzie, 
ordinance officer; Flag-Lieutenant 8. W. 
Preston. Ensign M. L. Johnson, aid-de- 
camp and Signal officer, and Mr. A. Mc- 
Kealy, secretary went on board the Iron- 
sides, which was to be the flag-ship during 
the engagement, and the nine ironclads 
took their position inside the bar, and in the 
main ship channel. This took place about 
9 o’eld ck and all was safely at anchor by 10.

To the left of the channel on entering 
Charleston harbor, is Morrie Island, to the 

ht Sullivan’s Island. The batteries on 
the former command the main ship channel, 

that on the latter the Swash and 
\rth channel. In front and at short range 
from these channels is Fort Sumpter, with 
Fort Moultrie opposite on the right, and 
the Port at Cumming’s Point on the left. 
All the principal channels converge and run 
between Moultrie and Sumter, and beyond 
these are Fort Ripley and Castle Pinckney. 
On Sullivan's Island is a battery at the 
north end, guarding Breacli Inlet which is 
too tar distant to disturb the passage of our 
vesse Is, and nearer and close to the Moultrie 
Hotel is a strong sand battery called Fort 
Beauregard. South of Cumming’s Point 
battery is Fort Wagner, and there is an­
other fortification which divides Morris from 
Folly Island.

It became evident at noon on Monday 
that the attack would necessarily have to be 
postponed at least another day, on account 
of a haze, which became so dense toward the 
middle of the day as to obscure the shore 
unes and the ranges—all the old landmarks 
being extinguished—by which the fleet was 
to steer. So anchor was cast; and the anx- 
loties induced by the thought of the gsim 
work to conte were lulled unto the next 
morning at daybreak. There was some dis­
appointment and fretting over the delay, 
but as a general thing both officers and 
crews were good humored and jolly as usual.

On Tuesday the great naval battle which 
decided the fortunes of the attack took 
place. It had been desired by the Admir­
al to get in motion early in the moning, but 
the argument of the tide was against such 
a course, and it was noon before the fleet 
g t under weigh. Weehawken, which was 
provided with a raft, invented by Mr. Eri- 
esson, fitting to the prow of the vessel and 
designed to remove obstructions took the 
loading position. The anchor cable of the 
Weehawken became entangled in the grap- 
pling irons of this raft almost as soon as the 
itat was in motion, and a delay of over an 
hour took place, before the trouble could be 
remedied. Intensely harassing were all of 
these detentions, which had seemed to at- 
tend the expedition with aggravating per­
tinacity even from the start at Port Royal. 
This matter righted, the Weehawken start­
ed again, and the other eight iron monsters 
slowly followed. The fleet moved ,up the 
shore of Morris Island and toward Fort 
Wagner. The anxiety for the first shot is 
intense, but the Weehawken passes, and 
the others also pass one by one, and all is 
silent. Suddenly now, as they steam on,
