rive the advantage of hi much experience, but 
the whole course of their training receives n 
thoroughly practical turn. Now, surely, of all 
mutations, the nature of a pastor’s calling h the 
least likely to be prepared for in the seclusion of 
the study, and without actual contact with mens' 
minds. Thus, also mother important consider­
ation would be kept in view. The demands of 
this region are tmi numerous and urgent to per­
mit of the seclusion of its labourers for years of 
study alone ; and the thing to be sought is, the 
improvement of the labourer in conjunction with 
the cultivation of Lire field.

We ask for these views the earliest anil prayer­
ful consideration of ministers and other brethren, 
mid urge them to come up to the Associations 
prepared fur consultation, if not for nation, on 
the subject.

In order to this, ou^hon should be of such a 
kind, and tor such c% „B nüM0 but Baptists in­
deed, would ever thit0f coçnceting themselves 
with. It should alsa^ to fortify the churches 
in tlicir principles, an do increase the doctrinal 
and scriptural ititellig\cc of the body. It 
should be directed to tHa(j^ocacy and illustra­
tion of our principles, anutyp he extension of a 
knowledge of those doeXjbs and practices 
which wo derived trom tid\ word, in opposi­
tion to what wc believç to l>Jte prevailing cor- 

^iption.- of the fai;li snd on,Hnces of the goe- 
î^el. Nor is this nil, to be withy of our profes­

sion, it must aim nt tlm a^mccmcnt of the 
spirituality of the church, ani^t the conversion 
of an ungodly world.
