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Great Chippeway Lake. I must have something
done for my people before I die; and if I cannot

get what I feel we ought to have from the great

chiefs in this country, I am determined to go to

the far distant land across the sea, and talk to the

son of our Great Mother, the Prince of Wales, who

became my friend when he gave me my medal, and

I believe will still befriend me if I tell him what my

people need.
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
