Mr. O'Hearn, the first guest
speaker turned the thoughts of
the audience towards city mat-
ters. He di the problems
of civic administraton as well as
the conduct of ecity affairs with
special emphasis on the duties of
the Catholic lawyer in these mat-
ters.

Following, Mr. Rooney discus-
sed “Government Legislature and
Law,” pointing out the duties of
the Catholic lawyer in these
matters. Conscience, said Mr.
Rooney played a great part in
the judgments of the lawyer and
which must be followed if cor-
rect decisions are to be made.
