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having expired, it becomes their duty, according 
to annual custom, to present a report to the 
Board ot the local trade of the city, with a brief 
retrospect of the subjects which have been spe­
cially brought under their notice.

The year just passed has been tnaikcd by no 
commercial events of importance to dhthigui :h

also gratifying to note the steady progress and 
improvement which is being made in the manu 
facture of woollen cloth by our Canadian manu­
facturers, whose productions are fast superseding 
Knglish and foreign goods of a similar descrip 
lion. Since last report of the Council, an addition 
to the storage capacity of the city for grain and
