Cardinal Henry Edward Manning ol 
England, was ordained in the Episco­
pal Church in 1833, and after serving 
that Church in various high capaci­
ties for eighteen years, was ordained 
a priest of the Catholic Church on 
June 14, 1851. In 1865, he succeed­
ed Cardinal Wisema i as Archbishop 
of Westminster, and was created Car­
dinal in 1875. He died January 14, 
1882.

The Cardinal gives the account of 
the earliest stage of his conversion 
in these words:

"I was at Rome, visiting the Mu­
seums, the Ruins, the Churches, fol 
lowing the ceremonies like all my 
compatriots, studying the city in all 
its aspects.

Application for entry muet be made 
is person by the applicant at a Do­
minion Lands Agency or Sub-agency 
for the district in which the land is 
situate. Entry by proxy may, how­
ever, be made at any Agency, on cer­
tain conditions by the father, moth 
er, -un, daughter, brother or sister 
of an intending homesteader.

The homesteader is required to per­
form the homestead duties under one 
of the folio #.ng plana:

(1) At least six months’ ru fence 
upon end cultivation of the land in 
each year for three years.

(1) A homesteader may, if he so d'­
si res, perform the required residence 
duties by living on fanning land own­
ed solely by him, not less than eighty 
(80) acres in extent, in the vicinity 
of his homestead. Joint ownership 
in land will not meet this require 
ment.

(3) If the father (or mother, If the 
father is deceased) of a homesteader 
has permanent residence on farming 
land owned solely by him, not less 
than eighty (80) acres in extent, in 
the vicinity of the homestead, or up­
on a homestead entered for by him 
in the vicinity, such homesteader me y 
perform his owu residence duties ty 
living with the father (or mother).

(4) The term “vicinity" In the two 
preceding paragraphs is defined as 
meaning not more than nine miles in 
a direct line, exclusive of the width 
of road allowances crossed in the 
measurement.

(5) A homesteadei intending to 
perform his residence duties in ac­
cordance with the above while living 
with parents or on farming land own­
ed by himself must notify the Agent 
lor the distric of such intention.

Six months’ notice in writing must 
be given to the Commissioner of Do­
minion I^iuds at Ottawa, of Intention 
to apply lor patent.

1 serx ice to Christendom in general z.nd
I humanity at large, which might be 
j described as the Pan-Anglican bur­
den.

We have read with cons'derable 
care and the deepest interest the ex­
tensive reports of the recent congress 
which have come into our hands, 
and this conception of a world-wide 
responsibility is in evidence through­
out; hut as one follows the doings 
and the sayings of the Cotigress, it 
is most obvious teat the members 
were more eager to apply the teach­
ings of Christ to the regeneration of 
society than they were to prostrate 
themselves in adoration befors His 
adorable body, present upon thz altar 
in the Eucharistic Sacrifice.
