Ans.—In the article you refer to, which 
appeared in the issue of Dec. 22nd, 1904, 
page 1,767, all these details were given.

1. Corrosive sublimate is a prepara­
tion of mercury, called mercury bi­
chloride.

2. About two gallons once daily, until 
the neck of the womb closes so that the 
nozzle of the pump will not enter. A 
veterinarian's injection pump is the only 
suitable instrument.

3. From twenty to thirty drops twice 
daily.

4. Sufficient quantity to fill the sheath. 
Of course, it runs out almost at once.
