THE CELEBRATED FRENCH AUTHOR

FINDS PEACE IN THE TRUE

CHUR JH—sN INTERESTING STORY.
When we hear the word “conversicn,”
one of two thioge lmmedlately occurs to
cur winde, Either we enpposa it to re-
fer 1o a turnirg from Proteetavtiem to
tbe Charch, or we read it with a smile ae
belog phraseology sppertaining to those
seml bysterical scenes among & crowd of
Salve tontet or Daptlst  agltators, who
bave tbouted or walled themselves into &
semtlence f fictitlous repentonce. Dut
aworg Catholic natlons, this wurd, and
the cvent Which it e'gnalizes, is recognized
28 a very real aud gewuine portion of
every asy «xperience, It means that the
lex, the careless, the unpractlelng Chrle
tlen is brought, perbaps by a sermon, or a
book, perhaps by some zorrow or trial,
perbaps quite directly through the pray-.
ers of scme loving eoul longing for him,
to lead a new life of penitence and fervor,
S0, too, we bave perhaps been some-
times puzzied by the expreseion fraires cons
vorst as describing one portion of the in
mates of & monastery, simply because of
this chenge in the meaning of the word
thet mcdsrn beresy bas brought in, W
fiod it bord to realiza that this name is
ﬁlvn. to those who have entered on the
fgher itfe at & comparatively late period
of thelr lives instead of belrg brought up
to it from thelr chlldhood. In the same
way It sounds strauge in our ears to hear
a Cathbolic, an ordinary man of the world,
(who would, at any stege in his career,
robably have asked for a priest were he
n denger of death, and whose children
were belng brought up religiouely), epeak
of his own sudden conversn on such a
day and st such an hour.

A man {n the prime of life full of youth
and vigor, and with thesomewhat pentive
studious air of the successful journalist
and suthor, cat, loaning his head on his
hands, bef sre a well worn ecritoire covered
with pooks and papers, in bis comfortable
study, quiet and alcna.

He revised and republished his foriner
worke, destroying as far as poseible the
old edittons lest they thould do harm, and
that he might galn notbing himeelf by the

Thomas O'Hagan, M. A, Ph, D, {s one
of the ricing litterateurs of Cinada, and he
bids fair to take high rank amongst those
who have reflscted credit by thelr intel.
leetusl achievemaonts, on thelr lidsh ex.
traction, Mz, O'Hagau wae born fn 1850,
near Torouto. the capttel of the Provinee
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many &l'ghts and sneers which as 8 matter
of course greeted h's changed Wfs, and
seemed elmost to invite commont and

take up bis sbode nearer the shrine of bis
devotisn ; at the foot of the hill, that he
might give himself the “mortification”

Ou uhe former
of there oceasions he took honors in Eog-
lish, Latiu, French and German, and was
selected to write tho Graduation Poem,
Hig “Profectur] Salutemas,” which was
composed for this cceselon, wasaf orwards
wermly prafesd by the poet Whittier,
I1e macter's thesds had for rubjoct the poet
Longfellow, aud ft merited and rceetved
high pralse sltke for literary excellence
and souad criticism, At the last znaual
sommencement of Syrecuse Uaniversity,
N. Y., Mr. O'llagan won by exsmination
the degree of Doctor of Pailosophy in the
Eoglish department of the post-giaduste
course, aud was personally complimented
by the Cuarucellor Dz, Sims, on the exoel-
lence of ble papere,

Mr. O'Hagan’s literary activity bas been
lncessant. Hls volume of poewms entitied
A Gate of Flowers has won for him an
honored place among Canadlan poets on
the universal testimony of veterans of
the lterary art ke J. G, Whittler, O.dver
Weundell Hyimes. J. M Ls Molae, Sie
Danfel Wilson, J. G. Bourinot, G. M,
Grant, Lord Dufferin, O. G D, Roberts,
Louls Frechette, W, Kirby, Caarles Madr,
(iyorge Stewsrt and Alexander MacLach-
lan, He has been a voluminoue contribu-
tor to the perlodical press, the following
journals, with others, belng iacluded in
tha st of those for which he has written :
Tie Canadian lllustrated News, Canadlan
Moutbly, Eiucational Monthly, ¥duca-
tlonal Weekly, Ave Marla, CarHOLIC
Recorp, Toronto Glube, Donahoe's Maga-
zlne, otc.
While teaching he was inetrumental In
founding many literary socleties in towns
in diffsrent parts of the Province, and
alwaye infused some of his own litersry
enthusiasm Into the young pecple whom
he gathered around him, To bis other
accomplishments he adda thet of belng a
graceful elocutionist. He was tralned in
the Pailadelphia and Chautauqua schools,
and his services as au exponent of the
bumorous and pathetic in literature are
in wide demand,
Me, O'Hagan commenced, daring the
past year, the study of law, taking his
couree in thecflice of O'Sullivan & Anglin,
a well known law fitm of Torouto, the
prineipel of which has a wide raputation
us & versatile writer of historical and legal
monographs, He 1 taking concurrently
the courso for the LU B, dsgree, and 1f
past achlevements are a fair basis of pre.
dictlon, he will certalnly win increased
dfstluction in his new fiald.
