One of the most significant politica]
movements in Germany in recent months
was the release from prison last week of
Dr. Karl Liebknecht, who was placed in
prison because he alone of all the mem-
bers of the Reichstag dared to tell the
truth. It is certain that Germany at this
juncture would not have dared toset him
free if the cause of the Junkers had not
received a fatal blow. The people of
Berlin welcomed the doctor with wild ac-
claim, mingled with frantic (and unre-
buked) cries for the abdication of the
Kaiser, and Liebknecht in a bricf speech
declared that at last the day of the people
had acrived. Germany seems to be in 2
state of violent turmoil, with tremendous
forces working beneath the surface which
may at any time break out in fearful vo'-
canic eruption.

Oc—and this is18 a possi-
hility—if it is turned the wrong way and
fices the war lords instead of the crowd
then what? Germany 1s said to have
4,000,000 men under arms. What would
happen if these men were told to surren-
der to the foe, and then returned home
to find their country ruined by the men
to whose leadership they had in rusied
their all? Germany wants peace, but the
end of the war may bring revolution in-
stead of peace. The Kaiser and his ad-
visers sowed the wind, and now they face
the possibility of a whirlwind euch as
Germany in all her stormy past has never
witnessed.

HEALTH TALK |
SPANISH INFLUENZA OR GRIP.

An old enemy is with us again, and
whether we fight a German or a germ,
we must put up a good fight, and not be
afraid.
