RENISTING THE POLICE.
tvely  neounter Hetween ihe Pollee
cers and Ballway Bridge Men,

Oa Tuesday afternoou four railroad bridge
men bailing from Carleton, St. John, got on
& time and attempted to paint the town red.
They entered a vumber of stores along
Queen street, including the Misses Young
millinery establishment, where they pur-
chased g bonnet for their landlady. Their
boisterous conduct while on the street af-
tracted the attention of Policeman Phillips,
and be arrested one of the party named
Joseph Lee near the post office at 6 o'clock.
Jas. Clark, who is the boss carpeuter at the
bridge, came to the prisoner’s rescue. He
threw off bis coat and went in with & des-
perate struggle to rélease the prisoner. He
gave Phillips a savage kick in the stomach.
During the set-to between Clark and 'the
policeman, the prisoner made his escape.
Phillips then placed Clark under arrest,
whereupon the other two members of the
gang, Obas. Sproul and Hugh McDenald,
attacked the officer. Word was gent to the
police station for assistance, and Major Gor-
don ordered out the barracks guard. On
the appearance of the red coats, Clark and
McDonnld made their escape, while Sproule
was captured and taken to the lock-up.

Officers Phillips and Wright then went in
pursuit of the fugitives armed with their
“billeys.” Clark was captured on the
bridge, and again began his kicking, but
officer Phillips soon settled him with the
“billey.” In the encounter the prisoner's
leg was broken, but be was taken to the
lock-up, as was also McDounald, who was ar-
rested soon after. Dr. Brown was summon-
ed, at the injured prisoner’s request, and he
pronounced oae of the bones of Clark’s leg
cracked, and ordered him to be taken in &
coach to his boarding house in Gibson,
where he was driven by consent of the police
magistrate.

The other prisoners, Sproule and McDon-
ald, were tried for their offense yesterday
morning, the former being released on the
payment of a fine of $10, and the other for
$5. The officers did not press the charge of
resistance, and the men consequently es-
caped a heavier penalty. A warrant was
issued for the arrest of Lee, the escaped
prisoner, but he gaye himself up yesterday.
He was fined $5 and let go.

A BIGAMIST ABROAD.
Mary Aon’s Escaps from tue Clutehes
of the Iaw.

Detective Roberts arrived in town last
night baving scoured the back settlements
of Suobury and Queen’s in search of Mary
Ann Betts, the fugitive bigamist. He was
unsuccessful in his search, the relatives of
the girl having spirited her away to parts
unknown. The detective visited the girl's
home at Hardwood Ridge Settlement, Sun-
bury, aod had an interesting interview with
ber mother. The officers learned from the
neighbors that Mary Ann had been driven
away from her home in the night, the night
before they reached there, by the same party
tkat drove her and her mother from Freder-
icton, when makiong their escape from hus-
band No. 2, Jobn Thomas Walsh. Mrs.
Campbell, the erring girl's mother, did not
deny that her daughter had two husbands
living, but she positively affirms that the
courtship of her daughter and John Thomas
was exactly one week's duration, instead of
oneday. She knew enough about their court-
ship to koow that, and also that Mr. John
Thomas Walsh promised to take them both
1o St. John or Bangor and make ladies out
of them. Mr. John Thomas Walsh, the de-
serted husband, is still in the city, and has
been liviog in hopes 1that the officers
would be succes ful in their search. He
made the GLEANER & pleasant call this mora-
ing, and reminded the reporters that he
would uot accept anything but thanks
from them for being an accomplice to such
a lively sensation for the paper. His Mary
Ann was over the hills and faraway, but he
guessed he could get along without her now.
Mr. John Thomas i3 quite an interesting
man in his way and he has much to tell of
what he has been in the past and what he is
capable of acconiplishing. He told how in
divers ways he had trapped the Yankees,
but that tarnal girl got the upperhand of
him some way or other. Ehe, nor no other
living girl would ever do it again, He was
well known in St John, as well as any man
living there to-day. He worked for the
Corkerys in Portland for & good many years;
and was and is yot ‘‘a sargent of colors” in
the 62nd. He fought in the North West
rebellion, with an Ontario regiment and re-
ceived three wounds on the battle field of Ba-
toche. He waded ioslush almost to the neck
to get to the war, and he would wade and
fight for bis country again any time they
called upon him to doso. He wasa good
soldier, a handsome painter, but never was
trapped before he met Mary Ann. With re-
gard to his courtship with the girl, he said
it was & “lively"” one, but he knew the girl
off and on for several days before the day
they made up their minds to get married.

Coumty Scott Act Fines.

The city clerk reported verbally on &
matter relating to Scott act fines. The
police magistrate and he differed on the con-
structions of the law relating to fines col-
lected in the county outside of the city.
The magistrate heretofore had been in the
babit of payiog the fines of county of-
fences, over to the secetary trearurer of the
county, He had now in his hands $100
which he collected from White of St. Mary's
and by bis directivng, the magistrate would
hold it pendiog & judical opiniom, if the
council would deem it advisable to have
such. The city clerk claimed that by the
revision of the consolidated statutes all fines
collected under the Scott Act belonged to
the dominion government; and that by the
recent order in couwcil, under the fines and
penalty act, it had been ordered that all
fines or penalties collected under this act

by its di to the prolessor's orders.
The next horse which the professor was to
work upon was a most vicious one, owned
by Mr. McFarlune, of Nashwaaksis. Upon
this animal Prof. Ross used what he called
the Eureka bit, invented by Prof. Williams,
of New York, two years ago, which at once
places the horse under the control of the
driver. He then took it upon himself to
throw the animal to the ground, which he
did after a long struggle by tying one leg
with a rope. When he got the horse
down he got it in such a position by
means of ropes that it could mot
get uwp without breaking the ropes.
Then came the fun. A number of tin cans
were tied together, and a noise, which would
throw the Salvation Army's into the shade,
was heaid, and the horse struggled and
kicked and rolled, but 1t was useless; he was
there. The cans were rattled in his ears.
When the ropes were taken off and the horse
allowed to stand, the noise failed to fright-
en bim in the least, and the protessor could
drive bim with a string as a rain, while rat-
tling the cans in his ears' But when the
cans were tied to his tail, the animal objec-
ted a little and commenced kicking, but
soon it would walk or trot with them tied
to his tail, and stop when told. The mate
of this horse was next handled. It was far
more vicious than the first, and it was after
some time and with some difficulty that he
was controlled. After throwing the
horse to the ground the tin cans were used
at his ears, and the asimal made an awfal
time, and did not stop its kicking until it
broke loose and dashed through the ropes
which separated it from the spectatorse
The profe d him beforé
