FIGHT AT GRAVE.

Fin*tici Believe They C*n Reiirred 
the Dead.

Martinsville, Ind., May 16.—Imbued 
with the belief that they are possessed 
of power by which they can raise the 
dead, fifty men and women of the 
church of the First Born, or Unknown 
Tongues, or Crabbites, gathered at the 
Goose Creek graveyard yesterday, 
where they succeeded for a time in 
preventing the burial of Mrs. George 
Hattley, who at one time had been 
baptized into the faith.

The graveyard is situated on a high 
hiii and when the relatives of Mrs. 
Hattley, with the body, reached the 
place, the fanatics were waiting for 
them. In order to reach the grave it 
was necessary for Frank Owens, Ern­
est Miller and Clint Abbey to assist 
the father of the dead 'woman. Willis 
Rush, in holding the coffin in the 
wagon as it ascended the steep iScline. 
Lafe Bowman was the driver, and 
these men were attacked by the Crab- 
bites. The latter made a rush for the 
wagon, drove the relatives away and 

time resisted all efforts to buryfor
the body. The Crabbites insisted that 
they did not wish the body buried, ns 
they believed they could raise the 
woman by faith and prayers. Mr. 
Rush, however, is a non-believer, hence 
the encounter at the grave.

Budsherg. have 
been partially identified, but to the 
identity of the remaining cadavers no 
clue exists that gives promise of fulfil­
ment. The relics taken from the death

I in the Gunness trap, but this will give 
j almost no aid in identification of any 

particular body'. The potters’ field is 
most likely to be the ultimate resting 
place of these seven bodies.

Yesterday witnessed two conclusive 
findings regarding the bodies unearthed. 
One bv the dentist who bridged Mrs. 
Gunness* lower jaw with artificial teeth 
established that the piece of jawbone 
found in the ruins was from her skull. 
The other, subscribed to by three ex­
perts, showed that the first body taken 
from the barn yard of the farm was 
that of Andrew Helgelein.

Who Mrs. Gunness Was.
Christiana. May 16. In addition to 

the fact previously mentioned in these 
despatches that Mrs. Belle Gunness, the 
central figure in the Laporte, hid., mur­
der thystery, was the daughter of Fetters 
Paulsen, a travelling conjurer and'magi­
cian. and performed with her father at 
places in Norway, the Assôciated Press 
has gathered here and at Trondhjem 
many additional details of her family

Her mother was regarded as a respect­
able woman. Her fat-her was a Swede 
of gypsy origin. He was a clever illu­
sionist. and attracted large rather than 
select audiences. Belle used to travel 
with his company everywhere in the 
country, and was especially well known 
in Christiania during the epoch when 
the yearly fair existed.

An old artist friend of Paulsen was 
found here to day. His name is Julius 
Rasteel. He says he knew Paulsen nt 
Karlstad. Sweden, in 1868. when Paulsen 
was from thirty to thirty-four years old. 
Basteel says he was wonderfully clever, 
and the world’s best imitator of birds. He 
made much money from his exhibitions. 
Hi* daughter, who was about se\en or 
eight years old. accompanied him. He 
is described as having been a brutal man 
and lavish with his money.

Belle Paulsen was confirmed at Chris- 
ian Sand. South Norway, in 1875. Her 
family at that time lived luxuriously. 
The girl’s confirmation dress was ordered 
from Paris. Shortly afterward Paulsen 
retired from business and invested his 
savings in a glassware business. His 
daughter remained in Christiana. Basteel 
says, and in 1888 or 1889 married ftn 
engineer. Basteel has not seen her since 
1890.
