Engineers Here in Connection 

With Guelph Junction Scheme.

Canadian Northern May Come In 
From the East

Will Oppose the Subways— 
Other City Hall News.

The pian» of the Toronto, Hamilton <k 
Buffalo Railway Company in connection 
with the union station scheme provide 
for subways at John and James street, 
a move that will be opposed by the city. 
This morning City Engineer Macallum 
declared that the scheme was impracti­
cable on account of the heavy grade on 
James and John, streets, and he will ad- 
rise the city when negotiations are open­
ed to insist on the company lowering its 
tracks and running under these two 
streets. This would also necessitate the 
lowering of the grade in the tunnel. The 
air is full of railway rumors these days, 
and it looks as if this fall will see the 
different companies seeking entrance in­
to Hamilton with construction work in 
full blast. The Canadian Northern had 
its engineers here last week, and they 
had scarcely left the. city before J. G. 
Sullivan, chief engineer of the Canadian 
Pacific; F. S. Darling, locating engineer, 
and G. KillaUey. another engineer, were 
here in connection with the Guelph Junc­
tion route, which will tap the manufac­
turing district in East Hamilton, run­
ning easterly from the corner of Queen 
and Barton streets to the T., H. & B. 
switch. The latest rumor in connection 
with the Canadian Northern is that it 
will enter into an arrangement with the 
Ginncl Trunk to double track the Beach 
and conic into the city ’from the east.

City Engineer Macallum has just re­
ceived a report from one of the sewers 
foremen on the condition of the asylum 
sewer in the west end and it shows that 
the sewer is almost a total wreck. Mr. 
Macallum says it is far too small, and, 
the trouble is bound to increase as the 
city grows. It looks as if the city would 
have to spend a lot of money in the 
west end on sewer work as the result 
of the patchwork policy followed there 
for years. The committee hopes this 
fall to interest the Governnvmt and se­
cure its assistance in the construction 
of a disposal works in the west end, 
Mr. Macallum will recommend that an 
intermittent plant be installed. It will 
b- the first of its kind in Canada, al­
though used extensively in the old coun­
try. Ha says-it can be built ainbsjf.the 
cost of the east end plant and will be 
far more effective in the treatment of 
sewage.

Regarding a report in a local paper 
that he and Aid. Allan had employed a 
detective to watch the men at work on 
Barton street, Mayor McLaren handed 
the following statement to the press to-

“Xo one was more surprised than I 
when mv attention was called to an ar­
ticle in Saturday’s Herald headed “Had 
Detective on the Job.” It said that, the 
Mayor and Aid. Allan employed the 
sleuth. As each reporter is in my office 
every morning he could have known. for 
the trouble of asking, that neither Aid. 
Allan nor 1 had the slightest knowledge 
of it. On investigation. I find that, com­
plaints reached the Engineer's depart­
ment that some man or men were in the 
ha hit of leaving work and going several 
blocks, presnmahlv for refreshments. As 
was their plain duty, they sent a man 
(not, a detective) to investigate. When 
the officials fail in their duty it will he 
time enough for the Mayor and Obair- 
men of committees to interfere.”

Chairman Allan said that he made in­
quiries and found that one man had 
l*>en in the habit of leaving the asphalt 
plant for ten or fifteen minutes at a 
time, and the Engineer’s department 
si-nt an employee down to investigate 
tihe complaint.

ASQUITH ON 
PROTECTION.

Experience |of United States and 
Germany Net Such

As to Make Great Britain Desire te 
Follow Them.

Aldrich Bill Entrenches Trusts and 
Monopolies.

London, July 26.—Add resing a meet­
ing of city men in defence of the bud­
get,, Premier Asquith declared that the 
only alternative offered to Chance ior 
LIoyd-George’s proposals for raising the

new revenue necessary was the intro­
duction of a protective tariff, but the 
Liberals, he said, would not look at anv 
suggestion for a tariff.

"Two great countries, the two great­
est commercial rivals we have in the 
world," continued the Premier, "b.-te 
been trying their hands at tariff fab­
rications for the last two or three years. 
Germany for two years has had in oper­
ation a full blown scientific tariff, and 
Germany ’s deficit is much greater than 
our own, and it has already caused the 
downfall of one of the most powerful 
Ministers in Europe. And if we look on 
the other side of the Atlantic they have 
just completed a revision of the Diugley 
tariff.

"It is not for us to speak disrespect­
fully or find pleasure and complaoenov 
in the troubles, struggles and misfor­
tunes of our friends and neighbors; but 
when we are told that the sovereign re­
medy for our financial troubles is to 
create in Great Britain what has been 
created in Germany and what is just 
being created in America—a general 
tariff—we are entitled to look to the ex­
perience of those who have adopted these 
methods.

"And what is the case of the new 
American tariff? Why, as far as I can 
make out, it is universally condemned 
by the whole American press and re­
garded by American people as a tri­
umph of particular interests over gen­
eral interests, for they see the trusts 
and monopolies reentrenched and rein­
forced in their long and too victorious 
campaign against the consumer."

Mr. Asquith added that unless there 
was a revolutionary change in public 
opinion here it would be impossible to 
carry a general tariff through the Bri­
tish House of Commons.

