INGS,TWEEDS,&C.
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“Livingstone,” a correspondent of the 
Boston Sunday Courier, writes of Cardi­
nal Newman, whom he saw and heard at 
the Birmingham Oratory, and to whom 
he presented a letter of introduction :

The characteristic of the great docto 
which struck me most foreidly was his un­
pretending modesty and simplicity. That 
he is a saintly man I believe all agree. He 
wears it in his face and shows it in every 
action, especially in every religious func- 
tlon. I see him now, as he sat or knelt 
there within the sanctuary while the Maes 
was going on, absorbed in his breviary, 
evidently regardless of all external things, 
and intent only on bis devotions; and then, 
when the time for the sermon arrived, com­
ing forward with modest, simple, unaffect­
ed mien; diminutive in size, slightly bent 
with age, his silvery locks evidently having 
resisted the gentle solicitations of brush and 
comb, and wandered at their own sweet will 
over his capacious forehead. He is thin 
and spare, with ascetic look, his large head 
and Roman cast of features giving an idea 
of intellectual strength; while his mild 
blue eye, radiant with intelligence, occa- 
stonally lighted up his countenance with un­
wonted brilliancy. There he stands on the 
chancel steps with no pulpit, no support 
but a simple lectern at bis side, testament hetnags 
as he proceeds with his discourse gradually 
expanding and deepening, and occasionally, 
in his more animated passages, displaying 
considerable power and compass. There is 
no effort at oratory. His style is simple 
and conversational, with no action save an 
occasional gesture with the right hand in 
his most eloquent periods. For a moment 
you are almost disappointed, and a thought 
of suspicion darts through your mind that 
perhaps after all, the renowned doctor may 
have been overrated. Gradually, however, 
you find yourself becoming more and more 
interested, fascinated, with the object till, 
at length, you find you have lost sight of the 
man in the beauty of his thoughts and 
grandeur of his conceptions. His theme is 
a favorite one, that of miracles, upon which 
he is said to have written with great force 
and eloquence and especially in his cele­
brated tilt with Kingsley, as rehearsed in 
the Apologia. And he now touches it with 
the hand ot a master. He does not dazzle 
you with brilliant corruscations of discur­
sive eloquence, but he absorbs and im­
presses you and finally carries you away 
with admiration of his intellectual strength, 
his grasp of mind, keenness of perception, 
compact reasoning and power ot analysis, 
which enable him to present the most ab­
stract truths in the clearest and most con­
vincing light. At the same time you are 
fascinated with the elegance of his diction, 
the chaste purity of his imagination and the 
wealth and aptness of his illustrations, his 
familiarity with scripture, too, is wonderful. 
He seems to have the whole Bible at his 
fingers’ ends and he fortifies each point 
with quotations from the Old andNew Testa­
ments with admirable tact and ingenuity. 
He is apparently a living protest against the 
popular idea that Catholics do not encourage 
the study of the Bible. The audience, 
among whom now, as always, there were 
many non-Catholics, are spell-bound, and 
many an unpracticed man in the school of 
dialectics is surprised to find how simple 
the most abstruse subjects appear under 
the great magician’s wand, and how easily 
he now understands what before wee so

Catholicity in Ontario.
The Archbishop of Toronto left for 

Rome about a week or two ago to pay his 
decennial visit ad limina apostolorum. 
Before his departure he published a Pas­
toral letter in which he gives an interest­
ing account of the progress of Catholicity 
in Ontario and especially in the arch-dio- 
ese of Toronto:—

Bishops at their consecration bind them- 
themselves to visit the Apostolic See at cer­
tain times, those in Europe every third year, 
those in America every tenth year, to give 
an account of their Stewardship to the Holy 
Father, the Head of the Church and Chief 
Vicar of Christ on earth. This is but an­
other mark of the Unity of the Church, the 
Primacy of St. Peter and his successors. 
On the 20th of November next, our second 
tenth year of Episcopacy will have been ac- 
complished. The first found us on our way 
to Rome to attend the General Council of 
the Vatican, and we are now for the second 
time about to depart on the fulfilment of our 
promise at our consecration. It will be in­
teresting to our good people to have before 
them a summary of the history and the pro­
gress of the Church in Upper Canada, or 
Ontario as it is called. The Bishop of 
Quebec ruled, under the Pope, all Canada, 

