His chief work was the “History of 
Bohemia," written in the German language 
and pvblished at the expense of the State. 
The work was completed in 1854. Palacky, 
who was a Protestant and a Liberal, wrote a 
work published in Latin, in 1869, containing 
documents illustrative of the life, character, 
doctrine and persecutions of John Haas.

THE “WEST DIRHAM NEWS.’

Motion for » Criminal Information.

The above case came before the Court of 
Queen’s Bench at Osgoode Hall on Saturday 
afternoon, on a role requiring the defendant 
to show cause why a criminal information 
against him should not issue. The Hon. J. 
H. Cameron, Q. C., and Mr. Kenneth Mc­
Kenzie, Q. C., appeared for the plaintiff in 
the case, the Hon. John Simpeon ; and Mr. 
Christopher Robinson, Q. C., with whom 
was Mr. Dalton McCarthy Q.-C., for the 
defendant, Mr. John A. Wilkinson.

Mr. Robinson said that the articles which 
it was alleged were libellous were published 
in a newspaper of which the defendant was 
proprietor on the 5th, 12th and 19th of No­
vember, 1875. He contended that a criminal 
information should not be granted. Firstly, 
localise application for it had not been made 
with that promptitude which the practice of 
the Court required. Secondly, because there 
had been no denial sufficiently explicit of the 
charges the defendant had made, and lastly, 
because the plaintiff had himself shown by 
his conduct that he was not entitled to the 
extraordinary remedy he sought. Having 
read the affidavits of Mr. Simpson on which 
the latter based his application, Mr. Robin­
son went on to say that the articles of which 
he (Mr. Simpson) complained were 
not by any means the first in 
which the charges against him 
which they contained, were made. On 
August 27th the one appeared in which it 
was said “ We would like the Merchant 
* * * to inform us * * * how much
it cost the Ontario Bank to defeat Mr. 
Milne in this riding. * » » How much
money did Hon. J. Simpson pay out of the 
Ontario Bank to help in the last general 
election?’’ In another article, which ap­
peared in the 1 Vest Durham News on Sep­
tember 17 th, 1875, the following words oc­
curred :—“ Buying up a majority in the 
House to defeat Sir John’s Government, 
partly by office and partly by cash ; two 
votes of which Hon. John Simpson bought 
out of the Ontario Bank, and paid over 
.<•10,000 ; tor evidence of which we are will­
ing to take his word.” Here was a specific 
charge of the same character as the gravest 
of which Mr. Simpson complained, and yet 
although on the 16th of October the Assizes 
for the county in which the alleged libel waa 
published, and in which the case should 
have been tried, took place, the 
plaintiff left it standing over un­
noticed and unoontradicted, and did not 
take any action against the defendant until 
the end'of Michaelmas Term, in the begin­
ning of December. Occupying the position 
which Mr. Simpson did it was important 
.on more than private grounds that he should 
have taken the earliest opportunity of vindi­
cating his character ; and if he had done so 
he would have availed himself of the oppor­
tunity of these assizes held in October. If, 
however, he did not see fit to go to those 
assizes he should have moved early in the 
following term (which was within the next 
three weeks) for the criminal information. He 
then went on to read a long affidavit of the 
defendant, of which the following is a 
copy : —

in thb Ql-een’s Bench.
I, -Lohn Wilkinson, of the Town of Bowman- 

ville, in the County of Durham, Publisher, 
make oath and say.

1. That I am the defendant herein.
2. That on the twenty-fourth day of Sep­

tember, in the year of onr Lord, 1875, there 
was published in the West Durham Neios 
(referred to in the affidavit fyled on the ap­
plication for the rule calling on me to shew 
cause why a criminal information should not 
be fyled against me by the Hon. John Simp­
son) portion of a letter from the Hon. Geo. 
Brown to the said Jchn Simpson, as appears 
by a copy of said newspaper iRarked “A.” 
hereunto annexed as an exhibit, which said 
letter was afterwards, on Sept 30th, 1875, 
published in full in the daily Mail news­
paper (which is published as a daily news­
paper in the City of Toronto) as 
appears by a copy thereof marked 
“ B” hereunto annexed as an exhibit 
The following is a copy of the letter re­
ferred to as exhibit B

