RURAL COMMUNICATION

Mr. Hains’ letter, re Mail Service, 
which appears in another column, is 
timely and deserves most earnest con­
sideration. As the wiiter says, there 
should be a daily mail service between 
country places as well as for larger 
centres of population. If the villages 
had the same advantages as to mail, 
telephone, telegraph, and schools, as 
the towns have, there would be much 
less emigration from the farming dis­
tricts. It is because pie farmers are 
isolated that so many of them are so 
prompted to pull up stakes and move 
to more public places. Farmers are 
among the most intelligent of our 
citizens and the State should make 
every effort to surround them w ith 
the comforts and conveniences of life. 
In the matter of consolidation of 
schools, the people themselves have 
control. It is the' Government’s place 
to see that tjie proper telephone and 
telegraph service is' installed, and to 
provide more suitable mail accommo­
dations. Such places as Protection- 
ville, Trout Brook, etc., are worse off 
than Redbank, having only two mails 
a week. We would respectfully urge 
upon our members at Ottawa the 
prime importance of having some­
thing done at once to improve the 
system of communication in the rural 
districts.

Tut; Editor of L mon Auvocatk.
Sir:

Permit me to draw your atten­
tion to what I consider a most back­
ward state of affairs in your commun­
ity and one which should be remedied 
without delay. At present there is 
only a tri-weekly mail service between 
Newcastle and Redbank a distance of 
fourteen miles and including seven 
settlements where as it would be an 
easy matter to have a daily mail ser­
vice and keep in touch with what is 
doing in the rest of our Dominion to 
say nothing ot the remainder of tin 
world. I think any place where one 
cannot get a Daily Paper to learn 
what is doing in our House of Parlia­
ment besides keeping posted in the 
various markets and general news of 
the world is a splendid place to pack 
up traps and leave, and 1 am not sur­
prised that so many young men have 
left the Province and that others are 
chinking of doing the same. A news­
paper is a great means of education 
and ought to be seen in every home. 
Then the merchants and traders are 
hampered and cannot take advantage 
of the markets as they could if they 
were in close touch with the outside 
world and all this because for six 
months the communities are cut off 
and isolated, move like esquimaux than 
enterprising Canadians. I hear there 
is wide-spread dissatisfaction over this 
state of affairs in several quarters but 
action is what is wanted and not simp* 
lygrunibling. I think all t-liat is re­
quired is to point out this matter to the 
Member representing the County and 
it will be remedied at once.

FINANCIAL STATEMENT

'Hob, Mr. Fielding is receiving gen­
erous praise tor the gratifying finan 
cial étalement presented to parlia 

ment last week. Even political op­
ponents give the minister credit for 
his thirteenth annual budget. News 
papers that sharply criticise the ad­
ministration comment approvingly on 
tihe optimistic review of Canada’s fin­
ancial affair given by Mr. Fielding. 
For instance the Hamilton. Herald, an 
independent Conservative journal sa ye 
It Is a 'good times budget.’ ‘In length 
of continued service as finance min­
ister,’ the Herald observes^ ‘Mr. Field­
ing’s record is not equalled in Cana­
dian political history^ and probalbly, 
with one exception, in the history of 
British parliamentary goveramenit 

the single exception being Sir Robert 
Walpole.’ Our Hamilton contempoi 
ary notes the increase in debt, but it 
adds that the debt has not been grow­
ing out of proportion to the wealth 
and population of the country. ’Upon 
the whole,’ concludes The Herald ’ the 
budget for 1910 will prove satisfac­
tory to thej country. Mr. Fieliding 
criticized it at some length, as It was 
his duty to do; but his criticism was 
rather perfunctory and tot at all dan­
gerous.’ The Ottawa Citizen a staun­
ch Conservative journal* is another 
opponent of the government that does 
not allow its partisanship to deter it 
from commenting favorably on Mr. 
Fielddng’e recent budget. 'No one,’ it 
says, ’could read the budget speech 
of Finance Minister Fielding without 
a feeling of Increasing pride and con­
fidence tn the future of Canada.’ It 
notes the advantage of Opposition crit 
icdsm of expenditures; but It says ‘a 
country expanding as Canada is mak­
ing provision for the development of 
Its resources and for the reception and 
settlement of an annually increasing 
tide of immigration, must be prepared 
to spend money freely.’ These are 
the views of newspapers that are un­
friendly to the administration. Their 
comment* on the budget speech form 
a striking contrast to the fulmina­
tions of certain Opposition organ» in 
this part of the country.—Ex.

A TRIP TO ALASKA
A trip to Alaska is one "seldom un­

dertaken by people in the British Isles, 
and of the many bookings undertaken 
by the Grand Trunk Railway officials 
in Loudon, tew tickets show the des­
tination to be that part far north of 
Canada, where coal and gold, together 
with meteorological observations, are 
often supposed to be the chief reason 
for the existence of that land. That 
sueh a trip van be made with little out 
of'the ordinary fatigue of travelling is 
well proved by a recent communica­
tion sent to Mr. Fred. C. Salter, Euro­
pean Traffic Manager of the Grand 
Trunk Railway, from Mr. Bromley 
Challenor, F.R.G.S., who has just re­
turned from the north-western limit 
of the North American Continent. The 
letter has an added interest by reason 1 
of the fact that on the day of the of­
ficial opening of the Grand Trunk Rail­
way’s new offices at 17-19 Cockspur 
Street, S. W„ Mr. Challenor was the 
first person to book a passage with the 
Company for Canada. On Dominion 
Day (July 1st) the trip was planned and 
provision made for the journey, and, 
in the first week in October, back in 
England again, the well-known geo­
grapher has been pleased to write to 
the Grand Trunk offices expressing 
his entire satisfaction with the easy 
way in which the journey was accom­
plished. After thanking the railway 
officials for making his means of tran­
sportation pleasan^ and comfortable, 
he says: “I was very pleased, indeed, 
with both the road and rolling stock 
of your Company, and in my opinion 
it is second Vo none on the Continent 
of America. The arrangements you 
made for me very much added to my 
comfort and enabled me to reach my- 
destination in the quickest possible 
time, and I must say I experienced 
the greatest civility from the Corn- 
pan’s staff during nr.y passage on your 
road. The route you worked out for­
me was a most interesting one, and 
coming back as I did, over the Rockies 
and the Great Lakes, 1 did not travel 
over a single mile a second time except 
the short run between Sarnia and 
Toronto.
