act. M rtincomplaimd that tbegovern­
ment Lr.d in 1894 railroaded certain 
amendments to thd act through the 
senate, practically disfranchising all the 
grits in the territories. Daly strongly 
resented this imputation. After con 
siderable talk the bill was read a first 
time. O’Brien continued the debate on 
the address. He commended the 
government for their policy in rearming 
the militia. He hoped there would 
no half measures in this matter, and he 
would have liked the government 
have gone farther in its proposals 
bpeaking on the school question he 
condemned the proposed interference 
with Manitoba. The Catholics of that 
province were entitled to no right which 
the rest of the country could not enjoy 
It made him tired to hear Foster speak 
about upholding the constitution 
There was not a principle of the con 
stitution which the government had not 
violât d. Tarte followed after recess 
Referring to new material added to the 
cabinet-Sir Charles Tapper and 
Senator Desjardins—be chaffed the 
government that Tupper did not run in 
Montreal West as proposed,' where the 
result would have been a fair test, but 
went down to Cape Breton where 
coercion could be used. Many men 
worked in the mines there and govern­
ment relied on coercion of these men. 
He said that Senator Desjardins had 
been chosen to succeed Angers because 
the government could not now carry 
a single constituency in Que be . Hon 
Mr. Coatigan said that Tarte was noi 
afraid of the cry of French domination 
in the event of the French vote carrying 
the remedial bid, but was afraid of divi­
sion between him (Tarte) and hie Oatari 
friends. He maintained the question a> 
stake was not the re-establishment of 
separate schools, but it was simply r 
question of giving the minority thi 
rights which were unquestionably theirs 
He pointed out that the law which 
guarantees redress to the minority war 
framed for the benefit of a Prôtestani 
minority ; but now it was invoked by i 
Catholic minority. He heartily wished 
it was a Protestant minority that war 
seeking redress in order that he migh' 
speak in thunder tones for justice for 
them. (Cheers. ) Manitoba’s minority 
being Catholic be felt somewhat delicate

in dealing with the matter. Continuing 
he charged the grits with a large degree 
of the responsibility for the unyielding 
attitude of Mr. Greenway. because they 
stood up in the house and defended 
Greenwaye determination to ignore the 
constitution. He also charged them 
with using the question for^arty pur 
poses among the French grits in Quebec, 

ing that the conservative paty was 
party of orangemen and never intend 

to carry remedial legislation ; while 
elsew’-ere English grits were crying, 
“ Are you going to allow little Manitoba 
to be coerced by those conservatives ?” 
The anxiety of the grits to have a com 
mission appointed was simply to justify 
their contention that the conservai ives 
would not pass a remedial bill this 
session. While there had been differ 
ences in the government on the ques 
tion, they now stood in the house 
unanimous in support of the measure 
He believed the bill would be passed 
and that if members approached the 
question in an honorable, dignified and 
proper manner, there could be no doubt 
as to a happy solution. (Cheers.) Mr. 
Laurier pointed out that in the question 
of elucation, the constitution made 
an exception of sovereignty of the 
province and vested supreme power in 
Dominion -house. The judicial cpm- 
mittee bad decided that the Catholic 
minority had a right to appeal, and the 
question now was what must be done. 
In the first place there was strong aver 
sion in the country against the). Dom­
inion overriding the will of the pro­
vince, in a matter purely concerning 
the province, and this feeling of repug­
nance must be overcome by showing 
the people that there was substantial 
injustice. He wai sure the majority in 
Manitoba did not, when enacting the 
school law, want when doing so to do 
any subetanti d injustice to the minority 
To make the case perfecily clear the 
difference between the conscience of a 
Protestant and tbe conscience of a Cath­
olic must be understood. Mr. Foster— 
To do so would take missionary work 
prolonged years, thousands of years. 
Mr. Laurier—By no means. 1 have a 
wider and better faith in consciences of 
my fellowmen. An enquiry, he con­
tinues, would have shown tbe distribu­
tion of the population. Mr. Foster— 
The census ihows that. Mr. Lanrier— 
No, it does not show how population is 
grouped like Provencher, lor instance, 
where the population is solidly masssed. 
The census did not show that, but an 
enquiry would. He claimed that by a 
commission it would have been far 
more easy to have secured a solution 
than under the present method. Per­
sonally he ..did not want to gain any 
political capital out of this question, but 
he affirmed it would have been far 
easier to maintain peace and harmony 
by following his plan than by attempt­
ing to coerce Manitoba. His sympa­
thies were entirely with the Catholic

