FARM NOTES.
Introduced by Hon. W. T. Finlay, 

Professor Campbell, the • Nebraskan 
soil culture expert, addressed the 
largest farmers’ meeting ever held in 
M' dicine Hat. He explained the sys­
tem of the so-called dry farming,which 
is applicable to semi-arid irrigated, or 
naturally moist soil. Firstly, never 
plough when the ground is wet or dry, 
but when moist. Secondly, see that 
the surface soil is always loose. 
Thirdly, that the under soil is al­
ways solid, otherwise too much air is 
admitted to allow of perfect root de­
velopment. He recommended that dry 
sections be divided in halves, to lie 
cropped alternately.

MR. MUNROE ON CATTLE TRADE.
Donald Muriroe, of Montreal, a pro­

minent exporter of, Canadian live 
stock, is in Alberta at present, solicit­
ing business for the old country mar­
kets. n conversation with a Bulletin 
representative, Mr. Munroe stated 
that he takes some opposition to the 
views of E. G. Palmer, of Edmonton, 
who is propagating the chilled meat 
industry, and he holds it as his pro 
found beliefJthat Alberta cattle should 
ha shipped live to the British mar 
kets.

The statements which Mr. Palmer 
has made regarding the falling off of 
Canada’s live stock exports are quite, 
right," says Mr. Munro, “but they 
do not constitute an argument for es­
tablishing a çhilled meat trade. The 
percentages of dressçd meats import­
ed by Great Britain- from the United 
States, Argentine and Australia show 
that within the past five or six years 
imports from these countries have in­
creased considerably, while at the 
same time the imports from Canada 
are at a standstill.” It is Mr. Mun- 
ro’s contention, however, ' that the 
reason for the increase in the exports 
of dressed meats from Argentine is 
that Argentine farmers cannot export 
their cattle live on account of the 
prevalence among them of the foot 
and mouth disease, which has caused 
th ; British government to place an 
embargo on them. “Argentine cons ;- 
qlieutly,” says Mr. Munro, is shi| 
ping dressed meat as a matter of 
necessity, not of choice. The only 
market for their surplus meat is 
Great Britain, and they can only reach 
this by the dressed meat trade.

Mr. Munro then very significantly 
points out that Canada is the only 
British colony that is in a position 
to supply the British market with live 
cattle. The army aqd navy contracts 
are filled largely from these shm 
merits, and thus a constant market Is' 
assured. The great difficulty in the 
past has been the fact that all Ameri­
can cattle were shipped out in four 
months, whereas the army and navy 
must be fed 365 days in the year 
If stockmen could arrange to ship 
twelve months in a year the demand 
from the army and navy would not 
vary, and the shipments would bring 
more uniform and profitable prices.1

The live stock situation in Eastern 
Canada is well known to Mr. Munro 
after 18 years spent in the cattle busi­
ness. He says that Ontario, which is 
the principal cattle producing pro­
vince, 'lias reached her limit, and that 
the Maritime Provinces do not furnish 
enough to feed themselves. Ontario 
and Quebec have turned their atten­
tion to dairying. The bulk of eastern 
fat cattle come from the district from 
Kingston west to the great lakes 
With the consumption in the eastern 
provinces rapidly increasing, supplies 
in the future must come from the west. 
‘The United States,” says Mr. Mun­
roe, “has also reached her limit of 
production, for with land selling at 
$10(1 per acre and with a population 
of 90,000,000 she cannot compete with 
Western Canada, where land with 
equal fertility is selling at fiom 
$3 to $20 per acre. The time is not 
far distant when the United States 
will cease to be an exporting country.

In order to meet the market which 
is at our doors, Mr. Munro urged Al­
berta farmers to grain feed their cattle 
through the winter, so as to have a 
steady supply all year round, and 
then be able to get more steady anil 
profitable prices.

REPORT ON IRRIGATION.
The department of interior have re- 

•ently published a report by Mr.Jolm 
Stewart, commissioner of. irrigation, 
dealing with the recent development 
>f irrigation in Alberta and Saskatche 
van. The commissioner states that 
.lie benefit to be derived from irri- 
ation has been demonstrated within 
lie past few years and points to the 
act that while five years ago there 
iwe 169 ditches in use, with a total 
iigth of 469 miles and capable of ir- 

igating some 600,000 acres, there arc 
low 272 ditches, with a total length 
f 922 miles and capable of irrigating 
>ine 3,000,000 acres.

ls rly refers are the canal of the Al­

berta Railway and Irrigation (tom 
>any in Southern Alberta. This ccm- 
-Wiy have constructed a canal system 
if over’ 100 miles, besides some 30 
niles* of laterals, and have expended 
iver one million dollars and there 
îave sprung up within the district wat­
ered by their system several prosper­

ous towns, each of which is the centre 
of a considerable farming district 
which was formerly devoted solely to 
grazing. Particular reference is made 
to the beet sugar industry which has 
been developed in the vicinity of Ray­
mond, Alberta, as a result of irriga­
tion.

A 
seven year old cow in the association 
at Innerkip, Ont., that calved 25th 
March, gave in the thirty days ot 
April no less than 1,910 pounds of 
milk, testing 3.3, or 63 pounds of but­
ter fat. If only one cow has to be 
housed, fed and milked, in place of 
three, there is an immense saving oi 
labor and material. Look to the in­
dividual, not the average yield. The 
work of these cow-testing associations 
is helping farmers to detect the poor 
cows; it is also proving useful in se­
curing better treatment tor good cows, 
so that more milk from fewer animals 
can be obtained. There are now over 
70 associations in Canada.

