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TAFT WAS DIPLOMATIC
IN ABROGATING TREATY

Saves the Susceptibility of the Czar’s
Government—Russia Sees Injustice
in U. S. Rules—Exclusion of Mon-
golians an Offset to Russian Ex-
clusion of Jews.

Washington, D.C., Dec. 28—1In strik-
ing contrast to the “rough and un-

coiath” language cf the Sulzer reso-
lution adopted b¥ the House recently
is the communication of President
Taft through the secretary of state *
the Russian government announcing
the intention cf the United States 0
abrogate the treaty of 1832,

The communication, transnyitted to
the senate in the form of a special
mesage, places emphasis upon the
great value attached by the Ameri-
can government to the friendship of
the Russian empire and propcses tne
negotiadon of a new treaty to repla-’2
the one terminated. The grounds for
abrogation are concealed under the
general statements made by the pre-
sident, as follows:—

—The treaty is nc longer respon-
give in various respects to the needs
of the'political and material relations
of the two countries.

2—The treaty has given rise to cer-
tain controversies equally regretted
by both governments.

Probable New Treaty Basis.

It was learned tonight this govern-
ment received some days ago assur-
ances of the willingness of Russia to
enter into discussion looking toward
& new treaty. This fact is regarded
as an indication ¢ Russia’s recogni-
tion that the treaty of 1832 was out
of date and ‘not in accord with mod-
ern conditions. It is not expected
the new treaty will provide for the re-
ciprocal and  unrestricted admission
by one government of all citizens ol
the other. Though the new 1ireaty
will make less broad the reciprocal
pledges of the two countries regard-
ing the treatment to be accorded each
cther’s citizens, the net result, it is
predicted, will be uitimately to iree
the situation from the objections
which. have aroused the American
Jews.

Both governments expect the sclu-
tion of the problem to be found in a
system whereby each government W..
admit citizens of the other country
youched for by the gcwvernment of
that country. The plan contemplated
resembles that adopted in the case 01
Japan. The United States does mnot
exclude Japanese laborers directly,
but a pledge by the mikado that he
will not issue passports tc any of his
“subjects to come to this country
achieves this result,

Russia Sees Injustice.

Russia holds that as the United
States excludes millions of Russian
subjects ‘who- are either: Mongolian' cr
polygamous peoples, this government
cannot ask the czar to remove the
bars for the benefit of all American
citizens. Each gcvernment will cer-
‘tainly cling to its rights to serutinize
all persons presentinz themselves for
admission, and to prohibit thHe en-
trance of those deemed “undesirable.”
Russia further will insist upon her
refusal to recognize naturalized Amer-
ican Jews, native tc Russia, as re-
leased’ from all obligations to the
czar's government, through their
American citizenship.

ment, on behalf of the United States,
the official notification contemplated
by Article 12 of the treaty of 1832,
whereby the operation of the said
treaty will ferminate in: accordance
with its terms on January 1, 1913.

‘“Your excellency will recall that
pourpalers between the two govern-
ments during the last three years
have ‘fully recognized the fact that
this ancient treaty, as is quite natur-
al, is no longer fully responsive in
various respects to the needs of the
political and material relations of the
two countries, which grow constantly
more important. The treaty has
aleo given rise from time to time to
certain controversies equally regret-
ted.

“In conveying the present formal
notification to your excellency, I am
instructed to express the desire of my
government, meanwhile, to renew the
effort to negotiate a modern treaty
of friendship, commerce, and naviga-
tion upon bases mbore perfectly res-

. ponsive to the interests of both .gov-

ernments. I am directed by the
president at the same time to em-
phasize the great value attached by
the government of the IUnited States
to the historic relations between the
two countries, and - T am . further
instructed to express the desire of my
government to spare no effort to
make the outcome of the proposed
negotiations contnibute still further
to the strength and cordiality of these
relations.

“I awvail myself of this occasion to
offer to your excellency the renewed
assurance of my hizhest considera-
tion.

“T now communicate this action to
the Senate, as a ‘part of the  treaty
making power ‘of this government,
with a view to its ratification and ap-
proval.

“WILLIAM TAFT.”

gatory one year beyond that day, and
so on until the expiration of the year
which shall commence after the date
of a .similar notification; and
