Delegates from all the Seamen’s
Unions of Europe and America re-
presented at the Internatiomal Con-
gress of Sailors and Marine Firemen
in session here, agreed this morning
to declare an international strike, un-
less the shipowners of every country
concerned dgree to the formation of a
Board of Conciliation to.- deal with
the grievances of the men.

The
date of threatened strike ~will be
known only to the leaders of the In-
ternational Congress who are pledged
te secrecy.
