The Congregational Usion of Ontarlo
and Quebec.

e first meeting of this body was held
on Wednesday night in the Northern
Congregational Church, Toronto.

The Rev. Enoch Barker, of Fergus,
Chairman for the year, delivered the
chairman’s address, which this year has
taken the place of the opening sermon.

The Chairman’s address noted the
deaths that had taken place during the
year, instancing the Revs./James Porter,
James Middleton, Archibald Burpee and
John Shanks, drawing from their depar-
ture incitements to diligence and faith-
fuln He adverted to the deprecat-
ing tone of Clongregationalists respecting
their numbers and their work, referring
also to the opposite trait of character in
magnifying statistics very unrighteously,
so that no reliance can be placed upon
them.
