New. Scheme of Training for British
_Reg Cross Society

But it is more difficult for women to
find suitable prganizations for thé out-
let of their energies, as the authorities
realized when they instituted the Voi-
untary Aid detachments last' vyear,
which would be mobilized in time ‘of
war. As these will not teehncal'y exist
except in war time, women .are join«
ing a number of corps for training
80 that they may learn thé work and
be practically efficient when s
casiony shall atise.

Wounded Convoy corps, which meets
weekly for instruction at the Londén
Scottish drill' hal in Buckingham-
gate, hag already some 50 members
who ‘are eager
under as nearly as possible actual war
conditions. This corps is authorized
to provide voluntary aid detachments
numbering about two dozen frained
women for the British Reg Cross so-
ciety, for the purpose of serving the
sick and wounded in national emer-
gencieg at home and abroad.

The members all drill side by side
and are instructed in the mysterieg of
stretcher-bearing by a sergeant of the
R. A, M. C. The rules are few ahd
simple. There is an entrance fee of
ten shillings and an annwal subscrip-
tion of £3 for privates and £4 for
“officers. The uniform is a dark green
Jtunic ang skirt, and a helmet of simi

Here they will serve an ap,prentlceshlp
that will augment their thearetical in-
struction. They will become inured to
the sight of suffering' so that ‘should
they ever be needed in war they can
enter at once upon their duties with-
out having to serve any probation,
Besides the ordinary duties of a hos-
pital nurde, the corps is instructed ang
flag signalling. With each detachment
are a woman telegfapher, dispenser,
and carpenter, so that they may be
prepared for any emergency.

All the members are also taught to
ride, side saddle and astride, Rl_ddng
gerves two purposes. It i§ necessary
first of all, because circumstances
might always arise in war time wihen
it would be of the greatest service;
and in the second place because rid~-
ing. encourages pluck and independ-
ence, siireness of judgment, and quick
decision, all qualities of immense &er:
vice and necessity in times of emer-
gency' to women, as well as men.

In a few months’ time the work of
the corps in the drill hall and hospital
will be supplemented by outdoor op-
erations, during which war ¢onditions
will be reproduced as far as is pos-
sible. It is proposed that d@ta:c’b-
ments of the corps shall go down into
the country and there carry out, un-
ger supervision, all the various duties
which might concejvably arise in case
of war, including even the work of
bearer parties and field hospitals as
to which in warfare women's activities
are generally confined. !
