000 of International funds. A clerical 
force will be brought from I. T. U. 
headquarters in, Indianapolis several 
months before the convention is called 
to order. A considerable portion of 
this sum will be expended in advertis­
ing the convention date, the meeting 
place, and otherwise attracting much 
desirable attention to Calgary. Sup­
plementing this enormous expenditure 
the local union will be obliged to pro­
vide a large fund for entertainment 
purposes, advertising, etc.

Fully five thousand delegates and 
visitors will be present and o n an 
average of $20 per man, these dele­
gates will spend $100,000 during their 
stay in Calgary. Adding this amount 
to the local fund and that of the* in­
ternational body, if requires no great 
financial acumen to see that this con­
vention is one of the biggest of its 
kind on the continent, and the greatest 
undertaking ever put before the peo­
ple of Calgary-

There is no doubt of Calgary’s abil­
ity. to secure this mammoth gathering 
if it can be shown that Calgary’ Is cap­
able of handling so big a proopsition. 
The Calgary union embraces in its 
membership men of splendid executive 
ability, and the question is simply one 
of securing the necessary funds.

The executive convention committee 
consists of J. C. Bleaken, News-Teel 
graim; Jack Brooks, Herald, and Fred ; 
White and A. F. Neil, Albertan. These 
men, with their associates, start out 
today to raise the money. It-is up to 
Calgarians to make good- if this con­
vention is really desired, so the local 
typos say, and this is the sentiment 
they will endeavor to impress upon 
local business men.

San Francisco and Los Angeles are 
fighting strong for the 1915 conven­
tion,, particularly San Francisco, 
where ttie great Panama exposition 
will be held that year. The Typograph­
ical Journal is promoting Calgary’s

Conditions Improve In Indiana.

Indlanopolls, Ind., April 1.—Condi­
tions throughout the flooded districts 
of Indiana, except throughout theyex- 
treme southern section of the efat.o, 
rapidly are returning to normal. Re 
ports from over -the state today show 
that the waters which remained station­
ary for days practically have dis 
appeared, and homes deserted by their 
owners are being re-occupied..

In Indian op olis. hundreds of homes 
were cleaned, and with furniture which 
could be salvaged and that supplied by 
the relief committee, the owners were 
able to resume housekeeping. Relief 
funds are constantly increasing, and 
all persons who lost homes are being 
caved for.

Many persons in the West Indiana 
polls flood district today were treated 
with an anti-typhoid vaccine, and Dr. 
T. V. Keene, in charge of the medical 
relief In the flooded district, said he 
feared no epidemic.

There is enough of the vaccine on 
hand to treat ten thousand patients.

WHY DAYTON WAS SWfcW AWAY—This drawing gives an admirable Idea of how the location of Davton 
between the hills contributed to its dostmetion. Dayton was situated ih a gully two and a half miles wide, be­
tween two ranges of hills. According to Cana'dian geologists this whole gully was a watercourse in some prehis­
toric age. The river ran through the centre, of the valley and the centre of the city and just naturally washed 
away everything In Its path. The parts of the city saved were those on the side# of the hills.

Washington, April 1—Express com­
panies of the country have been hinder­
ed by .the operation of the new parcel 
post system, according to the state­
ment submitted to the Interstate Com­
merce commission today by the coun­
sel for the companies In their final 
arguments againtit the reduction in the 
express rates, proposed by the commis­
sion.

London, April 1.—In connection with 
the offer of Lord Northcltffe In the 
Dally Mail of a prize of 950,900 to the 
first person making a trans-Atlantic 
flight in a hydro-aeroplane between 
any point in the United. States, Can 
ada or Newfoundland,, and any point 
in Great Britain or Ireland, the Mail 
prints an interview with Count de 
Lambert, who says that within ten 
years the Atlantic will be crossed by 
hydro-aeroplanes between sunrise and 
sunset on a summer's day. He is the 
inventor Of the hydro-aeroplane and a 
pupil of Wilbur Wright.

When he was asked what Were the 
chief difficulties of a trams-Atlantic 
flight. Count de Lambert said:

"The twb great1 difficulties will be 
to keep one't course, as one is ■ out of 
sight of ships and the wind changes, 
and to avoid being smashed up by 
waves when one alights to replenish his 
petrol. The trouble with the wind is 
that you may keep your course by the 
compass and yet all the while, without 
know it, may be drifting. It is abso­
lutely necessary that the machine be 
able to float a week, say. In, base of 
engines fall. As things are today, no 
machine can get -across without stop­
ping en route for fuel..

