MAY MEAN REVOLUTION

Ex-President Prevents Money Intep-

New York, Sept. 3.—A special to
the Toronto World says: Only those
near the centre, or in close touch with
the great mercantile interests and
the banking institutions that are clear
of speculation, can imagine how deep
and widespread is the anxiety as to
the future, A financial or political
revolution might burst forth at any
momeant, or a great tragedy fill the
papers. Roosevelt has again upset
everything.

The financial situation in the
United States does not improve. Wall
street is busy cursing Roosevelt.

Wall street wants to be allowed to
continue in its old way of robbing the
public. Roosevelt's agitation prevents
that; as a consequence the American
public will not buy Wall street securi-
ties, and the foreign investor, better
posted than anyone else, is afraid of a
financial or political panic. So Foose-
velt is cursed as the cause.

Calls Wal| Streét Bad.

The thing that ig absolutely bad is
1 Wall street, and until Wall street is
jreformed and the big interests change
their methods, political and financial
disturbances are in sight. There is
lots of honest banking in Wal] street,
but much cold-blooded swindling of
the investor has been done there, and
they arc ready to do more if they
can.

The production of the farmers is
all right, but manufacturing is dis-
turbed; money is not to be thad for
needed developments in many lines;
those who are able are setting their
sajls for a storm. General business
could soon right jtself, but Wall
street and its methods block the road.
Only a revolution will get away from
the wholesale swindling methods that
have developed in Wall street, and
only a revolution wil] cure the evils
;and burdens that the big interests
have imposed upon the public, and
upon business.

Sept. 4.—The
currency out of New
iYOrk was the main feature in the
financial situation last week. Both the
domestic interior and Canada made
lheavy regquisitions on New York's
holdings of cash. The remaining sur-
Plus is too considerable still to have
left any actual scarcity of supplies,
and the demand, especially for call
loans in the stock market, was scarce-
‘ly more than nominal. A stiffening of
"interest rates, occurred, nevertheless
‘the rate of the outflow gave warning
of future needs ang had a sentimental
 influence on lenders.
The Crops.

The rapid movement of wheat to
market is an influence in the large
demand for currency, and this move-
ment promises, alsoa prompt improve-
i ment in the crop situation of the west-
'_ern banks.

The stagnation of the stock market
‘and the nominal rate for call loans
! provide no inducement for the great
' banks, which made it a rule not to
place loans on call at less than 2 per
cent. With the rate until last week
i ruling below that figure, funds were
‘allowed to lie idle. Advices regarding
'the western credit position were de-
clared to be satisfactory.

In addition to the active demand for
currency to move the grain crops now
developing, there remains the pos-
sibility of extra requirements to move
the cotton crop. The week's stock
market was greatly neglected, reflect-
ing nothing more than the perfunctory
operations of professional traders. Po-
litical considerations were called Qdis-
turbing. President Taft’s letter was
taken to herald the reopening of tariff
revision, and Colonel Roosevelt’'s west-
ern speeches were expected to revive
the movement to restrict corporation
powers. It was supposed that a direct
'effect might be produced on the con-

ENGLISH AVIATOR LEADS
IN HARVARD TOURNEY

Grahame-White in a Bleriot
Makes Marvellous Flight.

[Associated Press.]

Atlantic, Mass.,, Sept. 4.—Daring
aviators of two continents met at the
new Harvard aviation field at Atlantic
Saturday on the opening of the Har-
vard-Boston aero meet, which will be
continued through the next ten days.
Early today Claude Grahame-White,
of England, sent his Bleriot monoplane
three times around the course, doing
the six miles in a little over seven
minutes.

By afternoon the wind had dropped
to three miles and the air was fllled
with man-birds. Ralph Johnstone and
Walter Brookins went up in Wright
machines, followed by Charles F.
Willard, Grahame-White and Clifford
B. Harmon.

