FOES ON GOOD TERMS OTHERS MAY FOLLOW

Greeks and Turks Travel Amicably 
While Hurrying Home to Fight 

Nation.

The Holy Name Society of St. 
Mary’s Church was addressed last 
night in St. Mary’s Hall by Mr. M. P. 
McDonagh. The speaker took up the 
subject of woman suffrage from the 
standpoint of those who are opposed 
to extending the franchise to women. 
He said he preferred calling it forcing 
the franchise on women, because there 
was abundant evidence to show that 
the majority of women do not desire 
to have the franchise. He pointed out 
that a few years ago a referendum on 
this question was submitted to the 
women of Massachusetts that every 
opportunity was given to the women to 
vote, and that out of half a million who 
might have voted, only about twenty- 
two thousands did vote in favor of ex­
tending the franchise to women. This 
means that 96 per cent, of the women 
do not wish to exercise the franchise, 
who, if a law were passed for that 
purpose, would be compelled to under­
take a burden which is obnoxious to 
them. He eulogized women for their 
many pre-eminent virtues, and said that 
forcing upon them the duties of gov­
ernment would rob them of all that 
was amiable, gentle, tender and attrac­
tive, and would give them nothing in 
return but “masculine boldness and 
brazen effrontery."

He pointed out also that in Wyom­
ing, where women have had the fran­
chise for 42 years, and in Utah and 
Colardo and other states where wo­
men suffrage prevails, the laws are not 
any better, and, in fact, in many cases 
not as favorable for women and chil- 
dren as they are in other places, where 
men only vote. Wyoming and Utah 
children are prohibited from working 
in mines only, whereas in many of the 
other states, where men only vote, 
children under 14 are prohibited from 
working in very many other specified 
employments. He also called attention 
to the fact that in Ontario, where men 
only vote, women have fuller oppor­
tunities of disposing of their property 
free from the consent of their hus­
bands than men have. In closing he 
appealed to the men present to do 
what they could to prevent women be­
ing compelled to undertake the unnat­
ural, unnecessary and disagreeable 
burden of government that they may 
be free in future as in the past for 
much more important services to the 
community, which at the same time are 
much more congenial to ber nature, 
and in every way more desirable.

LABOR DISPUTES
Number of Strikes in October Double 

Those of Last Year.
Ottawa, Nov. 14.—The preliminary 

estimate of the number of labor dis­
putes in October, issued by the depart­
ment of labor, shows that the number 
of strikes was about twice as great as 
that recorded during the same month 
of last year, although there was no 
material change from conditions dur­
ing the previous month of the present 
year. The dispute of coal miners in 
Vancouver Island continued through­
out October, this being the only dis­
pute in which a great number of men 
were involved. About twenty-o.ie dis­
putes were in existence, ten of which 
commenced during the month. Up­
wards of 4,300 employees were In­
volved in these disputes, which caused 
a loss of about 98,000 working days.

tion of the realities has smoothed the 
path of diplomacy it will, if Bulgaria 
holds her hand, result in Constanti­
nople, the Dardanelles, and, perhaps, 
some other parts of her European pos­
sessions being left to her and prevent 
a scramble for them by the powers. 
There are other serious questions, 
among them art notably those of the 
position of Albania and of the Servian 
ambition to have a port on the Adria­
tic Sea.

The Albanians are taking steps to 
make their country independent, and 
besides publishing a proclamation of 
autonomy, the Albanian nationalist or­
ganization has isuped a protest against 
any attempt to interfere with the free­
dom and integrity of the country.

The organization also makes the 
charge that Servians have secretly 
murdered all the Albanian prisoners of 
war.

As to the Adriatic, which, according 
to a report from Alessio today, the 
Servians have not yet reached, there 
is no official change in the Austrian or 
the Servian attitude.

Hopeful Outlook.
The tendencies of the powers to real­

ize each other's interests make the out­
look even more hopeful today, however, 
and especially in view of Russia’s de­
termination not to go to war about the 
matter. It is thought that a European 
conference will find a way out of the 
difficulties presenting themselves.

A dispatch from Alessio confirms the 
previous reports that the Montenegrin 
army advancing on that town had suf­
fered a reverse. The Montenegrins 
were unable to take the town owing 
to the Mirdite tribesmen joining forces 
with the Turks. The Montenegrins 
were driven back as far as the Boy- 
ana River.
