London. May 10.—“Why fear death? It is the most beautiful ad­

venture in life,” were the last words of Charles Frohman before he went 
down with the Lusitania, according to Miss Rita Jolivet, an actress 
with whom he was talking calmly just before the end came.

Miss Jolivet. who was among the survivors taken to Queenstown, 
said she and Mr. Frohman were standing on deck as the Lusitania 
heeled over. They decided not to trust themselves to lifeboats, although 
Mr. Frohman believed the ship .was doomed. It was after reaching this 
decision that he declared he had no fear of death.

London. May 10—3:55 p.m. —The First 

Lord of the Admiralty, Winston Spencer 
Churchill, stated in the House of Com­
mons this afternoon that Capt. Turner 
of the Lusitania had acknowledged re­
ceipt of messages from the admiralty 
giving him warning and directions for, 
the course he was to take.

Knew of Warnings.
"The admiralty had general knowledge 

of the German warning issued in Amer- 
ica.” Mr. Churchill declared, "and from 
that knowledge and other information 
concerning submarine movements it 
sent warnings to the Lusitania and 
directions as to her course. I think, 
however. It is not right to go Into the 
matter in detail, as it is going to be a 
subject of inquiry, and it might appear 
that it was endeavoring to throw blame 
on the captain of the Lusitania in a 
matter which will be a subject of full 
investigation."

Continuing. Mr. Churchill said thisI 
investigation would be conducted by 
Lord Mersey, assisted by skilled asses- 
sors, and that it would be opened with­
out avoidable delay.I

Questions Asked.
Mr. Churchill’s remarks were drawn 

by questions from Lord Charles Beres- 
ford and others asking for details as to 
what speed the Lusitania was making 
when she was torpedoed, whether there; 
was a patrol boat in that locality,! 
whether all points where vessels arrive 
and depart are now adequately patroll- 
led, what provisions were made in the| 
case of the Lusitania in view of the| 
warning issued in America, whether Mr. i 
Churchill was aware that, previously to : 
last Friday, German submarines had for 1 
some time been actively at work on the, 
mouth coast of Ireland, whether he was| 
aware that the admiralty had provided, 
torpedo-boat destroyers and other 
naval vessels to meet on the south 
coast of Ireland steamers carrying| 
horses from the United States on Gov- 
ernment account to convoy them to 
Liverpool, and finally, what arrange- 
ments, if any. were made to convoy and: 
protect the Lusitania?

EXPECTED ATTACK.
[Special Cable to The Advertiser.]

Kinsale, Ireland, May 10.—That bej 
had knowledge that an attempt was to; 
be made to torpedo the Lusitania was 
the statement made by the commander 
of the ill-fated liner here today.

Testifying at the inquest into the 
deaths of five victims of the disaster, 
who were brought here, the captain said 
that, although the voyage was without 
incident up to the. time his ship was 
struck, he had received information that 
an attempt would be made to sink him.

Few Losses.
Mr. Churchill, replying to further i 

questions, spoke as follows:
"The shocking exception of the Lusi: 

tania should not divert the attention of| 
the House of Commons and the country - 
from the fact that Great Britain’s entire i 
seaport trade has been carried on with-\ 
out appreciative loss. The generalI 
principle regarding the providing of an| 
escort is that merchant traffic must look; 
after itself, subject to the general ar­
rangements of the admiralty, and there 
is no reason to suppose that this prin­
ciple is not entirely successful."

Advice Adopted.
Andrew Bonar Law, leader of the Op­

position in the House, asked If a report 
had been received from the captain of 
the Lusitania showing that the instruc- I 
tions of the admiralty had come to his i 
hands. Mr. Churchill replied that both 
messages had been acknowledged. The 
second acknowledgement came a very 
short time before the attack was made.

-Lord Charles Beresford then inquired 
if Premier Asquith had rece ved his let­
ter of April 15. warning him of the peril 
that met the Lusitania and whether this 
warning had gone unheeded. Mr. 
Churchill answered that Premier As­
quith had handed him Lord Beresford’s 
letter, and that it had been carefully 
studied at the admiralty. So far from 
being unheeded, a great many of the 
measures recomrr ended already had been 
adopted on the largest possible scale.

