Crown Prince Now Within

London, Eng., June 26.—Every surface indication 
today pointed to the beginning of the long-expected 
super-offensive of the Allies.

Breaking out with a terrific smash against the 
Austrian front, the Italians drove the Austrians back 
yesterday on a front of mure than fifteen miles. They 
recaptured seven positions taken by Austrian crown 
prince in his recent drive in the Trentino, including 
the row of strongly fortified works resting upon 
Asiago. Gen. Cadorna is reported to be driving home 
this new offensive with great power.

BRITISH BATTERING TRENCHES.
At practically the same hour that the Italian rush began, British 

artillery broke loose with a battering attack agains the German trenches 
from La Bassee Canal southward to the Somme. Both British and 
German official statements comment on the violence of this attack, 
which in certain sectors approached the intensity of the drum fire that 
precedes an infantry blow. Thus far no word has reached London of , 
the beginning of the expected British infantry attack.

RUSSIANS DRIVING HARD.
Dispatches from Berlin today reported that the Russians, instead 

of being disheartened by their temporary check in Volhynia, are bring­
ing immense numbers of reserves into action and have renewed their 
vigorous attacks to reach Kovel. In the southeast the Slavs have 
cleared Bukowina of the enemy and are entering the passes of the 
Carpathians. German correspondents emphasize the fiery character of 
the Russian attacks and the inexhaustible supplies of men and muni­
tions, as if to prepare their readers for further Russian successes.

RUMANIA PREPARING.
Reports that Rumania is displaying military activity, coming from 

German sources today, coincide with other dispatches that the pro- 
Ally party at Bucharest is urging Rumania’s entrance into the war 
while the Russians are driving home their victories in Bukowina. 
Berlin reported that the fourth Rumanian army corps is being mobilized 
near the Bukowina frontier.

WAS CASEMENT’S
SAYS THE CROWN[Canadian Press.]

Paris, June 26.—The Germans are 
now three-quarters of a mile from the 
French lines immediately in front of 
the fortress of Verdun, but no opera­
tion has as yet been undertaken else­
where to relieve the pressure on the 
citadel.

The official statement issued by the 
French WaT office last night, says:

Pause for Breath.
“No important event beyond the 

usual cannonade to record on the rest 
of the front.” This is taken to show 
that the French command, viewing the 
situation as a strategic whole, looks 
on the tactical success of the Germans 
on the right bank of the Meuse as of 
but momentary significance. Exhausted 
by the murderous fighting of the past 
three days, the enemy has been forced 
to pause for breath under cover of the 
rain of ten and twelve-inch shells with 
which he has pounded the French 
lines.

London, June 26.—A dispatch to the Times says: Events at Verdun 

again imperiously demand attention, and again the soldiers of France 
exact respect. The Germans are pushing harder than ever before. The 
French line is dented. The Germans have progressed. Measured in miles 
the advance is very slight and purchased at a heavy cost, but the price 
always has been forthcoming.

NOW OR NEVER.
It is now or never for the Germans, and every hundred yards of 

progress now made is more significant than every mile of progress 
made in the first months of the battle. It is but a very scant margin 
which now separates the French or Germans from victory.

THE MORAL EFFECT.
For whatever may be the military effects of a German victory 

from that point of view the victory is already to the French—the moral 
importance of the success to the crown prince would be very great. 
It will, however, require more than the fall of Verdun, permanently to 
affect the French morale. France knows she is struggling for her ex­
istence, and that defeat spells slavery. The country s determination to 
die as a race in the glory of the battlefield rather than in the ignominy 
of servitude, remains intact and grim through the struggle. The coun­
try’s faith in ultimate victory remains unshaken.

Foot by foot the defence of Verdun continues, and throughout the 
country there is a consciousness that at Verdun the question of defeat 
or victory now is being settled, and settled in favor of the Ailles.

The attack which is now in progress must be considered as the 
final push of the Germans.

Leader of Irish Rebellion 
Pleads Not Guilty to the 

Charge.

A deputation of wholesale drygoods 
merchants, wholesalers, etc., will go to 
Ottawa tonight to discuss tariff mat­
ters with the minister of customs, 
Hon. Dr. Reid.

1916, no alcoholic drinks other 
than ale, porter and lager will be 
sold over the bar of this or any 
other hotel in the city of London 
between the hours of 5 and 8 p.m. 
(standard time) to either civilians 
or soldiers. By order of the 
license inspector of the city of 
London."

No Rest for Germans.
"The Germans spent yesterday 

strengthening their new gains and 
elaborating plans for a further thrust 
with the object of working around 
Souville by the northwest from Fleury. 
The French artillery, however, gave 
their foe no rest. From Iroide Terre, 
Belleville, St. Michel and Souville. the 
French guns concentrated a terrific 
fire on the German lines, and prepara­
tions were made to resist the pending 
onslaught and counter-attack at the 
right time.

"There were indications last night 
that the Germans were preparing to 
attack also on the left banks of the 
river. They apparently alm to push 
forward their lines there to corre­
spond with their advance on the right, 
and so prevent the French from trans­
ferring reserves across the river.

Casement Pale.

wigs, took their seats, the case was 
called and Sir Roger Casement was 
brought in by a policeman to answer to 
the charge of high treason. The pris­
oner was pale. His black hair and beard 
were neatly trimmed, and he wore a 
black cutaway and a black tie, with a 
white band in his waistcoast collar.

Sir Roger bowed to the justices, and 
the chief justice returned the salutation 
with equal formality. The prisoner 
stood leaning on the iron railing, with 
folded arms, while the clerk read the 
long indictment.

The indictment.
The indictment followed in legal points 

that returned against Col. Arthur 
Lynch, who fought against the British 
in the Boer War. When asked if he 
was guilty or not guilty, Sir Roger bow­
ed and muttered something which was 
inaudible. His chief counsel. Alexander 
Sullivan of Dublin, arose quickly and 
argued that the indictment set forth 
was “no offensive known to the law," 
and that none of the acts specified was 
alleged to have taken place in any 
territory over which the King had any 
jurisdiction. After consultation the court 
ruled that any exceptions to the indict­
ment in a case of such importance could 
be taken after the hearing without
