North Pacific marine men, and one as 
hard as any to satisfactorily account for 
rests upon the palatial Queen, of the 
Pacific Coast Company’s fleet, now en­
gaged in the northern service.

The governor of 
this ken, and the mayor of the city, with 
this purpose in view, have just Issued In­
vitations to a garden party on a grand 
scale, while In Osaka and Kobe, on occa­
sions of the turning over of the foreign 
concessions to Japanese control, formal 
ceremonies were held and speeches made, 
In wlleh the most friendly sentiment pre­
vailed on both sides. All things consider­
ed, while some freely predict that in less 
than a year Japan will be heartily sick of 
her new bargain, the general view Is that 
the best of augerles attend the opening of 
the new era.

Americans here are feeling humiliated by 
the fact that one of their countrymen, 
reversely emulating Commodore Perry, is 
the first, in the new order of things, to 
bring upon himself the heavy hand of Jap­
anese justice. Revision day was scarcely 
five hours old when a cold blooded murder 
was committed upon an American named 
Ward by another named Miller, the latter 
adding two Japanese women to the number 
of his victims. The trial will be watched 
with great Interest, as the first to show 
Japanese methods of criminal procedure 
with foreigners.

There was little general interest be­

fore the board during the first part of 
the evening. Mr. W. W. Northcott for­
warded copies of directions for life-sav­
ing in cases of drowning, which were 
received with thanks, and discussed at 
length by Trustee Marchant.

City Clerk Dowler, in answer to the 
board’s request that a sidewalk, be laid 
on the south side of Yates street and a 
culvert be constructed on tho Victoria 
West school grounds, wrote that both 
matters had been referred to the city 
engineer.

Miss Laura Tingley and Miss L. An­
derson applied for positions as pupil- 
teachers, both being graduates of the 
Victoria High school and holders of first- 
class B certificates. Their applications 
were accepted.

The finance committee recommended 
the .payment of accounts amounting to 
$1.973.77, which were passed.

Just before going into committee of the 
whole to discuss the status of the teach­
ers, Chairman McMicking brought up 
the recommendation of the city school 
superintendent regarding the High 
school. This was contained in a report 
presented to the board iq July, and was 
as follows:

“That the efficiency of the High school 
Is very greatly Injured by the lack of suit­
able direction and recognition on the part 
of the council of public Instruction.

"There Is no authorized course of study 
defining the scope of the instruction to 
be given, limiting the choice of pupils In 
the selection of their studies, and leading 
up to an appropriate leaving certificate. 
The consequence Is a multiplication of 
classes to meet the diverse demands of the 
students that over-taxes the teaching re­
sources of the school, and renders definite­
ness of aim and consistency of organiza­
tion and instruction impossible.

“In particular, separate classes must be 
formed for pupils qualifying for teachers’ 
certificates, because the department does 
not recognize its own examinations of the 
High school as of any service In determin­
ing the scholarship of candidates foe such 
certificates. In other provinces, as I have 
previously pointed out, the prescribed High 
school course and the examinations thereon 
constitute the scholarship basis on which 
teachers' certificates are awarded.”

The Chairman thought that some­
thing of the kind might be embodied in 
a resolution of the board, to be forward­
ed to the council of public instruction.

Trustee Hall, however, asked that it 
be left in the hands of the school man­
agement committee, which course was 
taken, after Trustees Marchrfnt and Mrs. 
William Grant expressed themselves as 
heartily approving of the suggestions. 
•Trustee McCandless reported that the 

extra seating accommodation for Spring 
Ridge and Kingston Street schools had 
been all arranged for.
