Mistake.

Poland Likely to Take Promi-
nent Place in Affairs of
Russla.

families.
The Place of the Poles.

To prove the importance to Russia
of dealing squarely with the Poles, it
is only necessary to establish their
present influence, wielded in spite of
many attempts to destroy it. Accord-
ing to the Times, the industrial output
of the Kingdom of Poland alone rose in
27 years from 64,000,000 roubles to half
a milliard, and formed in the year 1898
a full sixth of the whole production of
Russia. Pole take the lead in many
professions; Polish writers are among
| the most popular authors; Polish offi-
cers of all grades have fallen by scores
in Manchuria; Polish doctors have

Russia. It may be that when the con-
sequences of the quarrel become mani-
fest there will be a backdown on the
part of the government. Otherwise: it
is likely that the masses of the Russian
people will wait for their freedom until
the demands of Poland are met, for the
Poles have been hardened by persecu-
tion and hawve fairly won the right to
call themselves “unconquerable.”
Poles in the Douma.

1t is quite likely that the Polish will
be one of the dominant factors in the
first Douma, unless the existing provi-
sions for the election of that body are
adversely modified to prevent just such
a situation. Says a correspondent of
the London Times:

“Anyhow, in a full Douma of B&60
members, the Poles will dispose of from
60 to 86 votes. They are, accordingly,
confident of playing an important ro}e,
like the 63 members of the Kolo polskie,
the Polish club in the Austrian Reichs-
rath. The Prussian press is not as yet
aware of this possibility; otherwise
there .would be a general cry for help
against the latest and greatest of all
‘Polish dangers.’ But M. Suvorine, of
the Novoe Vremya, is aware—and he
has already horrified some sensitive
‘hakatist’ writers by declaring, imme-
diately after the publication of the
Constitution, that the time has now
come for the reconciliation of Russia
and Poland, and for the Poles especial-
ly to lend the Russians a strong hand
in the rebuilding of a great empire of
the Slav under Russian leadership.
Throughout a long career, marked by
many changes of opinion, M. Suvorine
has always managed to speak out the
true mind of Russian society. The dis-
may of Prussia at seeing new relations
develop between the two leading peo-
ples of Slavonic race is therefore quite
comprehensible.

The Poles and Their La)nd.

Without going into the old story of
the conquest of Poland and its division
between Russia and Germany, one may
gather an idea of. the hardships under
which the Poles have lived by consider-
ing merely the ownership of land.
Hitherto the Poles have not been al-
lowed to buy ‘land, although they could
sell it to Russians. The recent ukase
has removed ‘the restriction; but the
danger now -is ‘that the government
‘may be inclined to cancel this liberty
as a means of coercion to destroy the
dreams of complete Polish autonomy.
For more than a hundred years the
Polish land-owners have been strug-
gling along under a law that has ruined
many of them. Nevertheless, their pa-
triotism has proved so strong that to-
day’ they still own most of the land,
despite the fact that the whole energies
of the Russian government have been
directed toward separating them from
it. But while this law has been a
hardship to the Poles, it has also been
most vexing to Russian landlords, who
were not allowed to sell or rent to the
Poles, the consequence being their own
impoverishment. The importance of
this matter will be appreciated only
when one learns that the Poles are like
the English in their lust for-land. The
ambition of all rich Poles is to have
a country place.

Poles and Jews.

It is predicted that with the removal
of the land restrictions will come a
great movement of Poles returning
home from their exile in other coun-
tries. Hand in hand with this move-
ment will go another, inspired by the
new liberties granted to the schools,
where, under the ukase, the Polish lan-
guage may now be taught, the Poloniz-
ing of the Jews. It must be noted that

SELKIRK DIOCESE

White Horse Clergyman Chosen
to Preside Over the Largest
District In World.

horse, Yukoh Territory, was elected
‘bishop for the diocese of\Selkirk, the
largest diocese in the world, to -fill
the vacancy caused by the resignation
of Bishop Bompas, says the Winnipeg
Telegram. The following members of
the committee were present when the
choice was made: The Most Rev. the
Metropolitan ‘of Ruperts Land, the
Right Rev. Bishops of Calgary, Saskat~
chewan and Keewatin, the Ven.

Particularly Fitted for Position

The newly appointed Bishop of Sel-
kirk, according to the statements of
prominent clergymen, is particularly
fitted to occupy the position for which
he has been chosen. He was born
in Eastern Ontario about 44 years ago,
and in 1892 took the degree of bachelor
of arts at the University of Toronto,
at the same time graduating in divin-
ity at Wycliffe College in that city.
Shortly after obtaining his degrees he
engaged in missionary work, taking
up his station at the Peel River missjon
in’ Mackenzie Territory. Later on he
went to Herschel Island, in the Arctic
circle, the farthest north point at
which a white man can exist for any
lengthr of time, where he worked
among the Eskimos.

