He was in charge of Sher- 
iff Stewart who was taking him to 
Dorchester to serve a term f two 
years sentence recently passed on him 
by Judge McLatchy at Dalhousie for 
stealing a cheque for $15 from a fel- 
low Indian.

His hands securely handcuffed Ber- 
nard made his plunge through the 
window into space headlong, landing 
on the ground with terrific force and 
rolling down the embankment. Ap- 
parentity he was unhurt for as he 
came to a standstill he picked himself 
up, jumped the fence and made for 
the woods. His action was seen by 
the fireman on the train who immedi- 
ately had the train stopped and on 
hurrying back to where he had seen 
the Indian disappear could see no- 
thing of the man

Asking permission to go into the 
closet for a moment Bernard by this 
means, was enabled to get out of the 
sight of his guard who was talking to 
a friend in the car. He went into the 
closet and after hoisting the window 
made the leap headlong. The train 
was travelling at the rate of thirty- 
five miles an hour and that the pris- 
oner escaped with his life is a miracle.

dred men are dead in the St. Paul 
mine where a fire and explosion oc- 
ourred today according to the figures 
given out by the mine officials to- 
night. Twelve corpses have been tak- 
en out. Six of these heroes, not em- 
ployed in the mine, gave their lives in 
a futile effort to save the imprisoned 
men. Mine Superintendent Jas. Steele 
declared five hours after the explo- 
sion that it was almost impossible that 
any of the miners still imprisoned 
could escape death. , .1

The mine had a day shift of 484 men. 
Of these fifty left the mine at noon. 
Twenty five or more escaped after 
the fire broke out. The others are be- 
lieved to be dead.

The entrance to the mine has been 
sealed up in the hope of checking 
the flames. The building, above the 
pit entrance was blown up to permit

inquiries only added to the terror. Al- 
most to a man the survivors declar- 
ed there was no hope for those still 
in the mine.

The fire had burned away the tim- 
bers of the shaft and the flames soon 
reached the escape shaft. A few min- 
utes later the fan which supplied air 
to the shatt collapsed and tumbled 
through the opening. The flames then 

1swept on to the mouth of the pit 
|where they were carried to the sur- 
; face, forcing back all those who ven- 
tured near. The officials knew that 

the fire must be eating its way back 
into the shaft and then the measure 
of sealing the mouth of the pit was 1 
adopted.

Before this water had been poured 
down the escape shaft but to no bet- 
ter effect than to -flood the floor and 
further impede any effort of those in- 
side to escape.

That those of the men who were 
able had retreated to the further- 
most ends of the veins was the state- 
ment of the miners on the surface.

As the 
last was carried in he fell across the 
body. He was dead, as were all of 
his companions, when the cage reach- 
ed the top.

Those who went into the pit with 
him were John Bundy the mine sup- 
erintendent: John Flood and Isaac 
Lewis a merchant of Cherry, and Do- 
minic Fonenti. Dr. E. Howe a phy­
sician, of the city, who sought to go 
with the men when they descended in 
the cage had been thrust out by Bun­
dy who exclaimed: ‘They will need you 
at the top if we get anyone out. No 
risking your life down here.’

The physician vainly sought to re- 
suscitate the men when they were 
carried to him a few minutes later. 
He said they died of suffocation.
