THE HUMBER DISASTER. Mr. Moore of
A Fire Breaks Out and the Inmates Find

Themselves Without Means of Escape-
Five Sisters and Twenty-Two Pupils
Perish.

Belleville, Ill., Jan. 5.—St. Joseph’s 
Roman catholic convent was burned to the 
ground about midnight. Five nuns jumped 
from a fifth story window. One, Mary 

pbell, is dead and others are likely to 
The loss is from $100,000 to $125,000.

There were sixty pupils, all girls, from 
10 years to an adult age. After the fire 
started an attempt was made by the sisters 
to extinguish it. Failing, efforts were 
made to remove the pupils. The flames 
spread so rapidly that no order could be 
preserved. A panic seized both the child­
ren and the sisters, who made a wild con­
fused rush to escape. Forty or more pupils 
are known to have got out, but several in 
their fright jumped from the windows and 
were either killed or badly injured. Miss 
Mary Campbell, teacher, leaped from the 
third storey and died in a few minutes. 
Another climbed to the roof of the portico 
and either fell or was blown off and fatally 
injured. Among the others injured by 
jumping are Daisy Eberman of Belleville, 
[11., Agnes Schneider, Lou Mott, East St. 
Louis ; Fanny Ranker, Washington, 
Mo.; Sister Reparat, Sister Stylita, 
Sister Manussa, and fifteen, to twenty 
smaller pupils. 'The Are department was 
of little avail against the flames and in an 
hour the entire building was a mass of 
ruins. It is report/! the fire started from 
a furnace in the basement. The flames 
spread upward, cutting off most of tÜé 
exits.

When the rums were sufficiently cooled 
a volunteer corps went to work to bring 
out the bodies. At times, the searchers 
found two or three charred masses huddled 
close together, seemingly seeking protec­
tion in one another from the advancing 
flames. Two bodies were found in the 
rear part of the building burnt into an un- 
recognizable mass, but the major- 
ity were found beneath where the 
dormitory was situated. The to­
tal known deaths are twenty-seven, 
twenty-two of whom were pupils and five 
sisters. Among the latter were Sister ,Su­
perior Mary Jerome.

Twelve Thousand Men Beady to 
Embark For Cairo — Bart Spencer 
Leaves For Dublin.

London, Jan. 5.—An interesting cabinet 
council was held this afternoon. Earl 
Spencer was present and returns to Dublin 
with the sanction of the cabinet for the 
adoption of such measures as he may think 
necessary to preserve order.

London, Jan. 5.—The weather during 
the past week has been miserable, and to­
day was foggy and depressing.

It is impossible to 
shut one’s eyes to the fact that the low 
state of wages and the misery of the work­
ing classes are fostering the spread of 
socialistic views.

He expected to arrive on Sunday. He 
will lecture at St. James’ hall, Regent 
street, on the following Wednesday 
on Progress and Poverty. Mr. 
Michael Davitt will attend and address the 
meeting. Mr. George is winning some un­
expected adherents. Ruskin, whose views 
on political economy have always been of a 
socialistic tendency, has publicly declared 
his sympathy for Mr. George’s theories. 
In addition to this a new monthly journal 
has been started entitled To-Day. Its 
platform is that of pure socialism. It starts 
with the theory that every man is entitled 
to live, and that those who are stronger 
and cleverer have no right to use their 
powers to drive their weaker neighbors to 
the wall. It maintains that the strong 
should moderate their efforts so as to give 
the weaker a chance, and it denounces 
competitive anarchy between workingmen 
of different nations. Mr. Patrick Ford 
will advocate scientific socialism in the 
February number of this serial.

Toronto paid its last tribute of respect to 
twenty victims of the Humber railway col­
lision Saturday afternoon. The sorrowful 
occasion will not soon be forgotten in this 
city. The sympathy universally felt by 
all classes for the bereaved families was 
evidenced by the large and imposing 
funeral given to the dead, and the indi­
cations of mourning which abounded on 
every side. Business was generally sus­
pended while the obsequies were in pro­
gress, bells were tolled, stores were draped 
and flags fluttered at half-mast, while the 
multitude of people who assembled to wit­
ness the melancholy proceedings were 
deeply impressed ■ with the solemnity of 
the occasion.

. The funeral was a public one. It was 
under the direction of civic and police offi­
cials and was conducted with as much 
order and promptness as circumstances 
would permit. The place of starting was 
the armory. Twenty bodies were brought 
there between 1 and 3 o’clock, services 
Laving first been held at the different 
houses of mourning by clergymen. All 
the undertakers of the city were engaged 
in the work. As the coffins arrived they 
were deposited in shells and placed on 
sleighs fitted up to do temporary duty 
hearses. The sleigh for St. James’ ceme­
tery bore the remains of James White,
John Rowlett, Frederick Boothroyd, John
