DOES NOT PAUPERIZE THEM,

Mr. Pell on the Tramp Problem—An En
fort (o Get Them Work.

Amongst the visitors at the Richmond Hall
free breakfast yesterday morning was Mr.
John E. Pell, secretary of the St. George's
Society and also of the Conference of Asso-
ciated Charities. He addressed the workers
and the 200 guests. He expressed gratifica-
tion atthe healthy, cleanly aspect of the
men, mostly in the prime o life, and also
regret that their circumstances were such as
to necessitate their reception of charity.
Their poverty in some cases was, he no
doubt, self-inflicted; as regards most of them
he thought it was owing to fluctuationsin the
labor market, He spoke of the great amount
of immigrants who settled in Toronto. He
estimated that there are 30,000 artizans and
laborers eszloKed in this city during the
summer and that in winter 7000 of this
pumber are thrown out of employment.
This was a large proportion and hence the
need for charitable relief. On the average,
one in every 25 persons requires and obtains
assistance every y.ar from the charitable in-
stitutions. The House of Industry alone
relieves from 1200 to 1300 families.

Mr. Pell heartily approved the propesed
registry office to be opened by the Cottage
workers in Richmond-street east. It was a
capital idea to supply them with tools, such
as axes, saws, snow-shovels. But it was not
a new proposition. It had been tried before
and had been, he was glad to state, success-
ful. There Wwere many men will-
ing to work if employment could be
found for them. is had been the ex-
perience of the Associated Charities. Two-
thirds of the unemployed in Toronto were
not voluntarily idle, but it was because ne
man had hired them. He wished success to
the free breakfast movement and approved
the good advice given  the poor fellows, es-

ecially as regards temperance, by the
%hristizm workers. !

THE INSPECTOR'S TROUBLE.

Langrill’s Resignation Aceepted—Some Triv-
ial Accusations,

Inspector Langrill's case was considered at
a special meeting of the Markets and Health
Committee held on Saturday. There were
present: Ald. Frankland (chairman), Crocker,
St. Leger, Moses, Hewitt, Geo. Verral, Hill,
Macdougall, Gowanlock, Swait.

Ald. Moses said he had been informed that
$30 not $25 had been paid for the buggy pur-
chased by Langrill and paid for in corpora-
tion wages.

Mr., Macdougall, the man whose name was
placed on the pay sheet, was present and
stated that he received &30 for it; that it was
not a buggy, but a dog-cart; that the inspec-
tor said it was wanted for the commissioner.
Continuing he said: Langrill never offered
me cash for it:] knew how I was to be paid;
T understood the vehicle was for the commis-
sioner, and that the price was to be made
right by putting me on the pay-sheet.

“Assistant-Inspector Hawkins was also call-
ed. He was asked by the chairman: Do you
Jinow anvthing of corporatlon men working
on Langrill's house, or «ity lumber being
taken to his place?

Mr. Hawking: Nothing I could swear to.

The Assistant-Inspector speaking on hear-
say, said that city employes had worked for
Langrill and had been paid out of the city
treasury. Sohe had been informed by cor-
poration employes. He knew nothing of coal
ordered for charitable institutions having
been taken to Langrill's house or the house of
other employes. The assistant-inspector
stated, on being uestioned by Mr. Greer,
that he had” once been brought before the
commissioners by Langrill charged with lack
of energy in the civic service.

W, R Stowart stated that until after
Langrill's suspension he had heard nothing
of lumber having been taken to the latters
house, nor did he know of his own knowledge
that men had worked for Langriil and been
paid by the city.

On the other hand, the other four swore
positively that the prisoners were not the
men who were on the railway track. With
them there wasno doubt at all. Of these
witnesses there were two who spent & couple
of hours with the real culprits. They had &
splendid opportunity of seeing them, and if
the evidence of any of the seven as to iden-
tity is worthy of credit at all, it is theevi-
dence of Reuben Peer and his daughter, ab
whose house the real culprits had dinner that
day. They both state pesitively the prison-
ers did not resemble the real culprits in the
glightest. This evidence of itself would be
surely sufficient to deter ome from pro-
nouncing the prisoners guilty.

But the evidence of their innocence does not
end there. Two men from Alexandria Bay
gave positive evidence that the prisoners
were in that place on the day and at the
time the shooting took place. These men
were thoroughly respectable and their ver-
aclty was not questioned by the prose
cuting counmsel or by ths court. The
shooting took place between 8 and 4 o' clock
in the afternoon, One of the prisoners was
seen in Alexandria Bay at 4, and the two
others at 6 o'clock the same day. The place
where the shooting took placé must be over
twenty miles from Alexandria Bay. First of
all it is twelve miles from Brockville, and the
prisoners could not have reached Brockville
by train, because no train was running that
afternoon. Then again there was no bodt on
Sunday across the river, and to row to the
Bay would occupy three hours. To walk the
twelve miles to Brockville would consume
some three or four hours, So that the earliest
possible time the real culprits could have got
to Alexandria Bay would be about 9 or 10
o'¢lock on Sunday night. But the two wit-
nesses saw the prisoners in Alexandria Bay,
one at 4 o'clock and the other twoat6 o'clock.
The prisoners were convicted on the more or
less uncertain evidence of three witnesses as
against the positive evidence of six witnesses,

The crime for which the prisoners were
tried was a most daring one. It wasby the
merest chance that Richards escaped with
his life. Had the bullet gone a trifle to the
right or left of where it struck him he 'was a
dead man. The judge and jury apparently
thought some one had to be convicted. There
were other circumstances working against
the prisoners. First of all there were three
of them. This was an unfortunate circum-
stance for them, because that was the same
number as the culprits on the track. Then
the prisoners had revolvers in their pockets,
the same as the men who did the shooting,
and in additiop to this they had a set of bur-
glar's tools. It was these circumstances, 1o
doubt, that led the court and the jury astray.
There was no doubt the prisoners were
men, but they are not the men who were on
the track on the day in question. The truth
seems to be that there were two gangs of
three men each, stalking up and down the
river near Brockville, Theauthorities got hold
of the wrong three. The Minister of Justice had
this case called to his attention a couple of
months ago. Crawford has escaped, but his
companion, Laurence, is still in prison. He
should be kept no longer there.

GANANOQUE, Dec. 28.—Hall, one of the
convicts who effected his escape from the
Kingston Penitentiary on Christmas Eve,
was captured here to-day by the town con-
stables.

Having a suspicion that
he was one of the escaped convicts they in
formed the constables, two of whom went
to the place of debarkation and arrested him
without resistance. He is dressed in clethes,
taken from the persons of the guard and has
on a prison shirt. He had in kis possession a
revolver.
