He has also sec\_lreq an-
pther chest containing Anarchistic liter-
ature. The machines are of singular con-
struction, and lend color to tht heeory of
a plot for wholesale destruction of pro-
perty and probabiy of life,

The machines are electrical devices.
he cells are in the ends and wires run
the length of the tubing which is some-
thing over an inch in diameter. The cir-
puit is broken in the centre in such a
manner as to cause a spark so that naph-
tha, benzine or any other highly inflam-
mable fluid, conveniently placed, would
instantly ignite and cause fire. The
time of the explosion can be regulated
with absolute certainty by the proper ad-
justment ol the clockwork mechanism
which frees the current.
