extracts from a private letter written by
Mr. W. F. Noyes, who with the P. A,
Martin railroad crew has just crossed the
Rocky Mountains to continue the line of
the Great Northern west of that division.
Mr. Noyes says of the trip across the moun-
tains, which took six days.

We started one bright morning at 5
o'clock, making 20 miles by sundown and
camping beside a streamn of lce-water. In
fact we found nothing but ice-water streams
on our whole journey. They are conveni-
ently located and seem to be right in the
proper place whenever a person is thirsty.
1 never saw as fine as we have been blessed
with this summer. The trail we followed
runs along the banks of the streams and
through valleys, to the summit or main
divide, where water flows east on one side
and west on the other, and where it follows
the course of a small stream which grows
larger as it takes in the spring and moun-
tain streams until it becomes a large river

than among those of other countries. If
this is the case the causes of theevil should
be investigated, and removed if possible,
without delay. It is a fact that blindness
is more prevalent among horses in Ohio
than those of any other section of country.
The causes of blindness are attributed in
great measure to overfeeding, the horses in
Ohio being notoriously fat.

It is a common practice in that State to
force the fat upon horses intended for sale
by stuffing them principally with Indian
corn, and keeping them, without much ser-
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vice, in warm, close stables. This method
of feeding soon fattens a horse, but at the
same time its digestive functions are injur-
ed by the treatment. It is now believed
that the blindness can be traced to a sym-
pathetic relation between disorder of the
digestive organs and the brain, and that
through the latter the optic nerve becomes
diseased and ends in destroying the vision.

Blindness is also frequently transmitted
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lips in the neighborhood of - the nose.
Sneezing may be stopped by the same
mechanism. Pressing in the neighborhood
of the ear right in front of the ear may
stop coughing. Pressing very hard on top
of the mouth is also & means of stopping

ing in disease, almost becomes a natural
defect by hereditary descent. Errors in
feeding horses, as is well known, also pro-
duce blind staggers, stomach staggers, and
organic disease of the brain; therefore the
greatest care should be exercised in feed-
ing them.

In order to prevent the spread of horse
blindness, it is recommended that when-
ever the animal shows the least symptoms
of the disease, it should be kept on a light
diet of hay and oats. A horse may be
maintained in good condition on 12 pounds
of hay and five pounds of oats for daily
feed. In breeding horses it is also recom-
mended that all animals showing the least
symptoms of organic disease be rejected.

One of the first symptoms incident to
blindness, which any person may readily
notice, is the disposition of the animal to
raise his fore legs unnecessarily high, while
at the same time, the ears are drawn back
and forth in quick succession, and thus
giving sure evidence that the sagacious ani-
mal is sounding the ground over which he
travels. These are the principal ideas ad-

There are some other causes of this dis-
ease which appear more evident, any of
which are perfectly capable of removal.
Blind horses are more common in cities
than in the rural districts.

Many of
them have underground cellars, and, with
few exceptions, all stables are too small
They do not adwit a sufficient quantity of
fresh air for ventilation and rospiration,
and this always tends to injure the health

known as Big River. We croseed and re-
crossed it on pole bridges and at the
last crossing we found a large fine bridge
nearly as long as the Mississippi river bridge
at St. Cloud.

It would be a hard matter to describe the
many wonderful sights and beautiful
scenery. Our trail wound around mountain
sides where it had been cut into the solid
rock just wide enough for a single team.
I don’t know what the consequence would
be if & person should meet a team coming
in the opposite direction from his. The
only way out of the fix would be to take
the wagon to pieces and stow in the cracks
and crevices. We could look down from
these places hundreds of feet into a stream,
and often we were directly over the rail-
road grade, the workmen blasting out rocks
regardless of our safty. In one place they
were blasting above us and we were obliged
to use very strong language in order to have
them quit until we got our outfit by. I
would think it impossible to climb or go
down the hills with teams attached to
wagons if I bad not seen it done. Some
were bare rocks nearly perpendicular, re-
quiring five span of mules and our very best
ones at that, to haul a wagon with 500 or
600 pounds. I was obliged to walk nearly
the entire distance, as a horse could not
carry a person on such roads, except in cer-
tain places where we went through timber
on the flats. There are millions of
fect of the finest ycllow pine, spruce, fir,
cedar and tamarac timber along Big river.
The trees grow to an immense size, often
messaring 4 to 6 feet in diameter and 200
to 300 feet high. The worst hill we had to
climb is the mouth of Rocky Canyon. We
had been told by everyone we passed what
a terrible hill this was, so had our nerves
all strang up for the last great hill. We
got over safely, coming immediately into
fine heavy timber for about two miles, then
suddenly out upon an open prairie culti-
vated and fenced, with many fine farm
houses in view. It scemed good to see the

derful on these claims. We are clearing
the right of way and to-day cut down pine
trees that would make 1,500 foet of good
lumber. It seems & great pity to destroy
such timber, but we are obliged to burn it
on the right of way.

—We often see large piles of straw
thrown from the barn and there left for
two or three years to rot, and by the time
it is sufficiently rotted to spread upon the
soil, the rains have leached it until it is
nearly worthless.
farms large piles of buckwheat straw in
the fields, just as it came from the thresh-
er. (In some instances it is burned to get
it out of the way.) Now, the question
arises, how can this poor hay and this
waste straw be used to best advantage to
enrich the soil, and thus in a degree pre-
vent the leakage on the profit of the crop.
We all know that much fertility is lost by
the continual washing of the yard by the
snow and rain, and is carried off and does
little or no good. 1If in the summer, after
having thoroughly cleansed the yard, all
this waste material of which we have spo-
ken, be drawn and placed in such a way
that it will come under the manure piles,
and where it will catch and retain the leak-
age from them, it may be drawn from the
yard, or piled, the following spring, as
good as any manure in the yard. By so
doing you save not only the waste material
but all the washing of the yard, to be put
back on the soil from whence it came.
