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THoSE of our readers who take an
interest in Questivns of vegetable physi-
ology or organic chemistry w.liread with
attention the article on Chilled Potatoes,
whilst those who regard Potatoes merely
as food material for cattle, or & commer
cial commodity that may be exchanged for
money will be equally interested in the
practical information which it contains.

Notices of the formation of several
new Agricultural Socicties will be found
in our columns,—one in Cumberland,
one in Guysborough, and By-Laws of
one in Lunenburg County.

The Weather and Crops in Manitoba,
from the Depaitinental Bulletin, dated
Winnipeg, i7th June, gives a fair idea,
not only of the season, but of some of
the striking Agricultural peculiaritics of
the Prairie Province. It appears to be
as diflicult to raise Winter Wheat there
as in Nova Scotia, probably more so.
There is an increase in Spring Wheat of
nearly 40,000 acres over 1883. Red
Tyfe appears to he the favourite Spring
Wheat.  Fall ploughinyg is insisted upon
to ensvre an early harvest, and thus
avoid fall freezing. A good deal of
frozen seed has heen sown, but in only
one case has it failed to gewhiuate. 30
per cent. of the crop of 1883 is still in
the hands of the farmers, Frozen oats,
unlike wheat, do rot appear to be fit for
sced, and, where sown, have failed.
There is a decrease of 40 per cent. on the

amount of Oats sown, attributed to want
uf markets and railway facilities , for the
same reasons there is a falling off in
Barley of 33 per cent. The report on
Live Stock is highly favourcblo.

The Reports of Field and Orchard’

Crops in our own Province, which we are
enabled to give through the kindness of
correspondents in the several counties,
will be read with interest. The gloomy
forebodings of spring fime and ecarly
summer have heen dispelled by the timely
and warm rains ; and we now loolk for
sunshine to temper the too succulent
growth of roots and grains, and to ripen
the swelling fruit.
