I have reeewved andd aid betare the Queen your
Despatehh No. 2, of the Tth of September, in
which yout enclose au address to Her Majesty
from the House ¢f Asscmbly of Nova Scotia.

1 observe that this address was agreed to by the
Acsembly, on the 16th of April, it only reached
this country an the 2.4t of September. 1f this
dolay ress with «ae Irovincial Government, I
can searcely e wrong tn inferring that they do
notattach that importance tothe address which
on its fuce it woulld appear to deserve. I lose,
however, no time in acknowledging it. The
3ousc of Assembly request to Ue informed, first,
whether should the Dominjon of Canada claim
t- be madle fndepenctent. Her Majesty's Govern-
mentare prepared to acgulesco in such a mea.
sure and to permit the Dominton to assuine the
position of a free and tndependent natlon ; and
secondly, whether, if the people of any oncof the
Confederated Provinees, dissattsficd with the
Confederation, desired fndependence, Her Mae
oty woulld hie graclousiy pleased to set it frec,

Inanswer tothe first question I hnve toslate
that Her Majesty’s Government have uo reason
10 doubt that the peoplo of Canada are sincerely
desirous of malntaining unimpatred the existing
connection with the rest of the Empire, and they
therefore, think it unnecessary to enter into a
discussionasto what mizhit be the policy of this
eonntry towards the Dominton if a different state
state of circumstances were to x\rlw.,

But I may observe that whilst Hor Majesty’s
Government have over beon ready to assist in
' preserving a connection hased upon the free will
of the peoplo of British North Amerlen, tho As-
sombly cannot Lo ignorant of the disinclination
of this country to interfere, by foree, with the
wishes of the Colonists, \

With respeet to the second question, I have to
observe that §2 §s not within the legul powet of
the Kaverelzn to disimember the Dominlon of
Canala, and that Her Mojesty wounld view with
great regret any attempt to disturb an Union
which, ns She believes, 18 caleulated to promote
| the security of every I'rovinco included in it.

In conclusion, I am to express Her Manjesty's
satisfaction at the assurance of the continued loy-
alty and attachment of e people of Nova Scotia
and Ier confident expectation thut further ¢

other North Amecrican Dominions will remove
the apprehensions wileh are entertutned by the
Assembly, and will prove thatin assentingtothis
Unlon the Inmperial Parlisu.cent has taid th foun
dut-on of & great and prosperous commnnity in
which Nova Scotin will oxercise o influeiens
dustly due to the vigor of its inhabitants, und to
the important marithnge positton of its territory.
