FOREIGN. .
Novoe Vremys, St. Potersburg, says that a large number of Russian
troops aro going to tho Afghan frontior.

It is reported that a Russian outpost has fired upon a Chinoso outpost in
Manchooria.

Political Correspondence bolioves that arbitration of ihe Afghan frontier
disputo has been abanduned and that a new frontier commission will be
appointed.

A portion of the Italinn troops at Massowah have occupied Dehalik
Island near that town.

The king of Abyssinia desires a treaty with Italy respecting Massowah
and environs.

Sickuess among the Britieh troops is ateadily increasing and the total
~amber invalided in April and May up to date is 1,100. Friondly natives
are now joining Osman Digpa.

The Czar has prosented Gen. Komaroff with 100,000 roubles.

Advices from India report that rcinforcements of Cabul infantry have
arrived at Horat, and that moro are yoing thither frow (‘andahar and Cabul.
Also that tho Afghans aro busily repairing tho defences of Herat.  Advices
from Sinjon, where tho Dritish boundary commission i8 in camp, say that
tho Ameer's proclamation was posted on the walls of Herat, and that the
Mokashs publicly invoked the Lilexeing thercon. Reports statc that the
Afghans object to British occupation.

Sheik Malik, a descondant of the kings of Argo, has been appointed by
the Kh dive governor of the province of Dongola. It will bo virtually an
independent sovercignty after tho evacuation of tho province by tho British
is completed. Tho Biitish govornment dieclaims icsponsibility for tho
appointment and says it will not bo answerable for the result. ‘Tho Constan-
tinople correspondent of tho Times says that the Turkish council of min-
isters is undecided as to tho vccupation of Suakim by Turkey aad that the
grand visier constantly opposes the British proposals.

Goneral reports aro in circulation at Cairo to the effect that Et Mahdi
has sent 1lassein Xhalifa to Cairo {o arrange terms with the Khedive.

The appointment of the president of Maynooth collego, Rev. Dr. William
Walsh, by Popo Leo, to be tho successor of the Iate Cardinal McCabe, ss
archbishop of Dublin, will bo received 1with the hoarticst - acclaim by the
Irish nntionnlists everywhere. “It is," eaid an eminent Boston Catholio

veaterday, “a greot victory over tho pro-English purty in Rome and the
castle rotainers in Dublin.”

CANADIAN.

Tho senate passed tho third reading of tho bill amending the Scott aat,
including the beer snd light wine clause, by a majority of oleven. There is
a strong feoling in the Cymwmons that the Scott act as it stood shauld havo &
fair and full trial. Probably the senate amendment will not bo agreed to.

The Canadian depariment of tho groat Intornational exhibition at Ant-
werp is attracting wuch ettontion and is highly creditablo to Canada. 1t ia
exceedingly representative, though the specimoens are not as numerous ss a
longor time for preparation would certainly bave sccured. Tho time for the
reception of foreign exhibits has been extonded to the 15th of June, so0 in-
tending exhibitors in Canada will yet have timo to forward any further
specimens thoy may wish. All such exhibits will be carried to and from
Axntworp at the expente of tho Dominion government. Exhibitors from this
province can get full information by application to W. D. Dimock, Trure.
Tho condensed mitk and canping company of Truro have already achieved a
success by their exhibit at Antwerp. Their trophy of canned milk is highly
spoken of and agonts have readily been found for its salo in the commercial
capital of Belguim. The company desorvo every success for thoir enterprieo
in forwarding such a fine oxhibit of their products to tho world's oxhibition.
A gentloman {rom Fredericton. who has just returned from Antwerp, says,
in rolation to the Ganadisn court of the exhibition : “The oxhibit itsolfis a
good one, woll arranged and in a most convenient quarter. 1tis representa-
tivo of Lho country's products, was favarab'y noticed by the king of the Bel-
gians on the opomng day, and will doubtless tend to clarify continsntal
opinion as to Canada’s resources and ber distinct nationality.”

A despateh from Regina announces that Pie-a Pot has been holding a
sun danco on his reserve. About six hundred Indians are praeent. There
will however be no tortures, as tho governor has forbidden them. Governor
Dowdnoy and some of the Regina peoplo are viowing tho dance, and Pro-
fessor Ducll has gono out to take photographic views. Number Five com-
pany of tho 90th battalion, Quebec, has gono to Edmonton with 175 teaiss,
including Bakers' bull teamws, which are taking out supplies. It is said
that provisions arae scattered all along the trails, having been thrown off to
hghten the loads.  Those who are in a position to know say that the ex-
pense for provisions and transportation iill aggregato a figure ontiroly out
of proportion to tho numbsr of troops supplied. A gentloman who is in a
pusition to know whercof he speaks says a load of hay delivered at Clark’s
Crossing costs about §900. Tho gererl feeling amongst the police force at
Regina 13 thet Col. Irvina is a clovor, fearless officer, and that he would dis-
obey no orders through cowardice. They say that when the whole matter is
cxplained it will be found that he is no way culpable for his failuro te join
Middleton at Batoche. It was Irvine who rede into Sitting Bull’s camp
after the Custer massacro with only half a dozen men. A gontleman who
has been with Ilel's family at St. Vital a good deal sinco tho capture of
Louis, states that the family aro stricken with grief, the rebol's poor old
mother boing actually bowed down.

At cight o'clock Wednesday worning a wagon tiain numbering sixty-seven
vehiclos arrived at Battleford with the half-breeds, who corralled them just west
tho barracks and then laid down their arms.  Tho party numbared about 150 of
all told. Their arms consisled of four rifies and soventeen shot-guns. At
11 o’clock an Indian ridor in full war paint dashed ib, saying Poundmaker
would arrive within an hour to surrendor with ali his councillors.  Promptly
on timo Poundmaker arrived with the captured wagon train, somo stock and
tho wagon loaded with repoater shot-guns and a fow flint-locks, numboring
in all 210, Geuneral Middlcton than held 2 big pow wow, which lasted
three houra. Poundmaker blamed Riel for inciting the Indiana to ziso, and
said he came in 10 let the General kill him so0 as to save hispeople. Soveral
chicfs followed, =il blaming Riel for misleading them. A scone occurred
during tho pow wow when Goneral Middleton isked who killed
Barney Cremoat and Payne. One young brave rose from the circle, kneeled
at Goneral Middloton’s feet, saying the groat chief could cut him in pisces,
s ho killed Payne. Ho furthor said he did not want all punished lor his
offonco. Thon anothor acknowledged that he had shot Tromont. At the
conclusion of the pow wow, Gonoral Middleton ordored chicfs Poundmaker,
Break-through-the-1ce, Yollow Mud Blanket and the two murderers to con-
finement. The remeinder wero sont to the reserve. Tho remainder of
Poundmaker's party are expected sosn. They cvidently brought the
Teast valuable of their arms in to-day, and tho young braves are bolisved to
have a:] tho best rifles. It is thought they will break into small partics and
cscapo to the United Statos.
