CURRENT TRADE CONDITIONS.

ONTARIO.

Favorable conditions characterize the
q white pine lumber trade of Ontario.

Buying is beng conducted with a little
more conservatisn than earlier in the
;season, but it as evident by the volume of
4orders that tht stccks of retail dealers are

n need of replenishment. The best grades
ontinue tolead in point of stre>gth, and

>boe 'manufacturers are .pursuing a
makng-tup proceas -in respect to the
praces of such of these grades as are
unsold. The poorer qualaties of pîne are
a.shade weaker. In the Ottawa valley
attention is now turning ïo the prospective
purchases of next season's production of
deals. The opinion is freely expressed
that no reduction from the prices of the
past season will be accepted by manu-
facturers. It as pointed ou that very light
stocks are being carried in mill yardb. A
Georgaan Bay manufacturer ore week ago
ainounced that over 8o per cent. of his
season's production had been contracted,
or. Tho supply oflath-does not seen to
ncrease.Jt as very scarce on the Georgian,
Bay, and as î-resulit several car-loads
were brought to TorrAto last week from
Ottawa. No. 2 is particularly strong and
bit'gs within 25 cents as much as No. r.
The demand for hemlock bas failen cif
slightly. The current quotation f. o. b.
cars Toronto is $12, with a higher price
for long lengths. Hardwoods are begin-
ning to evince signs of improvement,
although a noticeable feature of the trade
this fail. is the call for small lots,apparent-
ly showng that buyers are not afraid of
higher prices. In rnaple and birch stocks
are comparatively heavy.

QUEBEC AND NhW BRUNSWIC.K.
The stat2ment of lumber exports from

the port of Montreai shows 'that a policy
of contraction as bemng pursued by
shippers. The exports between now and
the close of navigation are likely Io be
light, although the low freight rates offer
exceptional opportunitics for getting .the

lumber across the Atlantic at low
cost. The tiiber market at Quebec is
unchanged. The quantity of white and
red pine timber measured by the Super.
visor of Cullets is about the same as last
year. Barch and maple show a decrease,
while clin aitd ash are about one -third
Rreater. Manufacturers aie tnking a
much more hopeful view regarding the
outlook for spruce deals. As the season
oraws to a close, it is found that the quan-
tity to be cartied over until next spring is
smaller thin- was anticipated. In Nova
Scotia, for instance, there will be practic-
ally no spruce deals carried over, as the
South American and West Indian mar-
kets have provided an outilet for a large
percentage- of the production. Cuban
cargoes are selling at $12.50, and South
American cargoes at $12 to $i2.5o.
French specifications -represent the only
class of lumber that bas not begun to
improve.

35ANITODA-AND IIRITISH COLUMBIA.
The anticipations of dealers in respect

to the volume of fall trade bave so far not
been realhzed. The denand is more
backt'ard*than was expected, due partly
to the coritinuaton of the carpenters'
strike. Shiplap and granary boards are
moving freely, but dimension and com-
mon boards,: of which manufacturers hold
a comparatively heavy stock, are slow
of sale. The last revision of the price
list of British Columbia lumber, for deliv.
ery in Manitoba, made a reduction oi$2
on No. r edge grain flooring and 2 x 4
and 2 x 6 dimension up to 32 ft. long, a
reduction of'$î on .2 x 14 up 3 to 14 x '4
dimension, and of $S5o on 2 . 8, 2 x Io
3 x 4 and x-6 up tu 32 ft. long. The
range of dimensions is now from $18 to
$22. No. -i clear siding was advanced
$2.50 to $32.5o, and No. 3 ceiling 30c. to
$23.5o. While trade is a little quiet at
present,manufacturers and~dealers regard
the outlook as bright. The British
Columbia- mnills are fairly busy. Foreign
sbipments bave been quite hcavy, as ip
to the end of August of this -year forty-
eight vessels have sailed with lumber
cargoes for foaeisn dest.nauons. Mort
lumber has been shipped to Great Britan
than last year. It is rumored that a
syndicate, headed by :ir. J. J. Hall, is
negotiating for the purchase of all the
saw mills in British Columbia. The re-
port. however, 's not gencrally bclevei.
