USEFUL HINTS.

The art of brick-making is suppused to
have originated in ancient times with the
powerful races found in Egypt, Chalden,
and China, irr the old world, and i Mex-
ico and Peruin the new. The 1uns of
buildings and tombs leftin these countries
testfy that they were shilful budders.
Rawlinson states that the dimensions of
brick baked by the Chaldeans were 11
inches square and 2% inches thick, and
thosc of later date 13 inches square and
3 inches thick.

There are no special tests for ascertain.
ing the quality of a vamish. Spicading
a thin layer on a sheet of plass, and then
observing the character of the film pro-
duted on drying, seems ail that can be
done. It ought 1o become dry to the
touch within cight or ten hours, and not
become fissured even when exposed to
sunshine during a year; nor should the
surface become dull through the appear-
ance of “bloom,” caused by the minute
cxudation of solid fatty acds onginating
frum the hnseed vl empluyed i its pre-
paration.

It is well.known that common puuty
becomes exccedingly hard wath age, which
renders the remuval of glass frum sashes
pecuharly difficult. A pracucal man tells
us that he thinks himself lucky if he can
take out one pane out of three without
breakage. 1t is stated, however, that the
putty may be softened by using a paste
of caustic potassa, casily prepared by
mixing the caustic alkali, or even carbon-
ate of potash or soda, with cqual parts of
freshly bumt quickhme, which has pre-
viously been sprinkled with water, 50 as
to cause it to fall into powder. This is
then mixed with water toa paste, and is
spread on the putty to be softened.
Where onc application 1s not sufficient it
1srepeated.  Inorder topreventthe paste
from drying too qujckly it is well to mix
it with less water, adding some soft soap
instead,
