The Canadian Pavilion is 
approximately 2 185 square 
metres in area, with two 
totem poles, an Inuksuk and

Canada's Rick Hansen, 
known as the Man in 
Motion for his 26-month 
round-the-world wheel-
chair odyssey, has come to 
a temporary stop heading 
Canada's delegation at 
World Expo . '88 in Bris-
bane. Mr. Hansen, age 30, 
is Canada's yOungest 
Commissioner-General.

For 26 months between 
1985 and 1987, Rick Hansen 
wheeled himself around the 
world in a wheelchair. His 
inspiring 40 000 km "Man 
In Motion" tour, including 
3 000 km in Australia, fo-
cussed attention on the 
disabled, and raised $23 
million for spinal cord re- 

search, rehabilitation and 
wheelchair sports. 

Expo '88 will run for six 
months from April 30 to 
October 30. Its theme is Lei-
sure in a World of Tech-
nology. The $565-million 
fair has attracted exhibits 
from 36 countries and is 
expected to attract almost 
eight million visitors. The 
last World Expo staged in 
Australia took place 100 
years ago.

SOVIET-CANADIAN 
POLAR BRIDGE 

EXPEDITION

than 100 days of arctic 
travel, four Canadian and 
nine Soviet skiers completed 
their 1 733-kilometre jour-
ney from Severnaya Zemlya 
Archipelago in -the Soviet 
Union to the Canadian desti-
nation of Ellesmere Island. 

Chris Holloway of Old 
Chelsea, Richard Weber of 
Kingsmere, Max Buston of 
Calabogie and Laurie Dexter, 
were the Canadians on the 
trek. 

When they reached the 
North Pole on Tuesday April 
26, 100 officials, politicians 
and reporters from both 
countries greeted them. 

The Canadians learned a 
little Russian. The Soviets 
were the leaders, down to 
the ninth man.
