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(iii) that the aircraft of smaller capacity shall operate only in connection withthe aircraft of larger capacity and shall be scheduled so to do; the formershall arrive at the point of change for the purpose of carrying traffic transfer-red from, or to be transferred into, the aircraft of larger capacity; and theircapacity shall be determined with primary reference to this purpose;

(iv) that there is an adequate volume of through traffic; and

(v) that the provisions of Article XI of the present Agreement shall govern allarrangements made with regard to change of gauge.

ARTICLE IV

Each Contracting Party shall have the right to designate, by diplomatic note,an airline to operate the agreed services on the routes specified in the Annex for sucha Contracting Party and to substitute another airline for that previously designated.

ARTICLE V

1. Following receipt of a notice of designation or of substitution pursuant to Arti-cle IV of this Agreement, the aeronautical authorities of the other Contracting Partyshall, consistent with its laws and regulations, grant without delay to the airline sodesignated the appropriate authorizations to operate the agreed services for whichthat airhine has been designated.

2. Upon receipt of such authorizations the airline may begin at any time to operatethe agreed services, in whole or in part, provided that the airline complies with theapplicable provisions of this Agreement and that tariffs are established in accordancewith the provisions of Article XIV of this Agreement.

ARTICLE VI

1h. The aeronautical authorities of each Contracting Party shall have the right towithhold the authorizations referred to in Article V of this Agreement with respectto the airhine designated by the other Contracting Party, to revoke or suspend suchauthorizations or impose on it conditions, temporarily or permanently:

(a) in the event of failure by such airline to qualify before the aeronauticalauthorities of that Contracting Party under the laws and regulations nor-mally and reasonably applied by these authorities in conformity with theConvention;
