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time limit are those provisions wbich provide for reinstatement of rights, restora-
tion, restitutio in, iniegrum or further processing ini spite of non-compliance witb a
time limit, and any other provision providing for the extension of titre limits or for
excusing delays in meeting time limits.

Rule 82'
Rectification of Errors Made by the Reefring Office or by the

International Bureau
82'~.1 Errors Concerning the International Fiing Date and the Prfoty C!aim

If the applicant proves to the satisfaction of anydesignated or elected Office
that the international filing date is incorrect due to an error made by the receiving
Office or that the declaration made under Article 8(l) bas been erroneously can-
celled or corrected by the receiving Office or the International Bureau, and if the
error is an error such that, liadt it been made by the designated or elected Office it-
self, that Office would rectify it under the national law or national practice, tbe said
Office shahl rectify the error and shall treat the international application as if it had
been accorded the rectîied international filing date or as if the declaration under
Article 8(l) had not been cancelIed or corrected, as the case may be.

Rule 83
Right to Practice before International Authorities

83.1 Proof of Righi
The International Bureau, the competent International Searching Authority,

and the competent International Preliminary Examining Authority, may require the
production of proof of the right to practice referred to in Article 49.
83.2 Information

(a) T'he national Office or the intergavernmental organization which the inter-
ested persan is alleged ta have a rigbt ta practice before shall, upon request, informi
the International Bureau, the competent International Searching Authority, or the
campetent International Preliminary Examining Authority, whether such persan
bas the right ta practice before it.

(b> Such information shail be binding upon the International Bureau, the Inter-
national Searching Authority, or the International Preliminary Examining Authar-
ity, as the case may be.
