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(e) the rate of $44,000 per graduate pilot specified in sub-paragraph (c)
above has been calculated on the basis of an aggregate entry of student
pilots from Denmark and Norway of not less than 50, and of a number
of graduates not less than 40 annually. In the event that, at any time
during the life of this Agreement, the aggregate number of graduate
student pilots from Denmark and Norway should be reduced signifi-
cantly below a total of 40 annually, the Canadian Government may haveé
to request an appropriate revision in the rate;

(f) reimbursement of the Canadian Government by the Danish Govern-
ment of the amounts stipulated in sub-paragraphs (¢) and (d) above
shall be effected at such time and in such manner as may be mutually
agreed between the appropriate authorities of the two governments.

The Canadian Government undertakes to give one year’s notice as t0

whether and under what conditions this agreement can be extended beyOI‘ld
June 30, 1968.

If the foregoing is acceptable to the Government of Denmark, I proposé
that this Note and your reply to that effect shall constitute an agreement betWe.en
our Governments for the training in Canada of personnel of the Royal Danish
Air Force which shall have effect from July 1, 1964.”

In reply I have the honour to confirm that the provisions in your Note aré
acceptable to the Danish Government and that your Note and this reply
constitute an agreement between our Governments for the training in Canad@
of personnel of the Royal Danish Air Force having effect from J uly 1, 1964.