A vote of confidence in the govern­
ment’s finançai proposals, following the 
Premier’s speech, was carried unani­
mously.

MR. SYCAMORE 
TO GO WEST,

Although He Does So at Finan­
cial and Social Sacrifice.

Créât Need of the West the Im­
pelling Incentive.

Leaves Hamilton and fames Street 
Church With Sorrow.

R«rr. J. O. Sycamore, pastor of James 
Street Baptist Church, has accepted the 
call to Calgary. His decision was made 
known to the congregation at the morn­
ing service yesterday, when be asked to 
be released by the end of September to 
assume his new duties in the west. The 
crying need for leaders in that field and 
a compelling sense of duty he assigned 
as the seasons for his going. Mr. Syca­
more came here from Brockville six 
years ago, and during that time made 
afbost of friends not only among his 
own people but thos of other denomina­
tions. Prominent as a etrong temper­
ance advocate, he has taken an active 
part in the moral reform campaign 
waged here, and his pulpit utterances, 
when condemning evil, have always been 
straight from the shoulder.

Emphasizing the possibilities of the 
western work and reviewing the circum­
stances which led up to the call, Mr. 
Sycamore informed his congregation 
that he was making the change at a 
financial loss to himself, and frankly 
confessed that he would personally pre­
fer to live in Hamilton.

•‘It is not principally a preacher, but 
a man with experience on denomina­
tional boards, an organizer in consol­
idating work that is need in Calgary," 
he said. The place now has a popula­
tion of 30,000. and the need of helpers 
and men loyal to the old gospel was 
keenly felt. Winnipeg was now the de­
nomination's headquarters. Mr. Syca­
more, optimistic of the rapid growth of 
Western Canada, pictured the time when 
Calgary would be made the central point 
with perhaps a building like the temple 
in Boston, containing a large auditorium 
and the offices of the different official 
boards. The great possibilities in work 
among the young men who were flock­
ing to the West appealed strongly to

Reciting the conference with the board 
of the .lames Street Church after receiv­
ing the (Calgary call and his decision to 
go West and look the field over, Mr. 
Sycamore said he had been strongly 
Urged by leaders of the church at Win­
nipeg and Brandon to take up the work. 
After careful consideration of the mat­
ter he felt unable for two reasons to 
refuse the call.

“It seemed to me,” he said, ‘that my 
life would count for more there, where 
there are so few lenders, in the next 
five or ten years, than here. I think 
you will get a dozen men here while it 
would he hard to get one there. Then 
there is an inner voice that kept telling 
me continually I should go.”

Mr. Sycamore said that it meant hard 
work, a financial loss and living in sur­
roundings that could not be compared 
with Hamilton. Referring to the pleas­
ant relations that had always existed 
between him and the congregation and 
touching upon his moral re-form work. 
Mr. Sycamore thanked the press and 
public men for the fair treatment ac­
corded him. “They gave me elbow 
room,” he remarked, “and T want to 
express my sense of loss in leaving a 
city where a man has that opportunity. 
There is one class of men, no doubt, who 
are hoping that I will go. But T am 
only one of lots who are left to do the 
work. I. am leaving friends of other 
churches and ministers of other denom­
inations whose treatment has been kind­
ness itself. I rather think we have a 
good type of church union here. Above 
all, it means leaving this church, where 
six useful, happy years hare been spent 
together. Here Mrs. Sycamore nnd 
myself have received nothing but kind­
ness. Nothing but a compelling sense 
of duty would lead me to think of going

William Morris, the vaudevilei mag­
nate, who on Saturday completed one 
of the largest theatrical deals in the his- 
orv of the American stage, was a vis­
itor here yesterday afternoon, stopping 
off for a few hours on his way from 
Toronto to New Y’ork. His presence 
here started all sorts of rumors as to 
the possibility of Morris vaudeville re­
turning to Hamilton, but there w appar­
ently little foundation for this. Mr. 
Morris said he was merely here to sea 
some friends. He spoke with satisfac­
tion of the deal by which he has estab­
lished a chain of vaudeville theatres 
from the Atlantic to the Pacific and 
from the Canadian botfndary to the Gulf 
of Mexico, securing control of twenty- 
five tlveatres in the West. The gigantic 
combination includes the (Majestic, of 
Toronto, and Mr. Morris is hopeful that 
within the next two or three weeks he 
will have a 'house in Montreal. Ar­
rangements have also been completed 
for an affiliation of the Morris interests 
with those of Bents ford & Gibbons, of 
I/ondon, the largest booking agents in 
Europe. This will give the. Morris Com­
pany » circuit around the world, includ­
ing Australia.

Morris has been a picturesque figure 
for years in the vaudeville field. The

Robert Magnees and George 
Hurst Sent Down.

Claud Beckett Given Benefit of 
First Offence.

Eighteen Cases bn Magistrate’s 
List This Morning.

With sorrowful eye and downcast 
mien, eighteen alleged transgressors 
this morning occupied seats in the 
space set apart for their special bene­
fit in the police court. All the free 
seats in the visitors’ department were 
occupied also.