.Lower and Upper, till 1826 when Upper 
Canada was erected into a separate Bishop­
ric having Kingston as its See, with its first 
Bishop, Dr. MacDonald. In December 
1841 the Holy See thought it fit to divide 
again the Kingston Bishopric and appointed 
Right Rev. Dr. Power as Bishop of the 
Western District from the County of York 
to the Detroit River, permitting him to fix his 
See where he should judge proper. Bishop 
Power chose Toronto, and governed from 
it the whole diocese. This learned and 
saintly Bishop, after great labors in trying 
to supply this vast country with priests, 
died, a martyr of charity, from fever caught 
amongst the victims of starvation and op­
pression. That illustrious martyr had al­
ready purchased the fine tract of land on 
which the Cathedral, Palace and Loretto 
Convent now stand, had laid the foundation 
of our noble Cathedral and had the Palace 
built. Bishop Charbonnel, two years after 
the death of Bishop Power, was appointed 
to succeed him, and was consecrated by the 
Illustrions Pontiff Pius IX. He arrived in 
Toronto in 1850. The Cathedral was part­
ly finished and conseerated, but yet had a 
debt temporarily assumed by Hon. Mr. 
Elmsley of $90,000. An orphan asylum 
was procured and managed by that same 
gentleman assisted by a few other charitable 
persons. The large diocese wanted priests, 
and religious orders to assist in saving souls 
The great and noble Bishop Charbonnel 
embraced the work with that confidence in 
God, and that energy that distinguished the 
early Bishops of the Church. He traversed 
the whole country, the United States and 
Europe, and with his own hands procured 
the means of paying off the enormous debt 
of the diocese. He introduced the Basilian 
Fathers who founded a college. He induc­
ed the Brothers of the Christian Schools 
from Montreal, to establish themselves in 
Toronto, and brought the Sisters of St. 
Joseph from Philadelphia, to take charge of 
the orphan asylum and girls’ schools and 
to found other charitable institutions for the 
care of the poor. He laboured too with 
magnificent success, for the establishment 
of our Separate Schools; he spared no 
labour and hesitated at no expense for this 
object. It is not to be deplored that such a 
spirit of sacrifice should have of late met so 
sadly unworthy a requital from a few men 
ignorant no doubt of the past history of our 
schools? This good Bishop also brought 
from France some of our best priests. He 
adorned at great expense the interior of the 
Cathedral, &c. The greatest of his works 
was the procuring from the Holy See, the 
division of his dioceses, having their Sees in 
Hamilton and London. For the difficulty 
of the Bishop is not so much in governing 
and visiting his diocese as in procuring 
priests. Then the good Bishop de Char­
bonnel having laid deep and well the foun­
dation of three dioceses retired into a mon­
astery, like those great saints of old, away 
from the praise and dispraise of men. He 
interrupts his quiet and holy retreat at his 
Capuchin Monastery at Lyons, only to aid 
the Cardinals, Archbishops, and Bishops of 
France in giving retreats to clergy and peo­
ple, ordaining priests, giving Confirmation, 
preaching the word of faith, and in perform­
ing other works of charity, which have ren­
dered his name in France blessed. We at­
tribute to his holy prayers, mortification, 
and good works a great deal of the merit of 
the success of our labours in his diocese. 
He still lives, now seventy years of age, 
strong and well, to labour yet in the service 
of our good God. To serve God is to reign.

On our taking the administration of the 
diocese from such holy and disinterested 
hands, we strove to build on the foundation 
which he had lain and to follow his blessed 
example. We had labored in the holy min­
istry for sixteen years, twelve of which we 
had spent in the United States. We were

men help to keep up their number. It was 
our special care to see to the preservation 
of our priests, after the example of Christ 
who prayed to His heavenly Father that He 
would preserve from evil those whom 
He had given Him. We have bad yearly 
our ecclesiastical retreats, where the 
priests renewed themselves in the spirit of 
their holy ministry, and gave an account 
of their labours, successes and losses, and 
received from God an increase of fervonr 
for the work of His divine Son which they 
had in their charge.