“ Toronto, 15th Aug., ’72.
“ My Dear Sir,—The fight goes bravely 

on ; but it is hard to work up against the 
enormov.8 sums the Government candidates 
have in their hands. We here expended our 
strength in aiding the out-counties and help­
ing our city candidates ; but a tig push has 
to be made on Saturday and Monday for the 
East and West Divisions, if we are not to 
succumb to the cash of the Government. 
We could carry all three divisions easily but 
for the cash against us ; and if we carry the 
first on Saturday the other two will go with 
us in spite of all the cash they can muster. 
We therefore make our grand stand 
on Saturday. There are but half a 
dozen people that can come down hand­
somely, and we have all done what we 
possibly can do, and we have to ask a very 
few outsiders to aid as. Will yon be one ?
I have been urged to write you, and comply 
accordingly.

previously was. and has since continued to 
be an active and prominent politician and a 
leader in the political party known as the 
Reform or Clear Grit party, to which same 
party the said John Simpson also belongs, 
and that tho Globe newspaper hereafter men­
tioned is, and has been for many years pre­
viously to the year 1872, the leading organ 

■of the said political party, and that the said 
George Brown is manager of the Globe Print­
ing and Publishing Company, by which 
•Company the Globe newspaper (a daily paper 
published in the city of Toronto) is printed 
.md published, and on September 27th, 1875. 
a letter or article appeared therein with re­
ference to his said letter to said John Simp- 
soa over the name of said George Brown, 
and purporting to be signed by him, wherein, 
in reference to the said letter, he admits 
that some such letter was written by him 
and therein uses the following language :
‘1 I have no copy of the letter from which 
these extracts are stated to have been taken. 
But I bave some recollection of writing some 
each letter about the time mentioned to 
three or possibly four political friends. I 
assume, therefore, that the words quoted 
above have been culled from a letter of

1. That the said Hon. John Simpson has 
never to my knowledge denied having re­
ceived said letter, and I am credibly iqv 
formed, and do verily believe, that he did 
in fact receive the same, and that he replied 
or caused a reply to be written thereto.

5. That on January 17th, 1874, a circular 
was, as I am informed, and verily believe,

Mr. Cameron thought it would be difficult 
to find any precedent anywhere for dis­
charging a rule nisi for a criminal informa­
tion when the party against whom it was 
sought had proceeded to the length and 
in the manner in which the defendant in 
this case had proceeded. With regard to 
the first ground on which his learned friend 
objected to the criminal information being 
granted, viz., that the plaintiff was late in 
making his application, their Lord- 
ships would find that when the 
parties are engaged in persistently fol­
lowing up a course of libel the ordinary 
rule was not applicable except in the case 
df a public officer being the person against 
whom the criminal information is asked for. 
A* it was quite common to charge public men 
with using corrupt influence, they might be 
looked upon as too thin skinned if they took 
action on every occasion so soon as such an 
allegation with regard to them was made ; 
and the defendant might plead, under the 
Libel Law, that he was only acting in the 
public interest. But when, in the present 
case, the charges against the plaintiff were 
repeated again and again, ana when every­
thing in which he would desire to preserve 
himself right in his position as a Senator, 
and as a president of a bank, was called into 
question, then it was that he (Mr. Simpson) 
prepared himself to make this application, 
ana gave his denial to the allegations which 
had been made ; and it was not until after 
that denial had been noticed by the papers, 
and the allegations reiterated with addi­
tional charges, that he came to court and 
asked for a criminal information.

Mr, McKenzie followed Mr. Cameron, ad­
vancing the same arguments, but with more 
particularity.

Their Lordships reserved their decision.

QUEBEC.

Great Fire—408 Houses Burnnl.
Quebec, May 31.—About three o’clock 

yesterday afternoon an alarm was sounded 
from box 62, and repeated several times. A 
large number of people repaired to the spot, 
ana it was found that a fire had broken out 
in the stable of Leon Boivm, a carter, living 
in Scott street, owing, it is said, to children 
playing with matches, and had quickly 
spread to several houses adjoining. There 
was a smart westerly wind blowing at the 
time, and this served to carry the flames to 
the roofs of the neighbouring houses, 

when it is understood that 
large number of the buildings 

_e of wood, it can be readily 
imagined with what fearful rapidity the tire 
spread. Immense clouds of black srntke 
were belched forth and threw a dark shadow 

r the vicinity. Vchicles of all sorts were 
pressed into service, and the residents com­
menced moving their belongings. Valuable 
articles of furniture were thrown from the 
windows or hauled through doorways, rapid­
ly blocking up the pavements and portions 
of the streets ; and through all heavily laden 
horses wended their way, whipped and urged 
on by half frantic drivers, colliding with 
vehicles and household effects, and mixing 
in terrible confusion with men and women 
rushing wildly hither and thither.