minority but he wanted justice done on 
terms which would satisfy the public 
conscience as far as it could be satisfied. 
(Opposition cheers.) After some obse-r 
rations from Larriviere the address 
was passed and was ordered to be trans­
mitted to the Governor-General. Mr. 
Foster moved,.seconded hy Mr. Laurier 
that the following address be sent to 
Her Gracious Majesty.- “ We, your
Majesty’s dutiful and loyal subjects, the 
House of Commons of Canada in par­
liament assembled, humbly approach 
Your Majesty with renewed assurances 
of our attachment to your Majesty’s per­
son and crown. Intelligence of the 
death of H. R. H. Prince Henry of 
Battenburg has deeply touched the 
hearts of the people of Canada. We 
speak in their name, as well as in our 
own, when we humbly tender you ex­
pressions of our earnest sympathy in 
the affliction which has deprived H. R 
H. Princess Beatrice of a consort, and 
Your Majesty of a son-in-law—a young 
prince enjoying the happiest prospect 
of a long and useful career. We pray 
that the God of consolation may com 
fort your Majesty and long preserve you 
and your people.” In moving this re 
solution Mr. Foster said he would not 
offer any extended remarks. He was 
sure the house and the country would 
deeply sympathize with Her Majesty in 
this bereavement which had fallen on 
tbe Queen in her advanced years. The 
motion was unanimously adopted. Mr. 
Foster then moved, seconded by Mr. 
Laurier, that a message of condolence 
be sent by the House to H. R. H. Prin­
cess Beatrice, expressing the sorrow rf 
tbe people of Canada on account of the 
death of Princess Henry of Battenburg, 
and to tender expressions of their earn 
eat sympathy in the affliction which de­
prives her Royal Highness of her loving 
husband. This was also adopted, and 

resolution passed asking his Execel- 
lency to transmit both addresses to 
England. The House adjourned at 11 

m.

North Sydney, C. B, advices of 
the 27th. say : The first week of the 
political campaign, which is the keen­
est and most exciting ever held in 
Cape Breton", has ended. Its most 
prominent features are the unprece­
dented enthusiasm evoked by Sir 
Charles Tupper’s candidature, and 
the extraordinary vigor displayed by 
that statesman in hit speeches and 
his ability to stand the fatigues of 
midwinter campaign. During the 
past six days he has travelled one 
thousand miles and delivered twelve 
addresses, or two a day of an average 
length of one hoar each, to audi­
ences numbering as high as 3,500.

At a meeting of the Dominion 
cabinet the other day from the Col­
onial office referring to the Behring 
Sea question was under considera­
tion. The draft convention for de­
termining the-amount of damages to 
which tbe seized Canadian vessels 
are entitled under the Paris award 
has been approved by Great Britain, 
Canada having given her assent to it 
some time ago. The assessors will 
consist of one representative from 
each country, that is Great Britain 
and the United States, and it is like­
ly that the British representative will 
be a judge of the Supreme Court of 
British Columbia—either Judge Drake 
or Judge Walkern. The appoint­
ment, however, has not yet been 
made. Failing the two assessors 
coming to an agreement upou the 
amount to be paid by the United 
States to Canadian vessel owners, the 
treaty provides for the appointment 
of an umpire, and the Uniled States 
government has suggested that the 
President of the Swiss Republic be 
invited to nominate this gentleman. 
The Dominion government by order- 
in-council, formally assented to the 
suggestion.