OUR CATTLE ARE NEEDED.
London, June 16.—“Practical men 

see only one remedy for the present 
shortage of cattle here,” said Mei- 
huish, a committee man of the Society 
of London Meat Traders, “namely, 
breaking down the present American 
control of the market by bringing in 
Canadian cattle for fattening.”

The superintendent of the Manches 
ter foreign cattle market states that 
only five cases of tuberculosis have 
been discovered in the 25,000 Cana­
dian cattle slaughtered there.

In the House of Commons last nighi 
several members protested against 
the hoard of agriculture’s refusal to 
withdraw the prohibition against the 
importation of cattle for immediate 
slaughter from disease free countries, 
alleging that this refusal was playing 
into the hands of the American meat 
ximbination.

Sir Edward Strachey, a representa­
tive of the board of agriculture in the 
house, on behalf of the. board, depied 
that the operations of the so-called 
meat trust tended to raise the prices. 
On the contrary, he said, the poicy of 
the trust in bringing dead meat into 
'•he country in preference to live cat­
tle was an economical method, tend­
ing to lower the prices.

W. Payne, secretary of the National 
Federation of Meat Traders, declares 
the ports shoifld be opened to Cana­
dian cattle, and he demands a govern­
ment enquiry.

MONTREAL LIVE STOCK.

Montreal, June 17.—500 head ot 
butchers’ cattle, 60 milch cows, 350 
calves, 500 sheep and lambs and 250 
fet hogs were offered for sale at the 
Montreal live stock market today. 
Trade was slow and tlie prices of all 
kinds of stock had a downward ten­
dency. Prime stall-fed cattle were 
none too plentiful and sold at 5% to 
6 cents per pound. Pretty good cattle 
sold at 4% to 5% cents, and the com­
mon stock 3 to 4 cents. Milch cows 
sold $35 to $50 each. Calves sold $2 
to $9 each or 3 cents to 5 cents per 
pound. Shippers were paying from
4 to 4% cents per pound for large 
sheep. Butchers’ sheep sold up to
5 cents. Lambs sold $2.50 to $5.00 
each. Fat hogs sold somewhat"lower 
than 6% cents.

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WITH THE FARMERS Calgary Board of Trade will Submit 
Motion Aiming to Seçure Govern­
ment Aid for Pioneer Railways

Calgary, June 13.—After a keen and 
vigorous debate in which practically 
all who were present took part, the 
Board of Trade last night passed the 
resolution urging the Associated 
Boards of Trade at the meeting in 
Medicine Hqt next week to recom­
mend to the government the policy 
of guaranteeing tire bonds of railways 
coming into the province.

Two amendments were finally voted 
upon, though others were offered. One 
amendment by Mr. Short added to 
the resolution “Subject to such safe­
guards as the government sees fit to 
impose.” This amendment was de­
feated by a vote oi nine to seven. The 
other amendment adding to the orig­
inal resolution the words “With the 
supervision of rates” was defeated by 
a vote of ten to six.

The original motion was passed by 
a vote of twelve to six. It was stated 
j)y those in favor of the motion that 
it- was expected that the government 
would safeguard the interests of the 
province and That any additions to 
the resolution would cause confusion. 
It was also stated frequently that the 
resolution favored a policy and had 
no special reference to any railway 
or to any section. The other resolu­
tions submitted to the full Board of" 
Trade for consideration were caried 
without discussin.

No Particular Board in Mind.
The railway resolution was intro­

duced by R. J. Hutchings, who was 
very careful to insist that the resolu­
tion was not confined to any particu­
lar road or to any place. He pro­
duced a letter from a gentleman in­
terested in the Elk River Lumber Co., 
which.owns coal lands in the vicinity 
of Cowley, that with the assistance 
suggested such a guarantee of bonds, 
that a road would be built at an early 
date from Butte to Calgary. The 
resolution was seconded by C. P. Mc­
Queen.

Mr. Georgeson then introduced an 
amendment that the resolution be not 
submitted and gave the following his 
reasons : .

1st—It failed to express the intend­
ed contract and was therefore obscure.

2nd—It involved a large liability 
without efficient consideration to the 
people in return for such guarantee.

3rd.—it favored . the ' principle ol 
guaranteeing bonds of all railroads, 
and would naturally invovc the gov­
ernments in a arge liability for colon­
ization roads, primarily of more bene­
fit to the province than the projected 
line from Regina and Calgary.

4th.—The bonds arc only to cover a 
portion of the through line, and the 
value of such is problematical.

5th.—There is no guarantee that the 
intended assistance will materially 
hasten construction.

6th—No agreement for tell guarantee 
of bonds should be entered into unless 
the government secures control of 
rates.

7th—A majority of the delegates to 
the Medicine Hat convention would

Mrs. McLaughlin owes her rank to 
ihe influence of Bishop McDonald, of 
Brooklyn, who ,recommended recogni­
tion of charitable services to the 
church, notably the gift of $10,000 for 
the nfarbie altar in St. James’ procath­

Laughlin, and the numerous contribu­
tions by Mrs. McLaughlin to St. Mary’s 
hospital.

Mrs. McLaughlin is seventy-eight 
years old. Many years of her life hove 
been devoted to charitable work chiefly 
in the Catholic church.