“Take a machine weighing a ton, 
everything included. Suppose the 
whole distance to be 2.000 miles, and 
the machine to fly at a moderate speed 
62 miles an hour. To drive the ma­
chine 90 feet a second means an effec­
tive thrust of <40 pounds, or 66 horse 
power. To obtain this a motor of 120- 
horse power is required, consuming 
110 pounds of petrol an hour. Thus, In 
order to do the distance In 32 hours 
a one ton machine would have to start 
with one and a half tons of fuel, which 
is absurd.

“Hence, before we can fly across 
without Stopping we must find a better 
fuel than petrol, or a more efficient 
motor or the machine which requires 
less than a 440 pound thrust; and no 
doubt we shall succeed. Meanwhile, I 
consider, the scheme of flying across 
with stoppages to replenish perfectly 
practicable. It is merely a question of 
luck and having two days' clear 
weather. A slight following wind 
would make a great difference.

“One would use. I suppose, two 
engines, or perhaps an engine of which 
half could be In use at a time, as 
sometimes is done with a 14 cylinder 
gynome. It would be arranger for 
the man who is not driving to lie down 
and rest. The hydro-aeroplane Is the 
machine of the future for crossing the

Winnipeg, March 31.—Reviewing the; 
general conditions in the country and- 
the probable date of the beginning of 
the seeding, the Free Press this morn­
ing says;

“According to Information received 
from 200 points In the west, while the 
snow Is deep at a number of points, 
varying from 13 Inches to three feet, 
that on the whole the country Is very 
clear, also that seeding will be general 
between April 1 and 20, and while this 
Is on an average of from 10 to 12 days 
later than the beg'nmng of tho seed­
ing in 1912. It may easily be a better 
record; as the cany seeding of 1912 
was followed by two weeks of very 
heavy frosts, which damaged a con­
siderable amount of the grain In the 
ground which harl id he reseeded.

“The snowfall througho-it the whole 
of the three provinces has been un­
usually heavy and there is an abund­
ance of moisture, In some sections so 
much moisture that it will retard 

plowing.
"Many districts, especially in Mani­

toba. report that plowing Is behind, bnt, 
on the other hand, a very large num­
ber of the districts report a larger per­
centage of cultivated land ready for 
seed this year, this has been the case 
for the last five years, taking this 
dt-y in connection with newly broken 
land and the area promises to be large. 

There Is apparently no lack of good 
seed this year. In reply to that ques­
tion the answer was almost invariably 
that there was plenty of good seed. 
There were a few excsplons, however. 
Six points reported an actual scarcity 
of the seed, and two places reported 
poor seed and Inability of*the farm­
ers to get money from the brinks to 
buy better seed. Very many points 
reported that large quantités of mar 
quis wheat would be seeded this year. 

“With reference to the last question: 
What percentage of the crop o< 1912 

is ' still to be marketed?’ the replies 
received would Indicate that from 100 
to 15 to 20 per cent of the crop Is still 
In the hands of the producer; one point 
reported 50 per .cent, of the crop still 
in the farmer's hands. One or two 
places reported as high as 86 and 40 
per cent, but on the whole the reports 
would Indicate that the volume of the 
grain to come forward after seeding Is 
comparatively light. In the matter of 
unthreshed grain it Is principally con­
fined to flax and of the point» heard 
from only 18 reports threshed to be 
done, and of these the percentage vary 
from five to fifty per cent, of the crop, 

“To sum up there Is an abundant 
supply of moisture, a fair amount of 
ground ready for seeding, plenty of 
good seed, and the season not unduly 
late, if present favorable weather con 
tlnues.

Who May Vote.
For the benefit of those persons who 

may not be familiar with the provisions 
of the election law relative to the 
qualifications of voters, it may be 
stated that persons are qualified to be 
registered as voters who are male per­
sons of the age of twenty-one years 
and British subjects.

To be qualified to vote, such per­
sons musf have resided in the pro­
vince one year and In the polling sub­
division three months prior to the date 
on which the registration lists are 
closed.

Any such person who has resided 
In the province for one year but not In 
his polling precinct three months, has 
the right to be registered and vote In 
the poll In which he has resided.

Any such person does not lose his 
right to vote by being absent from his 
place of residence for temporary pur­
poses.