A drizzling rain fell during all the
afternoon flizhts, and the crowds were
leaving when Grahame-White came
out in his Bleriot for a sensational
flight. In a three-lap flight he did
the five and a quarter mileg in six
minutes and five seconds, the best
speed of the day. "

Summarizing the events of the day,
there were one entry in the bomh-
dropping contests, two for speed, three
for endurance and three for distance.
Mr. White did some remarkable work
in the bomb-dropping contest, drop-
ping two of his ten shells into the
funnelg of the model battleships, while
all but one of his other shots dropped
on some portions of the battleships’
surface. :

Johnstone easily secured first place
in both the endurance and distance
events with hig 22 laps of the course,
his time in the air being 1:20:13, and
his distance travelled 3815 miles.

Under the system of points, which
will prevail through the meet, the
men have the following standing to-
night: White, 9; Johnstone, 4; Brook-
ins, 2; Willard 2.

Deauville, France, Sept. 4.—Leon
Morane, the French aviator, yesterday
made a sensational flight, eclipsing his
own world’s record for altitude by
flying to a height of 8,471 feet. The
previous altitude record was 7,054 feet,
made by himself last Monday at the
Havre aviation meeting.

Just when the aviator reached his
highest mark, the motor of the ma-
chine stopped, and the monoplane be-
gan a long and remarkable glide to-]
ward the earth. The bird-man|
plunged downward at a tremendous
rate, and reached the ground 1.24
miles from the aerodrome

The huge crowd that had gathered
on the aviation field saw Morane plan-
ing downward with frightful rapidity,
and it was feared the aviator had
met with an accident. Several auto-
mobiles were dispatched hurriedly to
the place, where it wag expected the
machine would be dashed to pieces.

Morane was found, dazed but not hurt,
in the seat of the undamaged mono-
' plane, holding a barometer in his
"hands. IIe explained that he had tried
frwithout success to start the motor,
jand that the velocity of the descent
'caused attacks of nausea and mad-
| dening hammering of the ear drums,
{ while the violent gusts of wind
ithreatened to capsize the craft. Never-
| theless, he controlled the machine in
{its wild flight, and ‘;as able at the
.last moment to avert a barbed wire
fence narrowly and land easily,

where No. 2 has the power to start
such work.

They
must know intimately the growth of
the debenture issues, and the subse-
quent expense to be met out of the
general rate, and they would on that
score be in a position to better judge
the ability of the city to meet the
expenditure, and could very easily
curb the growth of this debt. How-
ever, this is the work of the whole
council, and because some of the other
members have been taking an interest
in this work, with the intention of
keeping the expenditure within rea-
sonable limits, there are decided ob-
jections. The board of works must
merely perform the work. after it is
initiated. I cannot see why some of
us should be singled out by the board
of works when we have as much, per-
haps more to do, with the finances
of the city than the other com-
mittees.”
Overdrafts Galore.

The certain overdraft that will face
No. 3 committee at the end of the
season ig attracting attention to the
other committees. It was stated that
the board of works will have some
difficulty in making ends meet, while
the manufacturers’ and reception
committee is certain to have an over-
draft.

FOUR MONTHS ADRIFT
ON THE OPEN SEA
A Living and a Dead Man in an
Open Boat Picked Up in
Indian Ocean.

Liverpool, Sept. 4—The sea is not
as prosaic as it is believed to be. It
continues to produce a thrilling story
now and then. The latest tale of the
kind ig reported by Captain Goodwin
of the steamship Telemachus of this
port.

On his last voyage he picked up in
the Indian Ocean a man who had been
in an open boat for four months. When
discovered the man was barely allve.
He recovered quickly enough under
the care of the officers of the Tele-
machus,

The Telemachus sailed from Birken-
head April 16 bound for China and
Japan via the Suez Canal and the
straits. The tale is told simply by
the captain in a report to his Liver-
pool office.

“On the 7th of May in latitude 9.38
N., longitude 65.3¢ E.”” says Capt.
Goodwin, “we overhauled a schooner-
rigged boat, and found in her one liv-
ing emaciated man and one dead one.
We got the living man on board and
have brought him on here,

“The boat was blown on the Sey-
chelles Islands on the 8th of January
last, and had been drifting and sail-
ing aimlessly about for four months.
It sounds almost incredible, but as a
matter of interest I inclose a copy of
the statement made by the survivor,
also a copy of a letter in French from
the owner to the man in charge of
the boat. The survivor speaks French,
and his statement was taken down in
that language and translated by our
purser.”