Information Untrue.
Asked if the German submarine which 

sank the Lusitania was of a larger type 
than anything known prior to April 14, 
Mr Churchill replied: "I have no knowl­
edge of the size or number of this sub- 
marine."

Questioned regarding a letter sent to 
the admiralty ten days ago. giving in- 
formation concerning the supposed type 
of this submarine, Mr Churchill said the 
information contained in this communi­
cation was wholly untrue, and that the 
farts which had given rise to the sup­
position were known to the admiralty.

It is reported in Rome that if Italy de­
cides to enter the war she will do so by 
declaring war on Turkey.

The situation in Flanders and the 
Carpathians, where the critical battles 
of the present phase of the war are be­
ing fought, is still obscure. On the west­
ern front both the Germans and their 
opponents claim considerable gains. In 
the Carpathians a similar situation ex- 
ists, for though the Russians admit re- 
verses at the hands of the Austrians 
and Germans, they concede no such ser­
ious defeats as are indicated by the 
statements from Berlin and Vienna, and 
assert that the Teutonic allies are now 
being checked.

An aerial raid within forty miles of 
London was made early today. Various 
conflicting reports were received from 
the Essex coast, one of which said seri­
ous damage to property and some loss 
of life had been caused by bombs drop­
ped by the raiders. It was reported also 
that four Zeppelins tock part in the raid. 
Another dispatch, however, said that, 
while several air craft took part, it had 
not been established whether they were 
Zeppelins or aeroplanes. The towns of 
South End, West Cliff-on-Sea and Leigh 
appear to have been attacked.

"Three new German attacks to the 
north of Lombaertzyde were repulsed 
yesterday.

“To the east of St. Georges our mar­
ine fusiliers took possession of the 
Union Farm, very strongly fortified by 
the Germans, and also of a position fur­
ther to the east. They made about SO 
prisoners.

Dunkirk Bombarded.
"Dunkirk was again bombarded this 

morning at about 6 o’clock, two shells 
being thrown.

"In the region to the north of Arras 
we have maintained all the important 
gains reported in the communication of 
yesterday evening.

“Along the rest of the front, particu­
larly in the Argonne and in Alsace, at 
Sillakerwasen, there was a continua­
tion of the artillery fighting."

What About U. S. A.?
"What will happen now? The great, 

proud nation—the United States—is the 
neutral country mostly affected by this 
latest outrage. The simple fact is that 
citizens of that great country have been 
barbarously murdered. It Is not for 
me to say what their action ought tc 
be, but I feel sure the United States 
will be guided not merely by the mone­
tary interests of the country, but by 
feelings that becomes a great nation 
among other nations of the world."

Bonar Law said that if the sinking 
of the Lusitania had the effect he be- 
lieved it would upon the feelings, not 
only of British soldiers, but of the 
whole nation, "then we can thank the 
Germans for this last instance of their 
barbarous methods."

No War Likely.
When the cabinet meets tomorrow. 

President Wilson will probably present 
to his colleagues his ideas of what the 
Government’s policy should be.

It is now certain that the President 
does not intend to call Congress in extra 
session. This disposes for the present 
at least of the suggestion that Ger­
many’s action will cause the United 
States to be drawn into the European 
conflict.

Considerations such as the military 
Impotence of the United States to affect 
the course of the struggle abroad and 
the possibility that the entry of this 
country into the war would automatical­
ly cause a reduction in supplies of am- 
muntion to the Allies because of the 
greater need at home, have influenced 
many officials to the belief that the dis­
approval of the United States can be 
voiced in a far more effective way with­
out declaring war.

Withdraw Ambassador.
The withdrawal of Ambassador Ger- 

ard without actually severing diplomatic 
relations has been suggested in some 
official quarters as one way of indicat­
ing the feeling of the American Govern­
ment. Other officials intimate that 3 
complete severance of diplomatic rela­
tions until a complete reparation and 
apology is made probably would con­
form to the wishes of the American pub­
lic opinion.

Before any such point is reached, how­
ever, certain preliminary steps most 
likely will be followed.