For ten years he labored there, but
at last he was forced to leave on
account of the strain to which his
eyes were subjected by the peculiar
climatic conditions which obtain in
the Arctic circle. He was next sta-
tipned at Whitehorse, where he went
three years ago.

Constantly Ask for Stringer

The new bishop is a man of splendid
physique and has been popular wher-
ever he has engaged in missionary
work, gaining both the love and ad-
miration of the peoples among whom
he has labored. Returning mission-
aries from the far north state that
Indians and HEskimos always ask for
Stringer and insist on knowing when
he is coming back to them. In 1894
Mr. Stringer married, and since that
time his wife has been his companion
in all his work. i \

It is likely that the bishop will con-
tinue to reside at Whitehorse, but in
the event of a’change in residence he
will probably live at Dawson City.
Bishop Bompas, the former Bishop of
Selkirk, had his residence at Carcross,
a short distance south of Whitehorse.

Togo’s Tale of .
War With Russia

Jap Admiral Recounts History of
the Naval Struggle in Far
Eastern Waters,

“Gradually Broke the Russians
Strength” and ‘‘Clrcum-
scribed Freedom,”

Recent mail advices from Japan in-
cude the historie report of Admiral To-
go of the maval actions of the war, Te-
cently presented the Japanese Emperor.

It reads; Since early in February of
last year the combined fleet in obedience
to the Imperial commands went out to
battle, 2 year and a half has passed,
and in the combats on sea and on shore
the Imperial forces never once failed
to obtain the victory. Peace has now
been restored, and we, Your Majesty’s
subjects, having concluded our service,
have the honour of returning in triumph
under the Impenial Flag. We are al-
ways profoundly sensible that these ne-
sults are due to Your Majesty's virtues.
When first the Combined Fleet opened
the combat, the plangf procedure, as di-
rected by Your Majesty with the regard
to the condition of the army and pavy
to the objects of the war, was to shut
the enemy into the Port Arthur region
and deprive him of any opportunity to
proceed to. the fortified port of Viadi-
vostock. Thus attacking him forthwith
at Port Arthur and Chemulpo and en-
gaging thereafter in several offensive
actions, we gradually broke his strength,
and by repeated emdeavours to blockade
him in port as well as by the use of
floating mines, we sought to circum-
scribe his sphere of freedom. A squad-
ron was also kept constantly in the Ko-
rean Chamnel to obstruct their passage,
and while watching the enemy in-Vladi-
vistock, to form at the same time the
second line of Port Arthur’s investment,
During the first period of the war the
enemy, taking adventage of the natural
situation, steadily adopted a policy of
defence, and in repeated assaults our
forces were unable to assure success.
‘But in the middle of Awugust his fleet
emerged from Port Arthur and attempt-
ed to escape to Vladivostock, the me-
sult being a battle in the Yellow Sea
and off Uisan. TUnexpectedly hjs strat-
egy was broken and the punpose of our
plan was in the main achieved. There-
after the fight on land progressed, and
the untiring attacks of the army against
the rear of the fortress concerted with
the blockade in fromt resulted in the an-
njhilation of the main part of the ene-
my’s fleet at the foot of the stronghold.
Up to this time the operations had be
necessarily of a gradual mature, achi®v-
ing consecutely small results, and thus
the attacks had extended over nearly ten
months. That was the period .invdwﬁnig
the heaviest easualties among loyal offi-
cers and men who had devobed heart and
hand to the work, and had toiled with
all their ability and all their courage,
and involving also no small loss of ships.
But the issue of the fight was mow for
the first time decided, and an earnest

won in the Sea of Japan.

Thie opening of the new year saw the
«combat enter its' second ‘phdse, " Qur
squadron prepared themselves to ‘meet
the enemy’s second fleet, and at the same
time undertook the blockade of the Rus-
sian mariti province, thus cutting off
the enemy’s source of military supplies.
A squadrgn was also despatched to the
South Seas to threaten line of com-
munications. There resulted the capture
of over thirty steamers in the straits of
Tsushima, Tsugaru, Soya and Kuna.
jiri. In: early summer, mnamely the
month of May, the enemy’s second" fleet
made its appearance in our neighbor-
ing seas, and we adopted a waiting
policy, assembling our ships in the Ko-
rean channel and holding ourselves ready
to strike. Thereafter by the help of
Heaven the valiant efforts of our offi-
cers and men achieyed success, and a
battle in the Sea of Japam swept the
enemy’s shadow off the sea bringing
that stage of the war to an end.