In 1859, when we undertook the chief 
pastorship of the diocese, we found in it 
thirty-two secular priests, and four 
Basilian Fathers in St. Michael’s College. 
Of these, four retired with the good 
Bishop De Charbonnel in 1860. Subsequent­
ly, at intervals, nine left for other dioceses, 
or returned to France in ill health; seven 
died, and two were consecrated Bishops; 
ten remain in the diocese whom we found 
in it twenty years ago. To fill up vacancies, 
and to have priests for new parishes, we 
have ordained forty secular priests, and 
adopted one permanently, so that the num­
ber of secular priests in the diocese at present 
is forty-nine, and twelve of religious orders, 
making in all sixty-one ; four are temporarily 
off duty. We have one deacon and twelve 
ecclesiastical students in various stages of 
preparation for the holy ministry. When

At the Galt Reform demonstration, 
Mr. Blake spoke at considerable length, 
and with his usual ability and frankness, 
on the labor question, the rights and 
also the duties of those whose sole commo­
dity is labour.

The opponents of the National Policy 

freely admitted that the Tariff framed by 
by the Manufacturers’ Committees and 
Messrs. Young, Fraser, and M’Lean, and 
introduced by Sir S. L. Tilley, should 
greatly stimulate the manufacture of 
coarse cotton cloths, coarse woollen cloths 
and a few other articles, and stimulate 
also the importation of raw sugars direct 
from the West Indies to Canadian ports, 
and the refining of sugar in Canada ; but 
they objected that the price the whole 
country was required to pay for the be­
nefits to be conferred on a few manufac­
turers and refiners and West India mer­
chants was enormous. Coarse woollens 
are protected to the extent of from 35 to 
60 or 70 per cent, yet the manufacture 
of these goods has not increased. On 
the contrary several mills which worked 
full time a year or two since are now 
wholly or partially idle. There has been 
some increase in the manufacture of 
coarse cottons, we believe, but it is by no 
means so great as was anticipated. The 
people of Canada are now taxed over a 
million dollars a year to encourage the 
direct importation of sugar and the refin­
ing of sugar in Canada, and the only re­
turn they have yet received for this is 
that the Redpaths are again refining 
sugar in their Montreal factory, and that 
some Halifax merchants have imported 
more sugar from the West Indies than 
they imported for some years past. What 
share of the million dollars the Redpaths 
and their associates are turning into their 
pockets we do not know, because we have 
not yet learned how much of the sugar 
used in the Dominion has been refined by 
them, but on every pound of sugar they 
are able to refine they get about a cent, 
in addition to the price which would pay 
them a legitimate profit on their business. 
It has been said that they can refine 
nearly half the sugar used in Canada, 
and if so the country is paying them 
about half a million dollars a year in ad­
dition to the fair profits of their business, 
because they do not sell at what the sugar 
costs them and a fair profit, but demand 
and obtain as much, or very nearly as 
much, as imported sugar of the same 
quality costs in Canada when the duty 
has been paid. These enormous profits 
all go to the capitalists. Labor is cheap 
now, and we have not heard and we do 
not suppose that they share those profits 
with their workmen, paying them more 
than the market rate of wages. They 
import themselves from the West Indies 
and in foreign vessels, when that suite 
them best, the greater part of the sugar 
they want. The Halifax Tory papers 
boast much because the Halifax mer­
chants this season imported some nine or 
ten million pounds of sugar from the 
West Indies. Last year in the same 
period they imported less than three mil­
lion pounds, and the increase is consider­
able, but none of the papers which boast 
of the increased importation furnishes 
such information as would enable us to 
judge of the value of this increase of 
trade to the city. Those who boast so 
loudly write as if they imagined that the 
sugar trade of Canada has increased, and' 
that the employment for vessels in carry­
ing sugar has increased ; and they allege 
that the fish trade has been greatly sti­
mulated and benefitted. In all proba­
bility the poverty of the people will pre­
vent their using as much sugar thia year 
aa they used last year, and we know that 
the carrying of the sugar required in 
Canada gave more employment to vessels 
when that sugar was sent first to New. 
York or to the Clyde and was brought 
thence to Canada, than it can afford when 
moved directly from the West Indies to 
Halifax or Montreal, and it requires 
much more than mere newspaper asser­
tion to prove that Nova Scotia sent more 
fish to the West Indies this season than 
last, or obtained a better price for it, off 
that the nett proceeds left more profit to 
the merchants or ensured better prices to 
the fishermen. It may be that Halifax 
schooners engaged in the West India trade 
are now more certain of getting cargoes 
in the West Indies than they formerly 
were, and if so, this is an advantage for 
which full credit should be given in cal­
culating what any portion of the people 
of Canada receive in return for the mil­
lion dollars a year which we all pay. The 
Halifax Tory papers do not tell us how 
much of the four thousand tons of sugar 
brought to Halifax was for the general 
grocery market, and how this was dis. 
posed of ; what proportion was for refin­
ing purposes which the importers were 
obliged to sell to the Redpaths. They do 
not even tell us how much was landed or