John street" and the Ibwer suburbs were 
crowded with effects saved and deposited on 
the sidewalk and in every vacant space. St 
Lewis street and the vricket field were also 
filled with household goods, whilst the lower 
fields and Cove fields towards the close of 
the night looked like a fair ground. The 
police were early on the ground, as were 
also the fire brigade in fall strength ; but, 

usual, the water supply was long 
coming. The Leris steam engine

I kindly offered by the Mayor 
of that town when it appeared that 
the conflagration was assuming danger­
ous proportions, and it did excellent service 
during the evening in checking the spread of 
the fire in St Eus tache street, drawing its 
supply of water from the well from the 
esplanade, and projecting it through between 
2,000 and 3,000 feet of rubber hose. The 
city steam fire engine was also brought up 
and located in the vicinity of St John s 
church, but it did not seem to get into 
proper working order until the evening was 
somewhat advanced, owing to a scarcity of

The fire having once got headway, it 
was impossible for any power to materially 
check its progress, and it had to be left to 
take its course, driven as it was by the 
westerly wind, th,e efforts of the Fire Bri- 
gade, Provincial Police, «id B Battery, 
who had also arrived on the scene in force, 
being limited to fighting the flames wherever 
an opportunity offered of confining them 
within a narrower circle. The row of build­
ings lining the Grande Alice, though in 
great danger at one time, was saved. It 
may be stated generally, that the whole dis­
trict confined within the space, bounded on 
the east by St Eostache street, from the 
cricket field, down as far as the south 
side of Artillery street inclusive ; on 
the west by Claire Fontaine street ; on the 
north by Artillery street, and on the south 
by the Grande Alice, now remains but a for­
est of chimney stacks and smouldering ruins 
The streets wholly or partially destroyed 
may be briefly enumerated as follows : - 
Claire Fontaine, Barton, Prévost, Plessis, 
Scott, Levolet, Berthelet, St Margaret, 
Lachevrotiere, St Michel, Amable, Dartigny, 
Artillery, St Croix, St Julie, St Augustin, 
and St Eustace. At one time also the em­
bers were carried by the wind and felj in 
showers within the walls, setting fire to a 
number of houses, but, fortunately, in all 
cases, the flames were speedily extinguished. 
After nightfall the wind lulled somewhat 
and the conflagration gradually burnt itself 
ont on the line of St Eustace street, having 
nothing more to feed upon, owing to the for­
tunate intervention at this point of the Glacis 
field and Esplanade.

It was reported last night that a woman 
was missing, also a child of Mr. Cole, joiner, 
Scott street, who himself got badly burnt 
about the face and hands, and also one or 
two other children whoie names it was im­
possible to ascertain. It is also stated that 
one of the nans of the Good Shepherd Con­
vent, in a delicate state of health, received 
such a nervous shock that death ensued. 
A woman and child were in imminent danger 
in the third story of a house when two men, 
Trudel and Ed. Dcery, volunteered to save 
them. The heat of the flames was fearfully 
intense, but the men succeeded in lowering 
the woman to the ground. Trudel then took 
the child in his arms and there being no 
other course open to him jumped from the 
window. He fell on his back and broke it, 
dying almost immediately. The child was 
saved. Deery jumped immediately after­
wards and gained the ground in safety 
plough horribly burned about the hands and- 
fioa. Damas Fiset also died from the effect 
of bums.