The survivor's story is as follows:

“My name is J— G—, aged 19. I
was third hand on the schooner-rigged
boat Sea Queen, owned by my father,
W— G—, of Anse Royale, Mahe, Sey-
chelles Islands.

“In company with Atherdore Vidot,
captain, and Henry Clothide, second
hand, I sailed from the port of Vic-
toria, Mahe, on Jan. 8, 1910, at 10 a.m.,
for Anse Royale, with a cargo of rice,
intending to sail from there for L’'lle
du Nord for a cargo of guano for
Takamaka, Mahe.

“On Jan. 9 the weather was very
bad, heavy rain falling, and it was
very misty. This continued until
noon, when it cleared up. We then
became aware that we had been blown
out of our course and ‘out of sight of
the islands, and our captain did not
know where we had got to.

“We sailed about for a considerable
time, endeavoring to get a sight of
land, but could not see any. We, how-
ever, eventually sighted a Liverpooi
passenger steamer. I saw Liverpool on
her stern, but do not know her name.
Our captain went on board and they
gave him some potatoes, onions, a keg
of fresh water and some clothes. They
refused to take us on board, but di-
rected us to steer a north northeast
course from where we were.

“We continued sailing, not knowing
our whereabouts, and lost all count of
times and dates until our fresh water
was used up. We occasionally had
rain and we collected all we possibly
could. We caught some fish, but now
having no fresh water or fuel we were
unable to cook it, and had to eat it
raw. I was reduced to drinking salt
water for I think quite a month be-
fore I was rescued,

“I cannot remember all that hap-
pened or the dates, but Henry Cloth-
ide died of thirst before our potatoes
were finished, and we put his body
overboard, The captain died some
time before I was rescued by the Tele-
machus, but I had not strength enough
left to put his body overboard.

“l saw two steamers before I was
picked up, but evidently they did not
notice me and sailed away.”

GIRLS TREED BY A BULL

Red Sweater Worn by One of Them
Offended the Animal.

Newmarket, N. J, Sept. 4—Miss
Susle Green and her sister Helen were
yesterday crossing a fleld on John
Bascomb’s farm when a bull took
offence at a red sweater worn by Susie,
ang charged at them. The girls
climbed a tree and were perched
there for three hours before help came.

The charges of the bull agalnst the
body of the tree nearly shook them
from their perches. The bellowing of
the beast attracted farmhands, who
drove him Into enother lot and helped
the young women down.

The bull never was known to attack
anybody before, and the owner con-
cluded that it must have been the red
sweater that aroused it.

METZ IN PERIL

New York’s Former Controller Threat-
ened With Death,

[By Associated Press.[

New York, Sept. 4.—Among the
communications and mail awaiting the
arrival of former Controller Herman
A. Metz, who returned from Europe,
was a letter filled with abuse, threats
and bad spelling. The matter was re-
ported to the police.

The letter was mailed in Manhattan
on the day of the Gaynor shooting i1
Hoboken, and was unsigned,

It said, in part:

“Your turn is next, though you ac-
tually did what the present victim
(mayor) is only accused of doing, as
my children for many a hungry day
and might can testify. I will kill you,
if I have to hang for it. Twice I had
you under my gun in the last six
months.”

MUST BELP WIVES
FIGHT THE TEMPTER

Ruling of Supreme Court Judge
Concerning Superseded
Husbands.

Trenton, Sept. 4.—That a husband
must help his wife to fight the tempter
on pain of losing his standing in @
court of law was the doctrine laid
down by Chief Justice Gummere and
the supreme court of New Jersey to-
day. Because a Paterson man failed
12 that respect the court held that the
verdict of $400 damages for alienation
against the other man in the case was
sufficient. The doctrine, stated by the
chief justice himself at length, was
sald to be a departure in the juris-
prudence of the state.

The case which originated in Pater-
son, where Oscar K. Ingerleid and his
wife lived, has been in the courts for
about two years. The pair were mar-
ried in 1907 and lived together till 1908,
Then was about the time that the hug-
band saw or suspected things that he
didn’t like, and then, according to the
court, was the time for him to have
stood beside his wife instead of keep-
ing in the background.