Thus in name and in veality the com-
mand of the Sea of Japan fell to Japan.
‘The war entered its third phase and our
duties became much lighter. Cooperat-
ing with the army in the attack on
Saghalien, we performed our share of
the duty, losing scarcely a man.' We
also made armed descents upon the ene-
my in the direction of North Korea, con-
tinned the blockade of his ports and
preserved its efficiency until the end of
the war. L

Thus it may be said in sum that dur-
ing the first period of the war the com-
bimed fleet determined the relative
strength of the combatants; during the
second period it achieved wie , and
during the third period it gathered the
results. There were degrees of urgen-
cy and of difficulty, but oF the whole
the war proceeded in regular sequence
of offensive movements, until the issue
today wi was x
ships have now assembled in Tokyo Bay
to celebrate the triumph. They number
over 170. Some vessels were lost, but
considering the additions made to ousr
navy in the form of captures from the
enemy, our force today is mot imferior
to what it was on the eve of the war,
which fact Your Majesty’s servants re-
gard as a great homour. I rejoice ex-
ceedingly that in comsequence of the fine
results achieved by the army of Man-
churia and Korea and the no small as-
sistance jve derived from its strength,
in consequence of the exceéllent arrange-
ments of the various mnaval officers,
their activity and the aid rendered by all
government departments, the sea fight
proceeded satisfactorily.

With the utmost meverence I present
this account of the course of the war
and have the honour o report the out-
come of the responsibilities imposed om
me by the Imperial command.

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Strikers Prepare
Universal Move

Collapse of Demonstration In
Russia Leads to New
Movement,

1

Propaganda Among Soidlersand
Sallors Will Now Be
Punished.

St. Petersburg, Nov,. 20.—With the
collapse of the strike, the leaders of
the “Reds”, say they will now devote
their energy to the preparation of a
universal political strike, to sustain
the revolutionary pregramme when the
national assembly meets. " These plans,
which were suddenly upset by the
precipitation of the railroad strike last
month, are exceedingly ambitious, not
only of the workmen of the city, but
the peasantry, and, if possible, the
army and navy. The propaganda
among the soldiers and sailors will be
pushed energetically. The leaders
claim that they have organized the
peasantry in five distri¢ts of Kharkoff
province, the peasants having agreed
not to work when the strike is called.
They anticipate that famine is at the
doors of 15,000,000 peasants of the
provinces, according to estimates.

. _Poles’ Manifesto to Russians .

The delegation of 24 prominent Poles
who came here to plead the cause of
Poland issued a manifesto today to the
Russian people, reviewing the sad his-
tory of Poland in the cemtury and de-
claring that the Poles have no thought
of separgtion of independence and ask-
ing the support of all parties in Rus-
sia. The manifedto firmly declares that
the normal and peaceful existence of
Poland will only be made possible by
the granting of autonomy, permission to
use the Polish' language in the schools
and in the courts and by the local ad-
ministration and the “entrusting of the
Poles with the government of the king-
dom. It is insisted that the country is

Not in a State of Revolution

and that the acts' of wviolence which
formed the pretext for the imposition of
martial law were mot the acts of the
Polish people as a whole, but of the
same revolutionary elements which were
long found throughout all Russia. Count
Oraszinsky the leader of the delegation
declared tonight not only that all the Po-
lish parties recognized that the restor-
ation of Polish independence was a
dream impossible of realization but that
economic future of the country was
bound up ‘with Russia and that if given
autonomy and freedom of the domima-
tion of Russian administrators would
be willing to become faithful Russian
subjects.

Normal conditions of life are being
resumed here. The workmen are re-
turning to work, the electric light plants
are in operation and' telephonic com-
musnication ‘has been restored.. The
newspapers re-appeared this morning.

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BOSS MURPHY A CROESUS.
In Three Years His Fortune Surpasses
Croker’s Pile.

New York, Nov. 21.—Although Rich-
ard Croker retired after many years in
the leadership of Tammany with a for-
tune of $8,000,000, Boss Murphy .is be-
lieved to have accumulated a fortune
that surpasses Croker’s in three years
and two months. Should Hearst not
succeed in the recount, the next four
years will make Murphy the richest
political boss in America. While his
policy is secretive, facts have been
secured which elucidate Murphy's for-
tune credting methods.

A contracting company, of which he
holds 85 per cent. of the shares, has
enjoyed a monopoly in all big business
in the last three years and obtained
contracts amounting to over $25,000,000.
He buys stocks on Wall street on tips
from financiers who need his political
friendship. All minor Tammany grafts
are controlled through Murphy's
brother, Jack.

He controls men who spend $115,-
000,000 annually and an organization
which can raise $1,000,000 by personal
assessment on its members.

No franchises can .pass without his
word. and not even Rockefeller can
erect a new plant or extend lines with-
out his favor.