rhetoric, &c., we can perceive the difficul- 
ties, expenses, and patience required to 
have good and learned priests of the church, 
besides the long preparation, the personal 
piety, the prayer, meditation, frequent con­
fession and communion, pious reading and 
retreats. Many other sacrifices are to be 
made and a disinterested disposition mani­
fested to labour for God alone and the sal­
vation of souls, accepting nothing but 
food and clothing; with these as the apostle 
said, we are content. We need not speak of 
the law of celibacy or chastity, none are 
chosen who have not had this virtue in 
love from youth—and who do not most 
willingly embrace that state.

In 1859, there were in the diocese 43 
churches, two of stone, six of brick, and 
thirty-five of wood. At present there are 
seventy-one churches in all. Four of stone, 
twenty-six of brick, and forty-one of wood. 
Five churches were burned and replaced, two 
abandoned for other localities, one of brick 
and one stone church are in course of erec­
tion, and nine were doubled and otherwise 
finished and repaired, all are furnished 
with sacred vessels, church vestments and 
matters of necessity and utility. St. 
Michael’s Cathedral, the Mother Church 
of the diocese, has been completed. The 
tower, spire, and a sacristy haye been 
put in, the damage of the great storm of 
1874 was repaired at a cost of $7,000 which 
has not yet been paid. The floor of the 
Cathedral secured by brick and cedar pil­
lars, and the basement plastered, to prevent 
the cold air from coming up, and the win­
dows destroyed by the storm of last August, 
repaired, a magnificent fence at the cost of 
$6,000 has been put up, and many repairs 
constantly made. The entire debt on the 
Cathedral is now about $16,000, a trifle 
when we consider that its total value is 
more than $150,000. $7,000 was the 
deficit after the tower, spire, sacristy, &c., 
were finished, $7,000 for the repairs of the 
great storm, and about $2,000 for other 
things since. Your children, beloved peo­
ple, have grand work done for them. It 
will be their pleasure as well as their duty 
to pay the trifling debt on their churches, 
which they have inherited so cheaply by 
your sacrifices; and they should thank 
God that they have so many religious 
priviliges and blessings which their 
parents in early times had not; but for 
which they made up by earnestness, prayer 
and devotion to their holy religion. There 
are only.three missions now any way em- 
harassed by debt, but with little exertion 
and generosity they can easily repay their 
debts in a few years. In 1859, besides St. 
Michael’s Palace, there were only nine 
frame residences for priests. At present, 
1879, there are twenty-nine residences in 
all; and furnished for the most part, one 
in stone, twenty-two in brick, and six frame 
buildings, leaving only five (5) parish 
priests without permanent residences. We 
have procured also a fine lot of pine wood 
land, in the city of Toronto, for the semin- 
ary,, and have already erected part of it, 
which will be the crowning work of the 
diocese.