The Canadian and Iroquois Indian teams ap­
peared at Belfast for the first time on May 10th. 
The correspondent of the New York Herald 
writes as follows:—“The celebrated band of 
lacrosse players from Canada made their first 
appearance on Irish soil to-day, and their re­
ception was most cordial and their performance 
most satisfactory. This is not the first presen­
tation of the Canadian national game on this 
side of the Atlantic. Abont nine or ten years 
ago a troupe of eighteen Iroquois Indians visit­
ed England with a view of introducing lacrosse 
to tiie favourable notice of English young men. 
There was a certain poetical propriety in the 
first appearance of the lacrosse players taking 
place in this thriving capital of the Irish North­
ern Province, which has given Canada its 
present viceroy. The party left Canada on 
29th April, and arrived at Moville yesterday. 
On the voyage tho Iroquois were less 
affected by unpleasant marine influences 
than their white companions. The place of 
meeting was on the grounds of the 
North of Ireland Cricket Club. '1 he 
crowd was very great, very enthusiastic, 
and seemed to enjoy most heartily what was 
going on. The weather was glorious. Shortly 
after two o'clock the Iroquois arrived in a drag 
and were conducted into the centre of the 
ground, where they were tho observed of all 
observers. Soon after the Canadian amateurs 
arrived. About fifteen minutes before three 
the two teams drew themselves up in single 
file, opposite each other, the places being as­
signed them by their respective captains, and 
then spread themselves along between the 
goals. Midway between the goals, the game 
was begun by a man of each team crossing his 
adversary’s crosse, the ball lying between them 
on the ground. At once, as by magic, every 
player was on the qui rice, and a scene was pre­
sented of the most agile and wary movement, 
tiome splendid displays of running took place, 
and some of the throws were marvellous, the 
ball being frequently cast a most out of sight 
into the air, and being sometimes sent almost 
the entire length of the course. It was interest­
ing to watch the different styles of playing 
adopted by tho Iroquois and the Canadian. The 
former displayed wonderful readiness in catch­
ing the ball while flying, and when he did so he 
ran away with it with amazing fleet ness, as if 
he were alone playing against ail the others. 
But the Canadian amateur, as soon as he 
caught the ball, looked for some of his 
friends to help him, and when he saw 
any one ready he at once flung the ball to him 
or toward him. This mutual reliance on one 
another tends, doubtles®. to the success' which 
generally marks their efforts. In the first two 
games the Canadians were successful ; tho next 
two were won by the Iroquois. The fifth and 
deciding game was a very exciting and t-tiff 
struggle, affording a fine exhibition of Indian 
agility and cunning, of splendid throwing and 
checking ; while the individual contests for the 
ball the amusing incidents and rapidly shifting 
vicissitudes raised the enthusiasm of the spec­
tators to the highest pitch, and <heer after 
cheer rolled over the field e*pressing delight 
and approval. The victory at last rested with 
the Canadians, who were thus the conquerors

On the Queen's Birthday the following games 
were played outside of Toronto :-Phœnix of 
Caledonia v. Beaver of Hamilton, won by the 
former in three straight games ; Second team of 
Maple Leafs, Oehawa, v. Bowman vide, won by 
former in three straight games : Ontarios, 
Toronto, v. Six Nations, for an oil painting of 
Capt. Joseph Brant (Thayendenaga). won by 
the Indians in three straight games ; Montreal 
club v. Caughnawagas, won by the former.

M. E 0HUB0H—ONTARIO CON­
FERENCE.

Orono, May 24th.
The Ontario Conference of the M. E. 

Church in Canada, met in ita fourteenth ses­
sion to-day, at ten o’clock a.m. Bishop Car­
man, D.D., presiding. The Bishop read 
portions of the 6th and 7th chapters of the 
Gospel according to SL Matthew, forcibly 
and impressively commenting thereon, and 
gave out a hymn. After the ringing, of 
which Revds. J. H. Hilts, G. Clark, and 
Geo. Abbe led in prayer, the Conference 
joining with the bishop in repeating the 
Lord’s prayer.

After the opening religious services, Dr. 
Carman gave a stirring address, saying we have 
the greatest reason for honouring and glori­
fying God—this is our duty and highest pri­
vilege. He expressed thankfulness for the 
preservation of onr lives,, only one from the 
effective ranksand one superannuated preacher 
having been taken from our midst during 
the year—one giving promise, just entering 
upon the work, of future usefulness—the 
other full of years. Both left behind them bright 
evidence that the closing scene was peaceful

The day (the birthday of her gracions Ma­
jesty), said the Bishop, leads us to express 
loyalty to our beloved Queen. We do it 
heartily, without fear, and with honesty,

The Bishop 
went on to urge the necessity of keeping to 
the troth—the trutn as it is in Jesus. We are 
to give the people the Word—not specu­
lative theories—not wild vagaries. We 
must stand or fall on the pure doctrine 
of the Gospel We are not to make or 
modify the message ; it is given to us by 
God and it is our duty to give it to others 
as it has been given to us.

Having just returned from the general 
Conference of the Methodist Episcopal 
Chnrch in the United States now in session 
at Baltimore, where the Bishop attended as 
one of the representatives from the Metho­
dist Episcopal Chnrch in Canada, he gave a 
brief account of his visit. Ho said we went 
not to apologize for Episcopal Methodism. 
There was no need for that, particularly on 
the. ground so sacred to Method­
ism, where one hundred of its temples now 
stand. We went with love in our hearts, 
and were met with love by those who re­
ceived us. There may have been ripples 
coming down from the past, but they were 
merely on the surface. ~Delegations appear- 
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The following matches were also played on

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A correspondent of tfce Raleigh Nejcs has 
seen in the North Carolina Asylum for Deaf 
Mnt,es a daughter of one of the Siamese 
twin».