From the facts gleaned from the de-
cision Ingerleid made up his mind in
1908 that he would take his wife on a
trip to Pennsyilvania. Whether or not
he was certain that she would not go
when he asked her was not stated.
Nevertheless he proposed the trip. She
did refuse or failed to go. He packed
his grip and left the house. However,
he did not go far.

But late at night he returned to the
house, and, pulline off his shoes at the
front steps, crept in nolselessly. He
went to a room upstairs and walted.
In the course of time he heard other
footsteps, and after a time he broke
into a room.

The man he found was the defend-
ant in this sult, he declared, Edward
Bullen. Suit for allienation was be-
gun and a verdict of $400 was ob-
tained from the jury which heard the
evidence. But the husband thought
he was entitled to more. And this is
what the chief justice has to say on
that point:

“It would be going too far to say
that the action of the plaintiff in this
case justified the conclusion that he
actually connived {n his wife's down-
fall. A husband may properly watch
his wife whom he suspects of improp-
er conduct in order to obtain a proof
of the fact, and such conduct on his
part does mot constitute connivance.
He is not justified, however, in mak-
ing opportunities for her to violate
her vows, and this the plaintiff in the
present case very plainly did.

“He failed in the duty which he
owed to her when he first observed
the lessening of her affection and the
troubled condition of her mind. It is
evident that this was the time when
she first began to doubt her power to

resist the temptation to which she was A

being subjected by the defendant.
Then, if ever, was when she needed
the help of her husband, and in the
time of her peril he failed her. In-
stead of trying to hold her, to aid her
In the hour of her need, he stood aloof
and left her to fight her temptation
alone, and at the last himself created
the opportunity for her fall.”

A PRINCESS GIVES
HER LIFE TO CHARITY

The Grand Duchess Elizabeth of

Russia an Angel of Mercy
to the Poor.

Berlin, S-pt. 4.—A touching account
of the life of a German princess de-
voted to ithe cause of humanity will

be published in a few days dealing
with the tragic history of the Grand
Duchess Elizabeth, widow of Grand
Duke Sergius of Russia.

Grand Duchess Elizabeth is a Ger-
man princess by birth, and is a sister
of the reigning grand duke of Hesse,
and also of the Czarina. Her husband
was. assassinated in the streets of
Moscow on Feb. 17, 1905, being shat-
tered by a bomb thrown at him. The
grand duchess, who was in the palace
hardly a stone’s throw away, and
heard the explosion, realized through
her woman’s instinct, its terrible im-
port, rushed to the spot and found her
husband’s mutilated body lying where
it had been struck down by the as-
sassin’'s hand.

After that terrible experience the
grand duchess withdrew from all the
gayeties of life and set to work to
ameliorate the sufferings of the
masses of the population in her
adopteg country. She has founded
hospitals and nursing homes and all
sorts of institutions for similar pur-
poses. She herself directs operations
and devotes eight to ten hours & day
to the laborious work of superintend-
Ing the different branches of her
charitable activity.

She devotes virtually the whole of
her immense income, amounting ap-
proximately to $625,000, to the cause of
charity, and the suffering poor in and
around Moscow and in the vicinity of
several of her estates in other parts of
Russia have learned to regard her as
a living saint. Not content with di-
recting operations, she also particip-
ates In the active work of her various
institutions,

Sometimes she works as a nurse,
sometimes as a visitor to the poor,
sometimes she attends as a domestic
servant the destitute harbored in her
refuges far aged paupers. On such
occasions she dons the dress of a
nurse or servant and performs the ne-
cessary duties without revealing her
ldentity to the inmates of the differ-
ent homes.

In many cases the other 'nurses or
members of the staff have been un-
aware of her identity, so that in this
way she has convinced herself of the
precise inner workings of the institu-
tions and has revealed breaches of
discipline and good conduct on the
part of the staffs, especially with re-
gard to the treatment of the patients.

The book dealing with the.Grand
Duchess Elizabeth’s life will be a most
touching human document—the story

of the self-sacrifice of a noble ‘woman
polgnantly ceonceivable grief, decided
to devote the remainder of her life ta
the alleviation of suffering.