We come now to speak of the institutions 
of learning and of charity. St. Michael’s 
College has been more than doubled at the 
sole cost of the Rev. Fathers of that Insti- 
tion. The Christian Brothers bought the 
old Bank of Upper Canada, and added to 
it a very large building to serve as a Col­
lege and an Academy for day scholars, 
together with a residence for the Brothers 
who teach the boys’ school of the city. 
One of our first purchases was 200 acres 
of land (at Niagara Falls), which cost with

Our suggestion is that a community of 
sentiment should be brought about be­
tween the Liberals of Ontario and those in 
the Maritime Provinces who are discontent­
ed with things as they are.

It was urged at one part of 
my career that my object was to obtain 
high judicial office. But the highest 
judicial offices have been offered to and 
declined by me. It was charged against 
me that my desire was to obtain distin­
guished honors; but these have also been 
offered and declined. It was charged 
that I sought to obtain high political office 
and distinction, but it is well known that 
I have always refused such, and when I 
accepted, accepted with the greatest re- 
luctance, and resigned with the greatest 
alacrity any position of leadership or 
office io the State. At the close of my 
political career, perhaps for ever, but at 
all events for a period, I think I may not 
unfairly say that that career has not been 
darkened by the particular blemishes 
which have been charged against me. I 
am iree to admit that I have entertained 
an ambition, in common with many pub­
lic men who are often unfairly judged, 
and I believe it to be a laudable ambi­
tion. We entertain the ambition of doing 
some good in the world, and leaving it a 
little better than we foundit. That is the 
only real and worthy object of ambition. 
That is the only ambition whose fruition 
can give ease or satisfaction when the end 
of life approaches and we look beyond 
the limits of time. I admit, Sir, that we 
do desire, if we maybe worthy of it, the 
confidence and good-will of our fellow 
men and that we do shape our political 
careers with the view worthily to attain 
that confidence—but I say frankly to you, 
not as an end. I do not think that would 
be an adequate end of a public career. I do not think my colleagues In public 
life believe, however gratifying and flat­
tering that confidence and good feeling 
might be, that it would be an adequate 
end No ; but as a means to accomplish 
the object which he has in view, to the 
accomplishment of some good in the 
world to being of use in the world, the 
greatest facility is afforded by our obtain­
ing the confidence and good-will of our 
fellow-men. Those to whom that trust 
is accorded have a position of enormous 
power, and have an equally great respon- 
sibility. They have a position of enor­
mous power, because many minds are 
affected by their view of what should be 
done. They may raise and depress the 
moral and the political scale of the coun­
try to a large extent, and because that 
good-will and confidence is such a pow­
erful means of accomplishing the worthy 
end to which I refer, therefore it is, I 
think that the bulk of our public men 
so earnestly desire if they may worthily 
deserve it. I think, however, that I may 
point out that it is not only public men 
who ought to cherish, and who do cherish, 
this ambition—this desire—and who do 
covet this good-will for that honorable 
end. To each of ns, whatever his lot in 
life—private citizen like myself, or what- 
ever station or public man—to each of us 
there is given some opportunity, some 
talent, some means of doing some good 
in this world, and hie aim should be to 
find what that means is and to honestly 
avail himself of it I happen to be pro­
vided with a motto which suits a radical 
like myself— Virtus sola nobilitas. But 
if I wanted a motto, I should be disposed 
to borrow that of Merlin:—-

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institutions that well represent the Catholic 
Church in that world-renowned place. We 
have the happiness to have founded a 
Monastery of Our Lady of Mount Carmel