The time was when Method­
ism was a reproach, when the term was ut­
tered with a sneer ; so also Episcopal Me­
thodism. But in Baltimore he had stood in 
% General Conference which represented 
10,000 Methodist Episcopal travelling 
preachers, 20,000 local preachers, and over 
one million six hundred thousand chnrch 
members, with scores of schools and colleges. 
He rejoiced in view of the magnitude of the 
work which God had wrought. The Bishop 
closed an excellent address, of which the 
above contains bat a few salient points, by 
urging the necessity of prayer that God 
would lead us on and give us abundant suc­
cess in onr work.

On a ballot Rev. J. Curts, who has served 
the Conference as Secretary for many years, 
was re-elected to that office Rev. B. L. 
Hatton was chosen to act as Journal Secre­
tary, and Revs. J. A. Campbell and A. T. 
Ferguson were appointed to take charge of 
the statistical returns.

There is an Advisory Committee asso­
ciated with the Bishop in choosing the pre­
siding Elders for the coming year; this Com­
mittee is composed of two men from each 
district elected by ballot. The result of the 
election was as follows :—Toronto District— 
Revs. Geo. Abbs, J. Curts. Colborne Dii- 
trict—J. M. Simpson, Geo. Miller. Huron 
District—F. M. Smith, G. Clark. A num­
ber of committees were ordered to be filled 
up by a nominating committee consisting of 
the presiding Elders.

Adjourned at 12.30. the benediction being 
pronounced by Rev. W. E. Norman, one of 
our aged veterans, who for some years past 
has been on the superannuated list.

As already noticed, the forenoon of to-day 
was chiefly occupied with preliminaries of little 
or no importance.

• This afternoon the various committees order­
ed were filled up. and the work was pretty gen­
erally distributed among the members of the 
Conference.

The Bishop then called for recommendations 
for reception on trial in the Itinerancy, when S. 
XV. Denike, W. J. Dyer. J. M. Carr, and T. C 
Sanderson, from the Haldimand, . Hope, Eu­
genia, and Teeswater circuits, respectively, 
were received. From the high encomiums 
passed upon these gentlemen by the several 
presiding ciders who had their oases in hand, it 
is safe to say they can scarcely fail to be useful 
in the Church’s work.

The following resolution was adopted by a 
rising vote -.—Moved by Mr. George Abbs, 
seconded by Mr. George Abell, “ That it is a 
very great pleasure to the Ontario Annual Con­
ference of the Methodist Episcopal Church in 
Canada, convened cn this 24th day of May. 
1876. the fifty-seventh anniversary of the birth­
day of her Most Gracious Majesty Qoeen Vic­
toria, to express the unremitting attachment 
of the preachers and people of the Methodist 
Episcopal Church in Canada to the Throne and 
Government of the Empire, their unabated 
iove and respect for tho person and rule of her 
Majesty, and their high regard for her many 
excellencies. The Conference would heartily 
assure her Majesty of their unceasing prayers 
to Almighty God for the safety and well-being 
of her Majesty, and the perpetuity and prosper­
ity of her Government.’’

An interesting exhibit from the Parent Mis­
sionary Board was read by tho Secretary. Rev. 
S. G. Stone, showing the state of the missionary 
treasury, and recommending the appointment 
of two more missionaries to Manitoba, one of 
whom is to bo stationed at Winnipeg. A very 
eligible site for a church has bean purchased in 
that town and funds are being raised for the 
erection of u suitable building thereon.

The exhibit of the Book Committee was made, 
showing the Book Room and Printing Estab­
lishment to be in a prosperous condition under 
the able management of Rev. S. G. Stone. The 
net profits of tbe year amounted to over $2,000. 
From this sum 8200 was appropriated to the 
Superanuation Fund. As the profits increase 
year by year, larger amounts will likely be given 
to the worn-out preachers.

The Conference adjourned at five o’clock.
Orono, Thursday, May 25.

The Conference met at nine o’clock, the hour 
fixed at the previous session. The religious 
services were conducted by Rev. G. Bennett. 
The ordinary routine having been despatched, 
candidates for admission were called for. when 
Mr. Thomas Bell, from the Oak wood circuit, 
was received on trial.

The Conference has a four years’ course of 
study, and examiners are appointed each year, 
for each class, whose duty it is to ascertain 
what progress the candidates are making in 
toeir studies. Probationers of the first year 
were now called. whcteMeegrs. Robert Gordon, 
William Laidlaw, Th<#as Love, and George A. 
Jameson, aller having given satisfactory evi­
dence of their progress in the acquirement of 
knowledge, were continued on trial. Mr. R. 
McCormack, belonging to the same class, was 
also continued.