Texas and in Missouri, all the germs that 
“ the weak things of this world and those 
that are not, hath God chosen.” We visit­
ed every part of the diocese, giving retreats, 
Forty Hours Devotion, and Confirmation 
and seeing to the interests of the Catholic 
education of the children. We held our first 
Synod in 1863, and framed such rules from 
Canon Law and other sources as made a 
complete code of ecclesiastical students, 
and to see to their proper training. With 
good priests religion prospers ; with indiffer­
ent priests religion recedes even more than 
with none. Seeing the need we had of in- 
tercessory prayer of holy souls consecrated 
to God, “ for the prayer of the just availeth 
much,” we invited to our diocese the Sis­
ters of the Congregation of the Precious 
Blood, from St. Hyacinthe. Those good 
ladies continue their mortifications, sacri­
fices and prayers now for ten years, to our 
great comfort and strength and the edifica­
tion of the people. We saw also the want 
of a home for working boys, and established 
one. Many have been preserved to God, 
to society, and to the Church. Good and 
respectable young women learning trades, 
and following the training of the Normal 
School of our city, wanted the protection of 
a convent home, where they would be guard­
ed from the dangers of city life. We estab­
lished for them Notre Dame, where God 
alone knows how many have been preserved 
better even than in their mother’s house.

Fallen women, the most wretched on 
earth, had yet in their youth the seeds of 
faith and piety. The fear of God pursued 
them in remorse through their wicked 
course, and led them at last like Magdalen, 
to the feet of their Saviour. A home has 
been opened for them at West Lodge. The

and Novitiate of the Order, and also, at 
some distance from it, a large Convent and 
boarding school of the Ladies of Loretto. 
These ladies, who have been invited from 
Ireland by the illustrious Bishop Power, 
but had just arrived to mourn his death, 
had a Convent near St. Mary’s church. 
They left that place and erected a large 
building near the Cathedral, on a lot 
donated by us, and there teach children of 
the poor and rich. They also purchased 
a large house and lot on Wellington Place 
in the city, where they keep a boarding 
school, with a novitiate and training school, 
for their own Order. They also established 
Convents for their house in Toronto at 
Hamilton, Niagara Falls, Stratford, Lind­
say, Guelph and Belleville. The Sisters 
of St. Joseph have also a magnificent 
Convent on a very large plot of land in the 
city, where they have a boarding school, a 
novitiate, training school, and central resi­
dence for the Sisters who teach in the 
various girls’ schools of the city. They 
have also opened a home, Notre Dame, 
Jarvis street, for respectable girls who fol­
low the course of the Normal School and 
learn trades. They also take charge of the 
St. Nicholas, a boarding house for working 
boys, with a superintendent. The good 
Sisters have also a Convent near St. Mary’s 
church, where they teach the Separate and 
Select schools. They have also built 
new Convents, large and commodous, at 
Catharines and at Thorold. The House of 
Providence, directed by the same Sisters of 
St. Joseph, has been finished, and enlarged 
by more than two-thirds. There are at pre­
sent in this House over four hundred per­
sons, male and female, orphans, incurables, 
superannuated old men and women; in fact, 
it is the House of every species of distress 
to be relieved. There is also a babies’ 
asylum at Sunnyside. The Sisters of St. 
Joseph have also given a branch of their 
Order to be found institutions in the 
diocese of London; also convents at Bar- 
rie and Oshawa.

The Christian Brothers in 1859, had 
ten members here; now they are twenty- 
seven.

The State of Rhode Island requires 
that naturalized citizens must be assessed 

on property in order to be entitled to 
vote, but this is not required of those 
born in the United States. A Legislative 
Committee recently made enquiry into 
the workings of this illiberal law. The 
Pilot says :—

Among the witnesses examined was 
Colonel James Noran, who baa lived in 
Providence for twenty-eight years. He 
was born in Ireland, but came here in his 
bovhood. Before coming of age, he en­
tered the army, in 1861, and served three 
years in the war for the Union as a com­
missioned officer of Rhode Island troops. 
In 1864, being in command of a company 
In the field, when the soldiers were allow­
ed to vote at the national election, he 
collected, recorded, and forwarded the 
company’s vote, though be the captain, 
was not allowed to vote by the constitu- 
tion of the State.