After the opening religious services in the 
afternoon, and the usual routine, the Bishop 
called up the class of preachers who had tra­
velled two years and were eligible for admis­
sion into full connection. Of coarse, their ad­
mission depends very much upon the progress 
made in their studies, and their acceptability as 
preachers and pastors. Messrs. Gilbert Horton. 
Joseph C. Bell, and F. W. Waroe, having been 
approved by the Conference, were admitted 
into full connection, and elected to Deacon’s 
orders. Mr. Jacob Reaman, belonging to the 
same class, was. in consequence of ill-health, 
le.ft without an appointment for one year. In 
connection with this case a very flattering re­
solution was adopted, expressive of sympathy 
for the brother’s affliction, and earnest hope for 
his speedy recovery.

Those who have travelled three years now 
passed in review before the Conference, their 
acquirements and labours being pretty tho­
roughly canvassed. In this class were 
Messrs. H. Norris. N. E. Scott, J. F. Durkee, 
J. Wilks, J. X Moran, A. Cooper, W. Han­
som, and W. J. Hunter. These brethren were 
all credited with the year’s course, no farther 
action in their case being necessary till next 
year, when they will be eligible for ordination

Vhose who have travelled four years were 
then called. As the fourth year closes the ex­
amination. it is generally more critical than any 
other year. The- following brethren, viz , 
G. W. Stevenson. D O. Croesley, and E. E 
Howard having passed a very creditable ex­
amination. and the presiding Elders having 
testified to their usefulness, were elected to 
Elder’s order j. Two or three cases, on account 
of the unavoidable absence of the brethren, 
were laid over.

To-night, as on every night, one of the 
bre-hren occupies the pulpit and large congre­
gations are in attendance.

_________expeüed them But went rtraighno
work and preached the Gospel of Christ. For 
three years they laboured without any desire to 
raite up a distinct section of the Church. A 
large number of souls were converted to God 
by their instrumentality, and thess were di­
rected to unite themselves to the then existing 
Churches, especially to the Methodist body. 
But when they were refused admittance to that 
body unless they broke off connection with 
those who were the means of bringing them to 
Christ it was found necessary to form them 
into a separate body. Then rose the Pri­
mitive Methodist Church. Tho body had 
rince increased till it held an important 
place among the Churches in the old 
land. The founders of the body believed 
that laymen should have as great n daim to 
hold office in the Cnristian Church as those who 
were regularly set apart for the Christian minis­
try. The constitution, therefore, provided that 
the Court should be composed of two-thirds of 
laymen and one-third of ministers. He knew, 
that many years ago the ministers were likely 
to sustain great injury from this state of things: ’ 
but after forty years of ministry ho considered 
the laymen to be the best friends of the minis­
ters of the GospeL One trait of character which 
tfie founders of the body evinced „w«great in­
dustry in the spread of the Word oftQed. He 
knew that when they had only a few shillings 
in hand they could commence new missions for 
the purpose of extending the bounds of the con­
nection. He feared at the present day their roc- 
cessons did not possess so much of the spirit of 
self-sacrifice as the first ministers manifested. 
He trusted they would become more and more 
a mighty power in the land, and that Gods 
blessing would rest upon them in the future.

he Macdanaell Case-Another Statement. 
The Presbytery of Toronto met yesterday at 

eleven o’clock, the Moderator, the Rev. Dr. 
"onp, in the chair. ,

After the transaction of some business of no 
eneral importance.
Rev. D. J. Macdonnell asked the Presbytery 

for leave of absence during tbe months of July. 
August, and September, and said he would 
make provision for the supply of his pulpit dur­
ing that time. He made the request now be­
cause there would not be a meeting of Presby­
tery after the General Assembly and before the 
time he wanted to go away.

Leave wee granted.
The Moderator read the following com­

munication, which he said hehad received from 
Mr. Macdonnell
“ To the Moderator of the Presbytery of To-

“ Rev. and Dear Sir.—Desirous of leaving 
i on my part to prevent the evil 

‘ ’ * many from a discussion 
matter at issue between

t which I have be.

CDONNELL.” 
The Moderator then read the statement, 

which was in the following words : - 
•" Notwithstanding the difficulties which I 

have regarding the eternity of future punish 
ment, I continue my adhesion to that doctrine 
as implied in my assent to the Confession of 
Faith as formerly given.