The Ottawa Free Press says:—
Since the return of the MACDONALD- 

ITES to power, it has been evident, even 
to the moat casual observer, that the old 
leaven had broken out afresh and cor­
ruption is rampant in nearly every De­
partment of the Administration. There 
may not be absolute proof, but there is 
any amount of circumstantial evidence 
going to show that the crowd of cormor­
ants who infested the city up to 1873, and 
who gave it a wide berth during the five 
years ending September, 1878, are play- 
ng their old game, and drawing largest

The 
parliamentary broker has again become 
a recognized institution. We have heard 
it argued that full opportunity should be 
given to let these people run riot and 
gorge themselves with the good things 
going, so that their doings may sooner 
have effect upon public opinion. We, 
however, hold a contrary view. The 
duty of an independent and really 
Liberal newspaper is to nip a job iu the 
bud, when possible—to expose the in­
tention and prevent consummation. 
This is peculiarly the business of a 
journalist in Ottawa at present, when 
everybody is conscious that corruption 
to in full awing, but few are in a position 
—thanks to the secrecy observed by the 
parties interested—to unearth the bot­
tom facts. Thanks to what must now 
be regarded as a weakness on the part 
of the late Premier, in allowing MAC- 
DONALDITE spies to remain in office, his 
Government was more than once shame- 
felly slandered. Now, when the con- 
spirators have come by their own, it is 
positively nauseating to find them 
preaching morality and deprecating a 
mode of warfare which, comparatively 
speaking, is as chivalrous and open aa 
their’s was covert, cowardly and dis- 
honest. They succeeded, and now a pro- 
cess is going on which shows conclusive- 
ly enough that in a party sense they are 
regarded in high quarters as entitled to 
their hire. We must be excused if, on 
occasion arising, we indicate the direc­
tion of the current that has set in, and 
do our best to thwart those who in re­
turn for party services deem they have a 
right to fatten on the country._____

He failed in busi- 
ness, lost his property, and with it lost 
his right to vote.

Another man had been a voter in Massa- 
chusetts; but, when the State line was 
altered, his residence was brought into 
Rhode Island, and so he lost his vote. 
Numerous instances ot like hardship and 
injustice have been given; and the com­
mittee continues to receive the extraor­
dinary testimony. It is estimated that 
betwren 10, 000 and 15, 000 foreign-born 
citizens are deprived of their right to vote 
by this law.

“ The increased importations of sugar, 
we may remark, have scarcely had a per­
ceptible influence upon the general busi- 
neaa of this city. The Tories promisedBUTLER’S OATH S ren were not neglected and a refuge for 

them was established. Now the diocese is 
furnished with all the institutions necessary 
to succour every misery. For the education 
of Levites for the Priesthood we have St. 
Michael’s College for minor studies, and 
are engaged in founding, at St John’s 
Grove, a seminary for the more advanced 
students in theology and other sacred 
studies. In the meantime, the great Sem­
inary of Montreal educates our theological 
students. Our earnest care has been to mul­
tiply learned and pious priests, with 
churches and residences, that the salvation 
of the people might be more securely 
and conveniently attended to. At 
present very few people bare to go more 
than four miles to attend Mass. We 
visited Rome three times, held one Provin­
cial Councial, consecrated one Archbishop, 
and three ofonr suffragan Bishops, besides 
being the assistant consecrating Pre­
late for six others. We ordained forty 
priests for our own diocese, and many for 
others. We administered Confirmation to 
over 20,000 persons; and many couverte 
have been admitted into the Church. We 
have had seme losses ; • few young persons 
fell away from the faith through want of in­
struction and good example.

We do 
not know how far those gentlemen suc­
ceeded, but the Redpaths it is said have 
promised to take $25,000 worth of the 
stock. A sugar refinery at Halifax, if 
properly conducted, should pay well, even 
though the inordinate protection now 
given were abolished, and it got only that 
fair play and justice which is all that 
manufactures of any kind are really en­
titled to or can expect to obtain perma­
nently. But even if the refinery be es­
tablished and worked successfully, the 
big expectstions many were led by un­
scrupulous politicians to entertain will 
not be realized, as it would not require 
the labor of many hundred men to refine 
all the sugar used in Canada.