“ D. J. MACDONNELL ” 
Tbe Presbytery went into committee of the 
hole to consider the manner in which the 

_jstement could be dealt with in view of the 
appeal which had gone to the General Assembly. 
After the committee rose.

Rev. Mr. Robb moved. “ Inasmuch as the let­
ter of the Rev. D. J. Macdonnell and the accom­
panying statement proposed to deal with a part 
of the case which has been appealed to the 
Synod and by that court referred to the General 
Assembly, resolved that it is not competent to 
this Presbytery to consider said documents."

Rev. Principal Cavan moved “ That the 
statement submitted by Mr. Macdonnell 
be transmitted to the General Assembly 
with the expression of a hope that the 
Assembly may find it a satisfactory basis 
for settlement of the case, and that the 
whole matter be now referred to the Gen­
eral Assembly with the request that that vener­
able body would finally issue it.

Rev. Mr. Robb moved in amendment to Prin­
cipal Cavan’s motion that the case be referred 
simpUciter to the Assembly. He said he could 
easily understand that it Mr. Macdonnell meant 
by his late statement what l>riDcipal Cavan 
said it meant, the Presbytery might make the 
recommendation proposed ; bnt the document 
was to be interpreted neither by Mr. 
Macdonnell hot by Principal Cavan, nor even 
by that Presbytery. It was to be interpreted 

A vote was then taken on the amendment, 
which was loot, only one person besides the 
mover and seconder expressing himself In 
favour of It, while fifteen were against it.

9TEULÏ REVIEW OF TORONTO WHOLE­
SALE MARKETS.

Wednesday, May 31.
PRODUCE.

The course of the market has varied consider­
ably since our last. In the latter part of last 
week it waa active, and prices were steadily 
advancing. Since then, however, dulness has 
set in and prices have reeeded. There has been 
very little inquiry heard since Saturday, and 
sales could have been made only at receding 
prices. The week shows little change in stocks 
of wheat the decrease being only about 16,000 
bushels. Crop advioee are meagre, but so far 
as we can learn fall wheat looks well, and pro­
mises an abundant yield; concerning other 
grain, however, it is too soon to learn anything 
definite. Outside markets have been unsettled 
during the week, but those of the States close 
decidedly lower. At New York there was in 
the latter part of last week a very active de­
mand for wheat for export to the United King­
dom and North Sea ports. While the purchases 
were to some extent upon foreign orders, it is 
understood that the bulk of the transactions re­
sulted from local speculation, in anticipation of 
a war in Eastern Europe. Export orders for 
some quarter of a million bushels are said to 
have been at tho same time executed at the 
Weston better terms than were obtainable 
there. On Monday the speculative demand 
had well nigh subsided, and the advance of 
Saturday was lost, the market leaving off un­
settled and weak. Tuesday being a legal holiday, 
nothing transpired. Today the market is said 
to have boon dull and declining at $1.10 to $L11 
for No. 3. and $L19 to $1» for No. 
2 Chicago, against $1.09 to $1.12 for No. 3. 
and $1.18 to $1.20 for No. 2 on this day week. 
The western markets followed the same course 
as New York. Chicago reached $1691 for June, 
and Milwaukee $1.091 cash on Saturday ; but
__ former stood to-day at |106$ for June, and
the latter at $L05J cash. The cause of all the 
excitement and variation was as usual in the 
Nngu«h markets. There a demand from the 
continent and unfavourable weather sent prices 
up teat week, and since then improved weather 
and a cessation of the demand have caused a 
reaction ; part of the advance has certainly 

a lost ; and, judging from orders sent to 
agente, we should say that probably allot it has 
disappeared. Quotations show an advance of 
id on white wheat, 3d on club, and 3d on corn, 
with a fall of 2d on red wheat since our last 
The Mark Lane Express of Monday, in review­
ing tbe corn trade during the past week, says : 
—" Thé continued enquiry from the continent 
is the most prominent feature of the trade. If 
it should continue in the face of the favourable 
growing weather here and abroad, the fact 
would indicate that stocks really are as nearly 
exhausted as has been represented, and that 
farmers have not on hand the wheat which 
many supposed was only being held back for 
higher prices. All foedisR stuffs have fairly 
maintained their values, aadoats, in the face of 
heavy supplies, have advanced nearly a shilling 
per quarter." To-day's advices re] 
the weather favourable to the gr 
lug crops, the demand from Fra 
slackening and cargoes of wheat quieter.

Further cable advioee report the total supply of 
wheat and flour in the week ending on the 31th 
instant as being eqoal to 291.875 to W.W6 qre. 
against 406.000 to 433.000 qre arsrage weekly con­
sumption. indicating a deficiency below con­
sumption of 103,000 to 106,123 qre. The importe 
of maize for the same week were 960.000 to 
1,000,OCO bushels, against an average weekly 
consumption in 1675 of about 750,000 to 300.000 
bushels The weekly average of consumption 
under the influence of the lower price this year 
is believed tc be much larger than it was last 
year. Mail advioee to the 13th ult report the 
weather to have been cold but dry. The pro­
gress of the crops was being retarded ; and it 
was said that “ even with the occurrence of 
settled fine weather, the wheat crop of the 
country could hardly turn out a rich one in 
quality or extent." The trade continued to be 
in nearly every department dull and inactive. 
English wheat had been brought forward a 
little more freely, but the supplies were still 
light and much under the averge of previous 
years. Deliveries at the 150 towns of England 
and wales in the week ending on the 6th inat 
amounted to 45,291 ore (and in the whole United 
Kingdom to 180,964 qrs> at an average price of 
45e 2d per qr. against 62,236 qre at an average 
price of 42s 8d in the corresponding week last 
year, and against an average of 52,239 qre at an 
average price of 52s 5d in the corresponding 
weeks of the last five years. Imports had fallen 
off, but were more than adequate to demand, 
and prices of the commoner grades bad receded 
Is per quarter on the spot, whilst sales could 
only be effected in limited quantity at the re­
duction. The quantity of wheat in transit i 
tinned to increase, and amounted on the 11th 
inst., according to Beerbohm’s London Com
Trade List, to 1.313.700 qre. against 1.250,560 on 
the corresponding date last year, and 1.158.100 in 
the preceding week, 
there were due and expected to arrive in the 
United Kingdom during the next four weeks. 
646.N0 quart.re, of whichJ2S.OOO quarters were 
from South-eastern Europe, 34.000 quarters 
from Egypt ; 117,000 quarters from American 
Atlantic porta. 170,000 quarters from California 
and Oregon, and 200,000 quarters from Australia 
and Chili. There were also due 296.000 quarters 
of corn, comprising 83,000 from the Danube and 
Black Sea, and 215.000 quarters from American 
Atlantic ports. Continental advices are 
meagre and crop reporta generally unfavour­
able In France, during the week ended May 
12th, the weather waa cold, dry and nngenial in 
all parts of that country, and complainte on the 
part of the farmers were becoming more gen­
eral. The wheat plant bad assumed a yellow 
iah tinge in some places. There are similar 
complaints from Germany. Belgium, and Hol­
land, In Hungary the weather the first week 
jn May was fine and favourable for the grow­
ing crops. lu Itournante, np to the 4th Inat.. 
the temperature has been high and dry with 
moisture much needed, the prevailing drought 
causing apprehensions in regard to the growing 
crops. In the Baltic navigation waa opened at 
Petersburg on the 10th of May. From Algeria 
cheering reports of the crops had been received 
and an abundant harvest waa anticipated. On 
this continent the now crop has in the Southern 
States begun to be reaped. Tbe wheat crop of 
Kansas is said to be large, in the Southern 
part of that State the harveet waa commenced 
the third week in May The wheat harveet in 
Texas ia in progress, and the crop is said to be 
a large one. New wheat and new wheat flour 
from Texas were received at SL Louis test 
week, and new flour at Chicago from the same 
source. The movement of grain seems to be 
on the increase. Receipts of wheat at lake 
ports in the week ending on the 20th inst. were 
887,213 bush. v. 694,867 bush, the previous week, 
and 1.082,566 bush, the corresponding week in 
1875 ; and the shipments from thence for 
the week were L404,033 bush. v. 1,297,685 bush, 
the previous week and 1.184.501 btiSh tbe cor, 
responding week in 1875. The receipts at sea­
board ports for the week were 1,086,044 bush, 
v. 1.131,890 bush, the previous week, and 677.283 
bush, the corresponding week in 1875. The 
export clearances for Europe for the week were 
from seaboard ports 968,233 bush. v. 772.522 bush, 
the previous week ; and for the test four 
weeks 3.135.588 bosh. v. 2.961.125 bush, the pre­
vious four weeks. The stock on the New York 
canals May 25, 1871. was about 2.150.000 bush. 
The clearances at San Francisco from the 27th 
of March to the 11th of May were 314.507 centals. 
The visible supply of grain, comprising the 
stocks in granary at the principal points of 
accumulation at lake and seaboard porta, and
